80.01 .010 Commission created--Appointment of 
members-Terms-Vacancies Removal-Sal­
ary. There is hereby created and established a state 
commission to be known and designated as the 
Washington utilities and transportation commission, 
and in this chapter referred to as the commission. 

The commission shall be composed of three members 
appointed by the governor, with the consent of the sen­
ate. Not more than two members of said commission 
shall belong to the same political party. 

The members of the first commission to be appointed 
after taking effect of this section shall be appointed for 
terms beginning April I, 1951, and expiring as follows: 
One commissioner for the term expiring January I, 
1953; one commissioner for the term expiring January 
1, 1955; one commissioner for the term expiring Janu­
ary 1, 1957. Each of the commissioners shall hold office

until his successor is appointed and qualified. Upon the 
expiration of the terms of the three commissioners first 
to be appointed as herein provided, each succeeding 
commissioner shall be appointed and hold office for the 
term of six years. One of such commissioners to be des­
ignated by the governor, shall, during the term of the 
appointing governor, be the chairman of the 
commission. 

Each commissioner shall receive a salary as may be 
fixed by the governor in accordance with the provisions 
of RCW 43.03.040. 

Any member of the commission may be removed for 
inefficiency, malfeasance or misfeasance in office, upon 
specific written charges filed by the governor, who shall 
transmit such written charges to the member accused 
and to the chief justice of the supreme court. The chief 
justice shall thereupon designate a special tribunal 
composed of three judges of the superior court to hear 
and adjudicate the charges. Such tribunal shall fix the 
time, place and procedure for the hearing, and the 
hearing shall be public. The decision of such tribunal 
shall be final and not subject to review. 

If the tribunal specified herein finds the charges of 
the governor to be true, the governor shall have the 
right to immediately remove the commissioner from of­
fice, to declare the position of the commissioner vacant, 
and appoint another commissioner to the position in 
accordance with the provisions of the law. 

Any vacancy arising in the office of commissioner 
shall be filled by appointment by the governor, and an 
appointee selected to fill such vacancy shall hold office 
for the balance of the full term for which his predeces­
sor on the commission was appointed. 

If a vacancy occurs while the senate is not in session, 
the governor shall make a temporary appointment until 
the next meeting of the senate, when he shall present to 
the senate his nomination or nominations for the office 
to be filled.

80.01 .020 Commissioners, oath, bond and qualifica­
tions---Persons excluded from office and employment. 
Each commissioner shall, before entering upon the du­
ties of his office, take and subscribe the constitutional 
oath of office, and furnish bond to the state in the sum 
of twenty thousand dollars conditioned for the faithful 
discharge of the duties of his office and for the proper 
accounting for all funds that may come into his posses­
sion by virtue of his office. Each commissioner shall be 
a qualified elector of this state and no person in the 
employ of or holding any official relation to any corpo­
ration or person, which corporation or person is subject 
in whole or in part to regulation by the commission, 
and no person owning stocks or bonds of any such cor­
poration or who is in any manner pecuniarily interested 
therein shall be appointed or hold the office of commis­
sioner or be appointed or employed by the commission: 
Provided, That if any such person shall become the 
owner of such stocks or bonds or become pecuniarily 
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interested in such corporation otherwise than voluntari­
ly, he shall within a

reasonable tim�. divest himself �f 

such ownership or mterest, and fatlmg to do so hts 
office or employment shall become vacant.

80.01.030 Commission to employ secretary and other 
assistants-Secretary's duties--Deputies. The com­
mission shall appoint and employ a secretary and such 
accounting, engineering, expert and clerical assistants, 
and such other qualified assistants as may be ne�e�sary 
to carry on the administrative work of the commtsston. 

The secretary shall be the custodian of the commis­
sion's official seal, and shall keep full and accurate 
minutes of all transactions, proceedings and determina­
tions of the commission and perform such other duties 
as may be required by the commission. 

The commission may deputize one or more of its as­
sistants to perform, in the name of the commission, 
such duties of the commission as it deems expedient.

80.01.040 General powers and duties of commission. 
The utilities and transportation commission shall: 

(1) Exercise all the powers and perform all the duties 
prescribed therefor by this title and by Title 81 RCW, 
or by any other law. 

(2) Regulate in the public interest, as provided by the 
public service laws, the rates, services, facilities, and 
practices of all persons engaging in the transportation 
by whatever means of persons or property within this 
state for compensation, and related activities; including, 
but not limited to, air transportation companies, auto 
transportation companies, express companies, freight 
and freight line companies, motor freight companies, 
motor transportation agents, private car companies, 
railway companies, sleeping car companies, steamboat 
companies, street railway companies, toll bridge com­
panies, storage warehousemen, and wharfingers and 
warehousemen. 

(3� Regul�te in the public interest, as provided by the 
pubhc servtce laws, the rates, services, facilities, and 
practices of all persons engaging within this state in the 
business of supplying any utility service or commodity 
to the public for compensation, and related activities; 
including, but not limited to, electrical companies, gas 
companies, irrigation companies, telegraph companies, 
telephone companies, and water companies. 

(4) Make such rules and regulations as may be nec­
essary to carry out its other powers and duties. [ 1961 c 
14 § 80.01.040.

80.01.050 Quorum--Hearings-Actions deemed 
those of the commission. A majority of the commission­
ers shall constitute a quorum for the transaction of any 
business, for the performance of any duty, or for the 
exercise of any power of the commission, and may hold 
hearings at any time or place within or without the 
state. Any investigation, inquiry or hearing which the 
commission has power to undertake or to hold may be 
undertaken or held by or before any commissioner or 
any examiner designated and authorized by the com­
mission as provided in RCW 80.01.060. All investiga­
tions, inquiries and hearings of the commission, and all 
findings, orders or decisions, made by a commissioner, 
when approved and confirmed by the commission and 
filed in its office, shall be and be deemed to be the or­
ders or decisions of the commission. [ 1961 c 14 § 80.01-

80.01.060 Examiners--Powers. The commtsswn 
shall have the power to designate employees of the 
commission as examiners when it deems such action 
necessary for its general administration. Such examiners 
shall have power to administer oaths, to issue subpoe­
nas for the attendance of witnesses and the production 
of papers, waybills, books, accounts, documents and 
testimony, to examine witnesses, and to receive testi­
�on.y in any inquiry, investigation, hearing or proceed­
mg m any part of the state, under such rules and 
regulations as the commission may adopt. [1961 c 14 §

80.01 .070 Joint investigations, hearings, orders. The 
commission shall have full power to make joint or con­
current investigations, hold joint or concurrent hear­
ings, and issue joint or concurrent orders in conjunction 
or concurrence with any official, board, or commission 
of any state or of the United States, whether in the 
hold�ng of such investigations or hearings or in the 
makmg of such orders the commission functions under 
agreements or compacts between states or under the 
concurrent power of states to regulate interstate com­
merce or as an agency of the federal government or 
otherwise. When necessary the commission may hold 
such joint hearing or investigation outside the state.

80.01.075 Authority to initiate, participate in federal 
administrative agency proceedings. The commission shall 
have the authority as petitioner, intervenor or otherwise 
to initiate and/or participate in proceedings before fed­
eral administrative agencies in which there is at issue 
the authority, rates or practices for transportation or 
utility services affecting the interests of the state of 
Washing�on, its businesses and general public, and to 
do all things necessary in its opinion to present to such 
feder�l administrative agencies all facts bearing upon 
�uch ts�ue�,. and to similarly initiate and/ or participate 
m any JUdtctal proceedings relating thereto. [1967 ex.s. c

80.01.080 Public service revolving fund. The trans­
portation revolving fund and the public utilities revolv­
ing fund are abolished as of April I, 1949, and as of 
such date there is created in the state treasury a "Public 
Service Revolving Fund" to which shall be transferred 
all moneys which then remain on hand to the credit of 
the transportation revolving fund and the public utilities 
revolving fund, subject, however, to outstanding war­
rants and other obligations chargeable to appropria­
tions made from such funds. From and after April I, 
1949, regulatory fees payable by all types of public 
service companies shall be deposited to the credit of the 
public service revolving fund. All expense of operation 
of the Washington utilities and transportation commis­
sion shall be payable out of the public service revolving 
fund.

Biennial report. All proceedings of the commission and 
all documents and records in its possession shall be 
public records, and it shall adopt and use an official 
seal. The commission shall make and submit to the 
governor and the legislature a biennial report contain­
ing a statement of the transactions and proceedings of 
its office, together with the information gathered by the 
commission and such other facts, suggestions and rec­
ommendations as may be by it deemed necessary. [196 I 
c I4 § 80.01.090.

80.01.100 Duties of attorney general. It shall be the 
duty of the attorney general to represent and appear for 
the people of the state of Washington and the commis­
sion in all actions and proceedings involving any ques­
tion under this title or Title 81 RCW, or under or in 
reference to any act or order of the commission; and it 
shall be the duty of the attorney general generally to see 
that all laws affecting any of the persons or corpora­
tions herein enumerated are complied with, and that all 
laws, the enforcement of which devolves upon the com­
mission, are enforced, and to that end he is authorized 
to institute, prosecute and defend all necessary actions 
and proceedings. [ I96 I c I4 § 80.01.100.

80.04.010 Definitions. As used in this title, unless 
specifically defined otherwise or unless the context indi­
cates otherwise: 

"Commission" means the utilities and transportation 
commission. 

"Commissioner" means one of the members of such 
commission. 

"Corporation" includes a corporation, company, as­
sociation or joint stock association. 

"Person" includes an individual, a firm or 
copartnership. 

"Gas plant" includes all real estate, fixtures and per­
sonal property, owned, leased, controlled, used or to be 
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used for or in connection with the transmission, distri­
bution, sale or furnishing of natural gas, or the manu­
facture, transmission, distribution, sale or furnishing of 
other type gas, for light, heat or power. 

"Gas company" includes every corporation, compa­
ny, association, joint stock associatio�, partner�hip and 
person, their lessees, trustees or r�ce1ver appomted

. 
by 

any court whatsoever, and every c1ty or town, owr:un�, 
controlling, operating or managing any gas plant wtthm 
this state. 

"Electric plant" includes all real estate, fixtures and 
personal property operated, owne�,. used or to be U:sed 
for or in connection with or to fac1htate the generation, 
transmission, distribution, sale or furnishing of electric­
ity for light, heat, or power for hire; and any conduits, 
ducts or other devices, materials, apparatus or property 
for containing, holding or carrying conductors used or 
to be used for the transmission of electricity for light, 
heat or power. 

"Electrical company" includes any corporation, com­
pany, association, joint stock association, partnership 
and person, their lessees, trustees or receivers appointed 
by any court whatsoever (other than a railroad or street 
railroad company generating electricity solely for rail­
road or street railroad purposes or for the use of its 
tenants and not for sale to others), and every city or 
town owning, operating or managing any electric plant 
for hire within this state. 

"Telephone company" includes every corporation, 
company, association, joint stock association, partner­
ship and person, their lessees, trustees or receivers ap­
pointed by any court whatsoever, and every city or 
town owning, operating or managing any telephone line 
or part of telephone line used in the conduct of the 
business of affording telephonic communication for hire 
within this state. 

"Telephone line" includes conduits, ducts, poles, 
wires, cables, cross-arms, receivers, transmitters, instru­
ments, machines, appliances, instrumentalities and all 
devices, real estate, easements, apparatus, property and 
routes used, operated, owned or controlled by any tele­
phone company to facilitate the business of affording 
telephonic communication. 

"Telegraph company" includes every corporation, 
company, association, joint stock association, partner­
ship and person, their lessees, trustees or receivers ap­
pointed by any court whatsoever, owning, operating or 
managing any telegraph line or part of telegraph line 
used in the conduct of the business of affording for hire 
communication by telegraph within this state. 

"Telegraph line" includes conduits, poles, wire, ca­
bles, cross-arms, instruments, machines, appliances, in­
strumentalities and all devices, real estate, easements, 
apparatus, property and routes used, operated or owned 
by any telegraph company to facilitate the business of 
affording communication by telegraph. 

"Water system" includes all real estate, easements, 
fixtures, personal property, dams, dikes, head gates, 
weirs, canals, reservoirs, flumes or other structures or 
appliances operated, owned, used or to be used for or in 
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connection with or to facilitate the supply, storage, dis­
tribution, sale, furnishing, diversion, carriage, appor­
tionment or measurement of water for power, irrigation, 
reclamation, manufacturing, municipal, domestic or 
other beneficial uses for hire. 

"Water company" includes every corporation, com­
pany, association, joint stock association, partnership 
and person, their lessees, trustees or receivers appointed 
by any court whatsoever, and every city or town own­
ing, controlling, operating, or managing any water sys­
tem for hire within this state: Provided, That it shall not 
include any water system serving less than sixty custo­
mers where the average annual gross revenue per cus­
tomer does not exceed sixty dollars per year. 

"Public service company" includes every gas compa­
ny, electrical company, telephone company, telegraph 
company and water company. 

The term "service" is used in this title in its broadest 
and most inclusive sense. [ 1963 c 59 § 1; 1961 c 14 §

80.04.020 Procedure before conunission and courts. 
Each commissioner shall have power to administer 
oaths, certify to all official acts, and to issue subpoenas 
for the attendance of witnesses and the production of 
papers, books, accounts, documents and testimony in 
any inquiry, investigation, hearing or proceeding in any 
part of the state. 

The superior court of the county in which any such 
inquiry, investigation, hearing or proceeding may be 
had, shall have power to compel the attendance of wit­
nesses and the production of papers, books, accounts, 
documents and testimony as required by such subpoe­
na. The commission or the commissioner before which 
the testimony is to be given or produced, in case of the 
refusal of any witness to attend or testify or produce 
any papers required by the subpoena, shall report to the 
superior court in and for the county in which the pro­
ceeding is pending by petition, setting forth that due 
notice has been given of the time and place of atten­
dance of said witnesses, or the production of said pa­
pers, and that the witness has been summoned in the 
manner prescribed in this chapter, and that the fees and 
mileage of the witness have been paid or tendered to 
the witness for his attendance and testimony, and that 
the witness has failed and refused to attend or produce 
the papers required by the subpoena, before the com­
mission, in the cause or proceedings named in the no­
tice and subpoena, or has refused to answer questions 
propounded to him in the course of such proceeding, 
and ask an order of said court, compelling the witness 
to attend and testify before the commission. The court, 
upon the petition of the commission, shall enter an or­
der directing the witness to appear before said court at 
a time and place to be fixed by the court in such order, 
and then and there show cause why he has not re­
sponded to said subpoena. A copy of said order shall be 
served upon said witness. If it shall appear to the court 
t�at said subpoena was regularly issued by the commis­
siOn, the court shall thereupon enter an order that said

3.] 

80.40.030 Eminent domain. Any natural gas compa­
ny having received an order under RCW 80.40.040 shall 
have the right of eminent domain to be exercised in the 
manner provided in and subject to the provisions of 
chapter 8.20 RCW to acquire for its use for the under­
ground storage of natural gas any underground reser­
voir, as well as such other property or interests in 
property as may be required to adequately maintain 
and utilize the underground reservoir for the under­
ground storage of natural gas, including easements and 
rights of way for access to and egress from the under­
ground storage reservoir.

oil or gas in commercial quantities under either primary 
or secondary recovery methods, and nonproductive of 
fresh water in commercial quantities with feasible and 
reasonable pumping lift; (4) the natural gas company 
has acquired the right by grant, lease or other agree­
ment to store natural gas under at least sixty-five per­
cent of the area of the surface of the land under which 
such proposed underground storage reservoir extends; 
(5) the natural gas company carries public liability in­
surance or has deposited collateral in amounts satisfac­
tory to the committee or has furnished a financial 
statement showing assets in a satisfactory amount, to 
secure pay��nt of any liability resulting from any oc­
currence ansmg out of or caused by the operation or 

use of any underground reservoir or facilities incidental 
thereto; (6) the underground storage project will not in­
jure, pollute, or contaminate any usable fresh water re­
sources; (7) the underground storage project will not 
injure, interfere with, or endanger any mineral resources 
or the development or extraction thereof.

The term "commission , "  
when used in  this chapter, means the utilities and 
transportation commission of Washington. 

The term "highway," when used in this chapter, in­
cludes all state and county roads, streets, alleys, ave­
nues, boulevards, parkways and other public places 
actually open and in use, or to be opened and used, for 
travel by the public.

Article I 
PURPOSE 

The party states recognize that short-haul air trans­
portation is essential to a balanced and efficient trans­
portation system in the West, meeting special needs 
created by particular geographic and population pat­
terns in both rural and urban areas. They further rec­
ognize that it is not economically feasible for the 
commercial airlines to provide a full complement of 
short-haul air services or to explore fully the capabili­
ties and limitations of the various types and locations of 
such services. They also recognize that careful  planning, 
experimentation, and testing are needed before appro­
priate short-haul air transportation can be developed 
for all the situations in which it would be beneficial to 
the economy and general welfare of the western states. 
To meet this need, the party states agree that a regional 
compact should be established for the purpose of or­
ganizing and conducting a series of demonstration pro­
grams to test the feasibility of new short-haul air 
transportation concepts in the West. 

Article II 
REGIONAL COMMISSION 

A. There is hereby established an agency of the party 
states to be known as the Western Regional Short-Haul 
Air Transportation Commission (hereinafter called the 
' 'Commission''). 

B. The Commission shall be composed of one mem­
ber from each party state and one federal member, if 
authorized by federal law, who shall be the Secretary of 
Transportation or his designee. Each state member shall 
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be appointed, suspended, or removed and shall serve 
subject to and in accordance with the laws of the state 
which he represents. 

C. The state members shall each be entitled to one 
vote on the Commission. No action of the Commission 
shall be binding unless taken at a meeting at which a 
majority of all members representing the party states 
are present, and unless a majority of the total number 
of votes on the Commission are cast in favor thereof. 
The federal member shall not be entitled to a vote on 
the Commission unless authorized by a majority vote of 
the state members. The state members may provide that 
decisions of the Commission shall require the affirma­
tive vote of the federal member and of a majority of the 
state members, if such provision is necessary in order to 
meet the requirements of federal law. In matters coming 
before the Commission, the state members shall, to the 
extent practicable, consult with representatives of ap­
propriate local subdivisions within their respective 
states and the federal member, if any, shall consult with 
the federal departments and agencies having an interest 
in the subject matter. 

D. The state members of the Commission shall elect 
annually, from among their number, a chairman and a 
vice chairman. The state members may provide that the 
chairman so elected shall be designated as the state co­
chairman and the federal member shall be designated 
as the federal cochairman, if such provision is necessary 
in order to meet the requirements of federal law. 

E. Each state member shall have an alternate ap­
pointed in accordance with the laws of the state which 
he represents. The federal member, if any, shall have an 
alternate appointed in accordance with federal law. An 
alternate shall be entitled to vote in the event of the 
absence, death, disability, removal, or resignation of the 
state or federal member for whom he is an alternate. 

Article I I I  
FUNCTIONS OF THE COMMISSION 

A. It shall be the primary function of the Commis­
sion to authorize and effect a series of demonstration 
programs to test the feasibility of new short-haul air 
transportation concepts in the West. To carry out this 
function, the Commission shall have power to: 

( 1 )  Establish basic regional demonstration policy and 
coordinate with federal policy makers where 
appropriate; 

(2) Create a management plan and implement pro-
grams through a suitable staff; 

(3) Designate demonstration arenas and facilities; 
(4) Select demonstration operators ; 
(5) Establish a funding plan for the demonstration 

programs selected; and 
(6) Establish means of monitoring and evaluating the 

demonstration programs. 

Article IV 
ADMINISTRATIVE POWERS AND DUTIES 

OF THE COMMISSION 

A. The Commission shall adopt bylaws, rules, and 
regulations for the conduct of its business and the per­
formance of its functions, and shall have the power to 

amend and rescind such bylaws, rules, and regulations. 
The Commission shall publish its bylaws, rules, and 
regulations in convenient form and shall file a copy 
thereof, and shall also file a copy of any amendment 
thereto, with the appropriate agency or officer in each 
of the party states. 

B. The Commission may accept, use, and dispose of 
gifts or donations of services or property, real, personal, 
or mixed, tangible or intangible, for any of its purposes 
and functions under this compact. 

C. The Commission may enter into and perform such 
contracts, leases, cooperative agreements, or other 
transactions as may be necessary in carrying out its 
functions and on such terms as it may deem appropri­
ate, with any department, agency, or instrumentality of 
the United States or with any state, or any political 
subdivision, agency, or instrumentality thereof, or with 
any person, firm, association, or corporation. 

D. In order to obtain information needed to carry 
out its duties, the Commission may hold such hearings, 
sit and act at such times and places, take such testimo­
ny, receive such evidence, and print or otherwise repro­
duce and distribute so much of its proceedings and 
reports thereon as it may deem advisable. The chairman 
of the Commission, or any member designated by the 
Commission for the purpose, shall have authority to 
administer oaths when it is determined by the Commis­
sion that testimony shall be taken or evidence received 
under oath. 

E. The Commission may arrange for the head of any 
federal, state, or local department or agency to furnish 
to the Commission such information as may be avail­
able to or procurable by such department or agency, 
relating to the duties and functions of the Commission. 

F. The Commission annually shall make to the 
Governor of each party state, a report covering the ac­
tivities of the Commission for the preceding year, and 
embodying such recommendations as may have been 
adopted by the Commission, which report shall be 
transmitted to the legislature of said state. The Com­
mission may issue such additional reports as it may 
deem desirable. 

Article V 
FINANCES 

A. The members of the Commission shall serve with­
out compensation from the Commission, but the com­
pensation and expenses of each state member in 
attending Commission meetings may be paid by the 
state he represents in accordance with the laws of that 
state. All other expenses incurred by the Commission 
shall be paid by the Commission. 

B. The Commission shall submit periodically to the 
executive head or designated officer of each party state 
a budget of its estimated expenditures for such period 
as may be required by the laws of that state for presen­
tation to the legislature thereof. Each such budget shall 
contain specific recommendations of the amount or 
amounts to be appropriated by each of the party states. 
The share to be paid by each party state shall be deter­
mined by a majority vote of the state members of the 
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<;o
_
mmission. The federal member, if any, shall not par­

ticipate or vote in such determination. The costs shall 
be allocated equitably among the party states in ac­
cordance with their respective interests. 

. 
C. The C�mmission may meet any of its obligations 

m whole or m part with funds available to it from the 
federal government or other sources under Article 
IV(B) of this compact, provided that the Commission 
take

_
s spe�ific action setting aside such funds prior to 

the mcurnng of any obligation to be met in whole or in 
part in this manner. Except where the Commission 
makes use of funds available to it under Article IV(B) 
of this compact, the Commission shall not incur any 
obligation prior to the allotment of funds by the party 
states adequate to meet the same. 

Article VI 
PERSONNEL 

A. The Commission may appoint and fix the com­
pensation of an Executive Director, who shall be re­
sponsible for the day-to-day management of the 
operations conducted by the Commission. The Execu­
tive Director shall act as secretary-treasurer for the 
Commission and he, together with such other personnel 
as the Commission may direct, shall be bonded in such 
amounts as the Commission may require. 

B. The Executive Director shall, with the approval of 
the Commission, appoint and remove or discharge such 
technical, clerical or other personnel on a regular, part­
time, or consulting basis as may be necessary for the 
performance of the Commission's functions. 

C. Officers and employees of the Commission shall be 
eligible for social security coverage in respect to old age 
and survivors' insurance provided the Commission 
takes such steps as may be necessary pursuant to feder­
al law to participate in such program of insurance as a 
governmental agency or unit. The Commission may es­
tablish and maintain or participate in such additional 
programs of employee benefits as may be appropriate to 
afford the officers and employees of the Commission 
terms and conditions of employment similar to those 
enjoyed by employees of the party states generally. The 
Commission shall not be bound by any statute or regu­
lation of any party state in the employment or dis­
charge of any officer or employee. 

Article VII 
RECORDS AND AUDIT 

A. The Commission shall keep accurate accounts of 
all receipts and disbursements. The receipts and dis­
bursements of the Commission shall be subject to the 
audit and accounting procedures established under its 
bylaws. All receipts and disbursements of funds han­
dled by the Commission shall be audited yearly by a 
certified or licensed public accountant and the report of 
the audit shall be included in and become a part of the 
annual report of the Commission. 

B. The audit authorities of each of the party states 
and of the appropriate federal departments and agen­
cies, or any of their duly authorized representatives, 
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shall have access for the purpose of audit and examina­
tion to any books, documents, papers, and records of 
the Commission that are pertinent. 

C. The Commission shall keep books and records in 
compliance with federal requirements and standards 
where necessary to qualify for federal assistance, in­
cluding records which fully disclose the amount and 
disposition of the proceeds of federal assistance the 
Commission has received, the total cost of the plan, 
program, or project or undertaking in connection with 
which such assistance is given or used, and the amount 
and nature of that portion of the cost of the plan, pro­
gram, or project or undertaking supplied by other 
sources, and such other records as will facilitate an ef­
fective audit. 

Article VIII  
ELIGIBLE PARTIES, ENTRY INTO FORCE AND 

WITHDRAWAL 

A. Any or all of the states of Alaska, Arizona, 
California, Colorado, Hawaii, I daho, Montana, 
Nevada, New Mexico, Oregon, Utah, Washington, and 
Wyoming shall be eligible to become party to this 
compact. 

B. As to any eligible party state, this compact shall 
become effective when its legislature shall have enacted 
the same into law; provided, that it shall not become 
initially effective until enacted into law by 7 states. 

C. Any party state may withdraw from this compact 
by enacting a statute repealing the same, but no such 
withdrawal shall take effect until one year after the 
Governor of the withdrawing state has given notice to 
the Governors of all other party states. No withdrawal 
shall affect any liability already incurred by or charge­
able to a party state prior to the time of such 
withdrawal. 

Article IX 
CONSTRUCTION AND SEVERABILITY 

It is intended that the provisions of this compact shall 
be reasonably and liberally construed to effectuate its 
purposes. The provisions of this compact shall be sev­
erable and if any phrase, clause, sentence, or provision 
of this compact is declared to be contrary to the consti­
tution of any party state or of the United States, or the 
appl!cability thereof to any government, agency, person 
or �ucumsta�ce is held invalid, the validity of the re­
mamder of this compact and the applicability thereof to 
any government, agency, person, or circumstance shall 
not be affected thereby. If this compact shall be held 
contrary to the constitution of any party state, the 
compact shall remain in full force and effect as to the 
remaining states and in full force and effect as to the

land of another under a right or license granted by lease 
or contract, either directly or by contracting with others 

for the necessary labor or mechanical services fells, cuts 
or takes timber for sale or for commercial or industrial 
use. It does not include persons performing under con­
tract the necessary labor or mechanical services for a 
harvester. 

(b) "Timber" means forest trees, standing or down on 
privately owned land, and except as provided in RCW 
84.33 . 1 70 includes Christmas trees. 

(c) "Stumpage value of timber" means the appropri­
ate stumpage value shown on tables to be prepared by 
the department of revenue pursuant to subsection (3) of 
this section. 

(d) Timber shall be considered harvested at the time 
when in the ordinary course of business the quantity 
thereof by species is first definitely determined. The 
amount harvested shall be determined by the Scribner 
Decimal C Scale or other prevalent measuring practice 
adjusted to arrive at substantially equivalent measure­
ments, as approved by the department of revenue. 

(3) On or before July 1 ,  1 972 and as necessary there­
after, the department of revenue shall designate areas 
containing timber having similar growing, harvesting 
and marketing conditions to be used as units for the 
preparation and application of stumpage values. Before 
September 1 ,  1 972 for use during the fourth quarter of 
1 972 and all of 1 973, and before December I of each 
year commencing with 1 973, for use during the suc­
ceeding year, the department shall prepare tables of 
stumpage values of each species or subclassification of 
timber within such units, which values shall be the 
amount that each such species or subclassification 
would sell for at a voluntary sale made in the ordinary 
course of business for purposes of immediate harvest. 
Such stumpage values, expressed in terms of a dollar 
amount per thousand board feet or oth�r unit measure, 
shall be determined from (a) gross proceeds from sales 
on the stump of similar timber of like quality and char­
acter at similar locations, and in similar quantities, or 
from (b) gross proceeds from sales of logs adjusted to 
reflect only the portion of such proceeds attributable to 
value on the stump immediately prior to harvest, or 
from a combination of (a) and (b), and shall be deter­
mined in a manner which makes reasonable and ade­
quate allowances for age, size, quality, costs of removal, 
accessibility to point of conversion, market conditions 
and all other relevant factors. If', on or before April I of 
any year commencing with 1 975, the department shall 
determine that the stumpage value index as of January 
I of such year is greater or smaller, by ten percent or 
more, than the stumpage value index as of July I of the 
preceding year it shall, in the same manner prescribed 
for annual stumpage value determinations, prepare re­
vised tables setting forth stumpage values. Such revised 
tables shall be applicable to timber harvested between 
July I and December 3 I  of such year, inclusive. The 
term stumpage value index as of any date shall mean a 
weighted average price of state and federal timber sales 
for all species during the twelve months prior to such 
date, such weighting to be based upon the actual vol­
umes of the several species or subclassifications of tim­
ber harvested during the four most recent calendar 
quarters for which such information is available from 
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tax returns filed by harvesters. Such index and the pro­
cedures to be followed in calculating it shall be further 
defined in regulations to be prepared by the department 
of revenue and reviewed by the ways and means com­
mittees of the house and senate prior to promulgation 
by the department. Upon application from any person 
who plans to harvest damaged timber, the stumpage 
values for which have been materially reduced from the 
values shown in the applicable tables due to damage 
resulting from fire, blow down, ice storm, flood or other 
sudden unforeseen cause, the department shall revise 
such tables for any area in which such timber is located 
and shall specify any additional accounting or other re­
quirements to be complied with in reporting and paying 
such tax. The preliminary area designations and stump­
age value tables and any revisions thereof shall be sub­
ject to review by the ways and means committees of the 
house and senate prior to finalization. Tables of stump­
age values shall be signed by the director or his desig­
nee and authenticated by the official seal of the 
department. A copy thereof shall be mailed to anyone 
who has submitted to the department a written request 
therefor. 

(4) On or before the sixtieth day after the date of 
final adoption of any stumpage value tables, any har­
vester may appeal to the board of tax appeals for a re­
vision of stumpage values for an area determined 
pursuant to subsection (3) of this section. 

(5) There are hereby created in the state treasury a 
state timber tax fund A and a state timber tax fund B ,  
separate and apart from the state general fund. The 
revenues from the tax imposed by subsection ( 1 )  of this 
section shall be deposited in state timber tax fund A 
and state timber tax fund B as follows: 

Year of Collection Fund A Fund B 

1973 through 1978 100% 0% 
1979 75% 25% 
1980 50% 50% 
1981  25% 75% 
1982 and thereafter 0% 100% 

(6) In addition to the rates specified in subsection ( 1 )  
o f  this section, there shall be imposed upon such per­
sons a surtax at a rate of .5% of the stumpage value of 
timber as specified in such subsection ( 1 )  upon timber 
harvested between October 1 ,  1972 and September 30, 
I 974 inclusive. The revenues from such surtax shall be 
deposited in a separate fund designated the state timber 
reserve fund, which is hereby created in the state trea­
sury separate and apart from the state general fund. 
Such surtax shall be reimposed for one year upon tim­
ber harvested in any calendar year following any fourth 
quarter during which transfers from such reserve fund 
pursuant to subsection (3) of RCW 84.33.080 reduce the 
balance in such fund to less than five hundred thousand 
dollars, but in no event shall such surtax be imposed in 
any year after 1980. 

(7) The tax imposed under this section shall be com­
puted with respect to timber harvested each calendar 
quarter and shall be due and payable in quarterly in­
stallments and remittance therefor shall be made on or 
before the last day of the month next succeeding the 
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end of the quarterly period in which the tax accrued. 
The taxpayer on or before such date shall make out a 
return, upon such forms and setting forth such infor­
mation as the department of revenue may require, 
showing the amount of the tax for which he is liable for 
the preceding quarterly period, and shall sign and 
transmit the same to the department of revenue, to­
gether with a remittance for such amount. 

(8) The taxes imposed by this section shall be in ad­
dition to any taxes imposed upon the same persons 
pursuant to one or more of sections RCW 82.04.230 to 
82.04.290, inclusive, and RCW 82.04.440, and none of 
such sections shall be construed to modify or interact 
with this section in any way, except RCW 82.04.450 
and 82.04.490 shall not apply to the taxes imposed by 
this section. 

(9) Any harvester incurring less than ten dollars tax 
liability under this section in any calendar quarter shall 
be excused from the payment of such tax, but may be 
required by the department of revenue to file a return

This paragraph shall not be 
construed to exempt any person, association, or society 
from tax liability upon selling tangible personal proper­
ty or upon providing facilities or services for which a 
special charge is made to members or others.

(3) The amount of cash discount actually taken by 
the purchaser. This deduction is not allowed in arriving 
at the taxabl� amount under the extractive or manufac­
turing classifications with respect to articles produced 
or manufactured, the reported values of which, for the 
purposes of this tax, have been computed according to 
the provisions of RCW 82.04.450; 

(4) The amount of credit losses actually sustained by 
taxpayers whose regular books of account are kept 
upon an accrual basis; 

(5) So much of the sale price of motor vehicle fuel as 
constitutes the amount of tax imposed by the state or 
the United States government upon the sale thereof; 

(6) Amounts derived from business which the state is 
prohibited from taxing under the Constitution of this 
state or the Constitution or laws of the United States ; 

(7) Amounts derived by any person as compensation 
for the receiving, washing, sorting, and packing of fresh 
perishable horticultural products and the material and 
supplies used therein when performed for the person 
exempted in RCW 82.04.330, either as agent or as inde­
pendent contractor; 

(8) Amounts derived as compensation for services 
rendered or to be rendered to patients by a hospital, as 
defined in chapter 70.4 I RCW, devoted to the care of 
human beings with respect to the prevention or treat­
ment of disease, sickness, or suffering, when such hos­
pital is operated by the United States or any of its 
instrumentalities, or by the state, or any of its political 
subdivisions; 

(9) Amounts derived as compensation for services 
rendered to patients by a hospital, as defined in chapter 

70.4 I RCW, which is operated as a nonprofit corpora­
tion, nursing homes and homes for unwed mothers op­
erated as religious or charitable organizations, but only 
if no part of the net earnings received by such an insti­
tution inures directly or indirectly, to any person other 
than the institution entitled to deduction hereunder. In 
no event shall any such deduction be allowed, unless 
the hospital building is entitled to exemption from tax­
ation under the property tax laws of this state; 

( lO) Amounts derived by a political subdivision of 
the state of Washington from another political subdivi­
sion of the state of Washington as compensation for 
services which are within the purview of RCW 
82.04.290;

For purposes of this section the term "build­
ings" shall mean and include only those structures used 
to house or shelter manufacturing activities, including 
the usual lighting, heating, ventilating and sanitary 
plumbing facilities. The term shall include plant offices 
and warehouses or other storage facilities for the stor­
age of raw materials or finished goods when such facili­
ties are essential to and an integral part of a factory, 
mill or manufacturing plant, but shall not include man­
ufacturing or industrial fixtures or equipment such as 
tanks, conveyor systems, cranes, industrial machinery 
and related facilities irrespective of whether or not such 
fixtures or equipment are affixed to the realty. Notwith­
standing the foregoing, the term "buildings" shall also 
include potlines and furnaces used directly in the man­
ufacturing of metals. The phrase "construction of 
buildings" refers only to new or enlarged buildings and 
not to the repair or renovation of existing buildings. 

This credit shall be allowable only against tax pay­
able by the manufacturer and measured by the value of 
products or gross proceeds of sales of articles, sub­
stances or commodities manufactured in this state, and 
shall be allowable only against any tax payable which is 
attributable to manufacturing occurring in the particu­
lar factory, mill or manufacturing plant in which such 
buildings are located. 

No tax credit claimed shall be deducted on any re­
turn until such claim has been approved by the depart­
ment of revenue or until ninety days after such claim 
has been submitted to the department of revenue for 
approval. This credit shall not be allowable for tax paid 
on purchases of material, labor or services on which the 
supplier thereof became entitled to compensation prior 
to July 1 ,  1 964 or subsequent to January 1 ,  1 97 1 :  Pro­
vided, That the credit shall be allowable for the tax 
paid on such purchases pursuant to any contract en­
tered into prior to January 1 ,  1 97 1  if such tax is paid on 
such contract purchases prior to July 1 ,  1 972: And pro­
vided further, That with respect only to the construc­
tion of buildings used directly in the manufacturing of 
metals, this credit shall be allowable for tax paid on all 
purchases pursuant to construction which was in 
progress on January I, 197 1 ,  and was completed after 
that date.

pal corporation, quasi municipal corporation, and also 
the state, its departments and institutions and all politi­
cal subdivisions thereof, irrespective of the nature of the 
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activities engaged in or functions performed, and also 
the United States or any instrumentality thereof;

prescribe; 

In the case of articles manufactured or produced by 
the user and used in the manufacture or production of 
products sold or to be sold to the department of defense 
of the United States, the value of the articles used shall 
be determined according to the value of the ingredients 
of such articles. 

(2) "Use," "used, " "using," or "put to use" shall have 
their ordinary meaning, and shall mean the first act 
within this state by which the taxpayer takes or assumes 
dominion or control over the article of tangible person­
al property (as a consumer), and include installation, 
storage, withdrawal from storage, or any other act pre­
paratory to subsequent actual use or consumption with­
in this state;

82.12.045 Collection of tax on motor vehicles by 
county auditor or director of motor vehicles Remit­
tance. In the collection of the use tax on motor vehicles, 
the department of revenue may designate the county 
auditors of the several counties of the state as its col­
lecting agents. Upon such designation, it shall be the 
duty of each county auditor to collect the tax at the 
time an applicant applies for the registration of, and 
transfer of title to, the motor vehicle, except in the fol­
lowing instances : ( 1 )  Where the applicant exhibits a 
dealer's report of sale showing that the retail sales tax 
has been collected by the dealer; (2) where the applica­
ti�n is for the renewal �f registration; (3) where the ap­
plicant presents a wntten statement signed by the 
department of revenue, or its duly authorized agent 
showing that no use tax is legally due; (4) where the 
applica�t presents satisfactory evidence showing that 
the retail sales tax or the use tax has been paid by him 
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on the vehicle in question. The term "motor vehicle," as 
used in this section means and includes all motor vehi­
cles, trailers and semitrailers used, or of a type designed 
primarily to be used, upon the public streets and high­
ways, for the convenience or pleasure of the owner, or 
for the conveyance, for hire or otherwise, of persons or 
property, including fixed loads, facilities for human 
habitation, and vehicles carrying exempt licenses. I t  
shall be  the duty of every applicant for registration and 
transfer of certificate of title who is subject to payment 
of tax under this section to declare upon his application 
the value of the vehicle for which application is made, 
which shall consist of the consideration paid or con­
tracted to be paid therefor. Any person wilfully misrep­
resenting, or failing or refusing to declare upon his 
application, such value shall be guilty of a gross 
misdemeanor. 

Each county auditor who acts as agent of the depart­
ment of revenue shall at the time of remitting license 
fee receipts on motor vehicles subject to the provisions 
of this section pay over and account to the state trea­
surer for all use tax revenue collected under this section, 
after first deducting as his collection fee the sum of one 
dollar for each motor vehicle upon which the tax has 
been collected. All revenue received by the state trea­
surer under this section shall be credited to the general 
fund. The auditor's collection fee shall be deposited in 
the county current expense fund. A duplicate of the 
county auditor's transmittal report to the state treasurer 
shall be forwarded forthwith to the department of 
revenue. 

Any applicant who has paid use tax to a county au­
ditor under this section may apply to the department of 
revenue for refund thereof if he has reason to believe 
that such tax was not legally due and owing.

82. 16.010 Definitions. For the purposes of this 
chapter, unless otherwise required by the context: 

( 1 )  " Railroad business" means the business of opera­
ting any railroad, by whatever power operated, for 
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public use in the conveyance of persons or property for 
hire. It shall not, however, include any business herein 
defined as an urban transportation business ; 

(2) "Express business'' means the business of carrying 
property for public hire on the line of any common 
carrier operated in this state, when such common carri­
er is not owned or leased by the person engaging in 
such business;

(4) "Water distribution business" means the business 
of operating a plant or system for the distribution of 
water for hire or sale; 

(5) "Light and power business' '  means the business of 
operating a plant or system for the generation, produc­
tion or distribution of electrical energy for hire or sale; 

(6) "Telephone business" means the business of oper­
ating or managing any telephone line or part of a tele­
phone line and exchange or exchanges used in the 
conduct of the business of affording telephonic commu­
nication for hire. I t  includes cooperative or farmer line 
telephone companies or associations operating an 
exchange; 

(7) "Telegraph business" means the business of af­
fording telegraphic communication for hire; 

(8) "Gas distribution business' '  means the business of 
operating a plant or system for the production or distri­
bution for hire or sale of gas, whether manufactured or 
natural ; 

(9) "Motor transportation business" means the busi­
ness (except urban transportation business) of operating 
any motor propelled vehicle by which persons or prop­
erty of others are conveyed for hire, and includes, but is 
not limited to, the operation of any motor propelled 
vehicle as an auto transportation company (except ur­
ban transportation business), common carrier or con­
tract carrier as defined by RCW 8 1 .68.0 I 0 and 
8 1 .80.0 10 :  Provided, That "motor transportation busi­
ness" shall not mean or include the transportation of 
logs or other forest products exclusively upon private 
roads or private highways.

The notice shall describe 
the property seized, and the time and place and cause 
of seizure and give the name and place of residence, if 
known, of the person from whom the property was 
seized, and shall require any person claiming it to ap­
pear and make such claim in writing, within five days 
from the date of the first posting of such notice. Such 
person making the seizure shall also deliver to the per­
son from whom the property was seized, and also to the 
owner, if known, a copy of the said notice;

The 
legislature hereby recognizes that properties of the state 
of Washington, counties, school districts, and other 
municipal corporations are exempted by Article 7, sec­
tion I of the state Constitution from property tax obli­
gations, but that such public properties when under 
lease to private lessees receive substantial benefits from 
governmental services provided by the units of local 
government. 

The legislature further recognizes that leases of such 
property entered into prior to July 1 ,  1 970, are often at 
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a full and fair market rental predicated upon a tax ob­
ligation which was considerably less than established by 
the state supreme court in May of 1 970 when the lessee 
is a nonexempt person or entity. 

The legislature therefore recognizes that equity re­
quires that provision be made to alleviate the impact of 
added tax obligations upon the lessee of public proper­
ties and does hereby provide certain property tax ex­
emptions for leasehold estates contracted prior to July 
1 ,  1 970, where the lessee is paying a contract rent equal 
to or at least ninety percent of economic rent as defined 
in RCW 82.29.020 and the legislature does hereby pro­
vide for a leasehold in lieu tax to fairly compensate lo­
cal governmental units for services rendered to such 
properties and does hereby provide authorization for 
payment thereof. The legislature finds that public prop­
erties subject to leasehold estate taxation or to in lieu 
taxation are entitled to those same governmental serv­
ices provided comparable property in private owner­

directed by the department so to do, without warrant, 
and shall be offered for sale by the department in the 
same manner as property distrained under warrant for 
the satisfaction of delinquent taxes. The proceeds of 
sale shall be paid to the department and credited to the 
account of miscellaneous revenue: Provided, That the 
costs of the seizure and sale shall be paid out of the 
proceeds before making remittance.

Payment of judgments for refund. If, upon application 
by a taxpayer for a refund or for an audit of his re­
cords, or upon an examination of the returns or records 
of any taxpayer, it is determined by the department that 
within the two years immediately preceding the receipt 
by the department of the application by the taxpayer 
for a refund or for an audit, or, in the absence of such 
an application, within the two years immediately pre­
ceding the commencement by the department of such 
examination, a tax has been paid in excess of that 
properly due, the excess amount paid within such peri­
od of two years shall be credited to the taxpayer's ac­
count or shall be refunded to the taxpayer, at his 
option. Except as to the utilization by the taxpayer of 
the credits in computing tax authorized by RCW 82.04-
.435, application for which credits must be made within 
two years of payment of the taxes giving rise to such 
credits, no refund or credit shall be allowed with respect 
to any payments made to the department more than 
two years before the date of such application or exami­
nation.

States, if claim for such refund is filed by the taxpayer 
with the department within one year of the date that the 
amount of the refund or credit due to the United States 
is finally determined and filed within four years of the 
date on which the tax was paid : Provided, That no in­
terest shall be allowed on such refund.

82.32.220 Execution of warrant--Lien-Satis­
faction. The sheriff shall file with the clerk of the supe­
rior court of his county a copy of the warrant, and 
thereupon the clerk shall enter in the judgment docket, 
the name of the taxpayer mentioned in the warrant and 
in appropriate columns the amount of the tax or por­
tion thereof and any increases and penalties for which 
the warrant is issued and the date when such copy is 
filed, and thereupon the amount of such warrant so 
docketed shall become a specific lien upon all goods, 
wares, merchandise, fixtures, equipment, or other per­
sonal property used in the conduct of the business of 
the taxpayer against whom such warrant is issued, in­
cluding property owned by third persons who have a 
beneficial interest, direct or indirect, in the operation of 
the business, and no sale or transfer of such personal 
property shall in any way affect such lien.

The notice and order to withhold and deliver shall be 
served by the sheriff of the county wherein the service is 
made, or by his deputy, or by any duly authorized rep­
resentative of the department.

In the event there is in the possession of any such 
person or political subdivision or dep�rtment, any 
property which may be subject to t�e clailll of the de­
partment, such property shall be dehvered forthwith to

82.34.010 Definitions. Unless a different meaning is 
plainly required by the context, the following words as 
hereinafter used in this chapter shall have the following 
meanings : 

( 1 )  "Facility" shall mean an "air pollution control fa­
cility" or a "water pollution control facility" as herein 
defined: (a) "Air pollution control facility" includes any 
treatment works, control devices and disposal systems, 
machinery, equipment, structures, property or any part 
or accessories thereof, installed or acquired for the pri­
mary purpose of reducing, controlling or disposing of 
industrial waste which if released to the outdoor atmos­
phere could cause air pollution. "Air pollution control 
facility" shall not mean any motor vehicle air pollution 
control devices used to control the emission of air con­
taminants from any motor vehicle. (b) "Water pollution 
control facility'' includes any treatment works, control 
device or disposal system, machinery, equipment, struc­
tures, property or any accessories thereof installed or 
acquired for the primary purpose of reducing, control­
ling or disposing of sewage and industrial waste which 
if released to a water course could cause water pollu­
tion: Provided, That the word "facility" shall not be

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establishment with the waste collecting facilities of 
public or privately owned utilities. 

(2) " Industrial waste ' '  shall mean any liquid, gaseous, 
radioactive or solid waste substance or combinations 
thereof resulting from any process of industry, manu­
facture. trade or business, or from the development or 
recovery of any natural resources. 

(3) "Treatment works" or "control device" shall 
mean any machinery, equipment, structure or property 
which is installed, constructed or acquired for the pri­
mary purpose of controlling air or water pollution and 
shall include, but shall not be limited to such devices as 
precipitators, scrubbers, towers, filters, baghouses, in­
cinerators, evaporators, reservoirs, aerators used for the 
purpose of treating, stabilizing, incinerating, holding, 
removing or isolating sewage and industrial wastes. 

(4) "Disposal system" shall mean any system con­
taining treatment works or control devices and includes 
but is not limited to pipelines, outfalls, conduits, pump­
ing stations, force mains, solids handling equipment, 
instrumentation and monitoring equipment, ducts, fans, 
vents, hoods and conveyors and all other construction, 
devices, appurtenances and facilities used for collecting 
or conducting, sewage and industrial waste to a point of 
disposal, treatment or isolation except that which is 
necessary to manufacture of products. 

(5) "Certificate" shall mean a pollution control tax 
exemption and credit certificate for which application 
has been made not later than December 3 1 ,  1 969: Pro­
vided, That with respect solely to a facility required to 
be installed in an industrial, manufacturing, waste dis­
posal, utility, or other commercial establishment which 
is in operation or under construction as of July 30, 
1 967, such application will be deemed timely made if 
made within one year after the effective date of specific 
requirements for such facility promulgated by the ap­
propriate control agency. 

(6) "Appropriate control agency" shall mean the state 
water pollution control commission; or the operating 
local or regional air pollution control agency within 
whose jurisdiction a facility is or will be located, or the 
state air pollution control board, where the facility is 
not or will not be located within the area of an opera­
ting local or regional air pollution control agency, or 
where the state air pollution control board has assumed 
jurisdiction. 

(7) "Department" shall mean the department of reve­
nue. [ 1 967 ex.s. c 1 39 § I .] 

82.34.020 Application for certificate-Filing-­

Form--Contents. An application for a certificate shall 
be filed with the department in such manner and in 
such form as may be prescribed by the department. The 
application shall contain estimated or actual costs, 
plans and specifications of the facility including all ma­
terials incorporated or to be incorporated therein and a 
list describing, and showing the cost, of all equipment 
acquired or to be acquired by the applicant for the 
purpose of pollution control, together with the opera­
ting procedure for the facility, or a time schedule for 
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the acquisition and installation or attachment of the fa­
cility and the proposed operating procedure for such

principal, payable to the state and conditioned for 
faithful performance of all the requirements of this 
chapter, including the payment of all taxes, penalties, 
and other obligations arising out of this chapter. The 
total amount of the bond or bonds, required of any 
distributor shall be fixed by the department and may be 
increased or reduced by the department at any time 
subject to the limitations herein provided. In fixing the 
total amount of the bond or bonds required of any dis­
tributor, the department shall require a bond or bonds 
equivalent in total amount to twice the estimated 
monthly excise tax determined in such manner as the 
department may deem proper. If at any time the esti­
mated excise tax to become due during the succeeding 
month amounts to more than fifty percent of the estab­
lished bond, the department shall require additional 
bonds or securities to maintain the marginal ratio here­
in specified or shall demand excise tax payments to be 
made weekly or semimonthly to meet the requirements 
hereof. 

In lieu of a bond in excess of five thousand dollars 
the distributor may file with the department a property 
statement setting forth a complete description of all his 
property and the values thereof, and showing the 
amount of any indebtedness or encumbrance thereon to 
the end that the department may ascertain whether or 
not the distributor can be compelled to respond in twice 
the amount of the taxes due or to become due hereun­
der. If the department determines that the distributor 
can be compelled to respond in twice the amount of the 
tax the department may accept such statement in lieu of 
a bond in excess of five thousand dollars. The depart­
ment may at any time demand from the distributor a 
new property statement and may at any time if the de­
partment deems the property of the distributor insuffi­
cient to secure the payment of twice the amount of the 
taxes require the distributor to furnish a bond in such 
amount as will secure the payment of twice the amount 
of the taxes.

No recoveries on any bond or the execution of any 
new bond shall invalidate any bond and no revocation 
of any license shall effect the validity of any bond but 
the total recoveries under any one bond shall not ex­
ceed the amount of the bond. 

In lieu of any such bond or bonds in total amount as 
herein fixed, a distributor may deposit with the state 
treasurer, under such terms and conditions as the de­
partment �ay prescribe, a like amount of lawful money 
of the Umted States or bonds or other obligations of 
the United States, the state, or any county of the state, 
of an actual market value not less than the amount so 
fixed by the department. 

Any surety on a bond furnished by a distributor as 
provided her�in . �hall be released and discharged from 
any and all habthty to the state accruing on such bond 
aft�r the expiration of thirty days from the date upon 
wh

tch such surety has lodged with the department a 

wntt�� request to be released and discharged, but this 
provtstan shall not operate to relieve, release, or dis­
ch�rge the surety from any liability already accrued or 
whtch shall accrue before the expiration of the thirty

y . period. The department shall promptly, upon re­

celVl

ng any such request, notify the distributor who 

furntshed the bond; and unless the distributor, on or 
before the expiration of the thirty day period, files a 
new

wtth cancel the distributor's license. Whenever a new 
bond is furnished by a distributor, the department shall 
cancel his old bond as soon as the department and the 
attorney general are satisfied that all liability under the 
old bond has been fully discharged.

The distributor shall 
report such imports, exports and sales to the director as 
hereinafter provided and at such times, on such forms, 
and in such detail as he may require, otherwise the ex­
emption granted in this section shall be null and void, 
and all fuel shall be considered distributed in this state 
fully subject to the provisions of this chapter. Each in­
voice covering such exempt sale shall have the state­
ment "Ex Washington Motor Vehicle Fuel Tax" clearly 
marked thereon. 

To claim any exemption from taxes under this section 
on account of the exportation of motor vehicle fuel by a 
distrib�tor. other than deliveries in his own equipment, 
such d1stnbutor shall execute an export certificate in 
such form as shall be furnished by the director, con­
taining a statement, made by some person having actual 
knowledge of the fact of exportation, that the motor 

vehicle fuel has been exported from the state, and giv­
ing such details with reference to such shipment as the 
director may require. All export certificates must be 
completed and filed with the director within three 
months of the end of the calendar month in which the 
shipments to which they relate were made, unless the 
state, territory or country of destination would not be 
prejudiced with respect to its collection of taxes thereon 
if the certificate is not filed within such time.

To claim any exemption from taxes under this section

officer of the armed forces having actual knowledge of 
the purpose for which the exemption is claimed.

In support of any exemption from taxes on account

prescribed by the director. This certificate shall be pri­
ma facie evidence of the exportation of the motor vehi­
cle fuel to which it applies only if accepted by the 
distributor in good faith. 

The director may at any time require of any distribu­
tor any information he deems necessary to determine 
the validity of the claimed exemption, and failure to 
supply such data will constitute a waiver of all right to 
the exemption claimed.

When 
motor vehicle fuel is sold to a person who claims to be 
entitled to a refund of the tax, the seller of such motor 
vehicle fuel shall make and deliver at the time of sale 
separate invoices for each purchase on invoice forms 
approved by the director showing the name and address 
of the seller, the name and address of the purchaser, the 
number of gallons of motor vehicle fuel so sold, and the 
date of such purchase. All invoices shall be legibly 
written and shall be void if any corrections or erasures 
appear on the face thereof. [ 196 1  c 1 5  § 82.36.360.

shall be the owner thereof, through fire, lightning, flood, 
wind storm, or explosion. 

(2) A refund shall be made in the manner provided in 
this chapter or a credit given allowing for the excise tax 
paid or accrued on all motor vehicle fuel of five hun­
dred gallons or more which is lost or destroyed, while 
applicant shall be the owner thereof, through leakage or 

other casualty except evaporation, shrinkage or un­
known causes : Provided, That the director shall be no­
tified in writing as to the full circumstances surrounding 
such loss or destruction and the amount of the loss or 
destruction within thirty days from the day of discovery 
of such loss or destruction. 

(3) Recovery for such loss or destruction under either 
subsection ( 1 )  or (2) must be susceptible to positive 
proof thereby enabling the director to conduct such in­
vestigation and require such information as he may 
deem necessary. 

In the event that the director is not satisfied that the 
fuel was lost or destroyed as claimed, wherefore re­
quired information or proof as required hereunder is 
not sufficient to substantiate the accuracy of the claim, 
he may deem as sufficient cause the denial of all right 
relating to the refund or credit for the excise tax on

Unless 
otherwise provided any credit for erroneous overpay­
ment of tax made by a distributor to be taken on a 
subsequent return or any claim of refund for tax erro­
neously overpaid by a distributor, pursuant to the pro­
visions of RCW 82.36.090, must be so taken within 
three years after the date on which the overpayment 
was made to the state. Failure to take such credit or 
claim such refund within the time prescribed in this 
section shall constitute waiver of any and all demands 
against this state on account of overpayment hereunder. 

Except in the case of a fraudulent report or neglect or 
refusal to make a report every notice of additional tax,

thereof to be used or sold in this state and fails to notify 
the distributor from whom such motor vehicle fuel was 
originally purchased of his act, and any distributor or 
other person who conspires with any person to withhold 
from export, or divert from interstate or foreign transit 
begun in this state, or to return motor vehicle fuel to 
this state for sale or use with intent to avoid any of the 
taxes imposed by this chapter, shall be guilty of a gross 
misdemeanor, and upon conviction thereof shall be 
punished by a fine of not less than five hundred dollars 
nor more than five thousand dollars, or by imprison­
ment in the county jail not exceeding one year, or by 
both such fine and imprisonment. Each shipment ille­
gally diverted or illegally retumed shall be a separate 
offense, and the unit of each shipment shall be the car­

( 1 )  To display, or cause to permit to be displayed, or 
to have in possession, any motor vehicle fuel distribu­
tor's license knowing the same to be fictitious or to have 
been suspended, canceled, revoked or altered; 

(2) To lend to, or knowingly permit the use of, by one 
not entitled thereto, any motor vehicle fuel distributor's 
license issued to the person lending it or permitting it to 
be used; 

(3) To display or to represent as one's own any motor 
vehicle fuel distributor's license not issued to the person 
displaying the same; 

(4) To use a false or fictitious name or give a false or 
fictitious address in any application or form required 
under the provisions of this chapter, or otherwise com­
mit a fraud in any application, record, or report; 

(5) To refuse to permit the director, or any agent ap­
pointed by him in writing, to examine his books, re­
cords, papers, storage tanks, or other equipment 
pertaining to the use or sale and delivery of motor ve­
hicle fuels within the state. 

Except as otherwise provided, any person violating 
any of the provisions of this chapter shall be guilty of a 
gross misdemeanor and shall, upon conviction thereof, 
be sentenced to pay a fine of not less than five hundred 
dollars nor more than one thousand dollars and costs of 
prosecution, or imprisonment for not more than one

Fifty 
percent of all fines and forfeitures imposed in any 
criminal proceeding by any court of this state for viola­
tions of the penal provisions of this chapter shall be 
paid to the current expense fund of the county wherein 
collected and the remaining fifty percent shall be paid 
into the motor vehicle fund of the state: Provided, That 
all fees, fines, forfeitures and penalties collected or as­
sessed by a justice court because of the violation of a 
state law shall be remitted as provided in chapter 3 .62 
RCW as now exists or is later amended. All fees and 
penalties collected by the director under the penalty

( I )  "Commercial motor vehicle" means any motor 
vehicle used or maintained for the transportation of 
persons for hire, or any vehicle designed, used or main­
tained primarily for the transportation of commodities, 
merchandise, produce, freight and animals. 

(2) "Motor carrier" means and includes a natural 
person, individual, partnership, firm, association, or pri­
vate or public corporation, which is engaged in inter­
state commerce and which operates or causes to be 
operated on any highway in this state any commercial 
motor vehicle. 

(3) "Operations", when applied to a motor carrier, 
means operations of all commercial motor vehicles, 
whether loaded or empty, whether for compensation or 
not for compensation, and whether owned by or leased 
to the motor carrier who operates them or causes them 
to be operated into or out of or through this state. 

(4) "Motor vehicle fuel" means gasoline or any other 
inflammable liquids, by whatsoever name such liquid 
may be known or sold, the use of which is as fuel for 
the propulsion of commercial motor vehicles except fuel 
as defined in chapter 82.40 RCW. 

(5) "Use" means and includes the consumption of 
motor vehicle fuel by any motor carrier in a commercial 
motor vehicle for the propulsion thereof upon the pub­
lic highways of this state. 

(6) "Motor vehicle fuel importer for use" means and 
includes any motor carrier importing motor vehicle fuel 
into this state in the fuel supply tank or tanks of any 

commercial motor vehicle for use in propelling said ve­
hicle upon the highways of this state. 

(7) "Public highways" means and includes every way, 
lane, road, street, boulevard, and every way or place 
open as a matter of right to public vehicular travel both 
inside and outside the limits of cities and towns. 

(8) "Director" means the director of licenses. [ 1965 c 
67 § l ;  1 963 ex.s. c 22 § 2.]

82.37.030 Tax imposed--Rate. In consideration of 
the use of the public highways of this state, motor car­
riers who import motor vehicle fuel into the state of 
Washington in the fuel supply tank or tanks of com­
mercial motor vehicles for use in propelling said vehi­
cles on said highways shall be subject to a tax for such 
use of the highways as hereinafter provided. A tax at 
the rate of nine cents per gallon is hereby imposed upon 
every motor carrier measured and determined by the 
number of gallons of motor vehicle fuel so imported 
and actually used by such motor carrier in its opera­

other information as the director may require to carry 
out the purpose of this chapter. Each report shall be 
accompanied by a remittance payable to the state trea­
surer for the amount of tax due and payable hereunder. 

Motor carriers who voluntarily file the report as in 
this section provided, are not to include commercial 
motor vehicles used exclusively in intrastate operations

The direc­
tor shall give to the carrier written notice of any such 
added amount of tax determined to be due under the 
provisions of this section.

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82.37.060 Computation and collection of tax--De­
duction and credit for fuel purchased or received in 
Washington--Refunds. The tax imposed hereunder, 
with respect to which tax liability hereunder accrues, 
shall be collected by the assessment of tax through 
periodic audit examination of the carrier's records, pur­
suant to the provisions of RCW 82.37.080: Provided, 
That the tax imposed hereunder, with respect to which 
tax liability hereunder accrues, may be paid by the mo­
tor carrier before such time of audit, as provided by the 
provisions of RCW 82.37 .040.

When the amount of the credit herein provided to 
which any motor carrier is entitled for the month or 
months that the report covers exceeds the amount of 
the tax for which such carrier is liable for the same 
month or months, such excess may under regulations of 
the director be allowed as a credit on the tax for which 
such carrier would be otherwise liable for another 
month or months that a report covers ; or upon appli­
cation within five years from the last day of the month 
in which the fuel was used, duly verified and presented, 
in accordance with regulations promulgated by the di­
rector and supported by such evidence as may be satis­
factory to the director, such excess may be refunded 
pursuant to the provisions of RCW 82.37.

82.37.070 Exemptions. The tax levied by this chap­
ter shall not apply to motor vehicle fuel imported into 
and used on the public highways of this state by:

82.37.080 Audit--Assessment of tax--Delin­
quency, penalty and interest. Whenever it is established 
by audit of the motor carrier's records and books that

mensurate with the miles traveled on public highways 
of this state, the director or his duly appointed repre­
sentative is hereby authorized to make an assessment of 
the tax with respect to that amount of motor vehicle 
fuel consumed on the public highways of this state in 
excess of the amount of motor vehicle fuel purchased in 
this state. 

Any motor carrier against whom a tax assessment is 
made under this section shall pay to the director the 
amount of the tax assessment within thirty days after 
service upon the carrier of notice thereof. Every assess­
ment made by the director shall become due and pay­
able at the time it becomes final, and if not paid to the 
director when due and payable there shall be added 
thereto a penalty of ten percent of the amount of the 
tax assessment and interest at the rate of one-half of 
one percent per month, or a fraction thereof, from the 
time said tax became due until the date of payment. 
Any notice required by this section shall be served in

82.37.090 Delinquency--Lien of tax--Notice. If 
any motor carrier liable for the payment of the tax as­
sessment fails to pay the same, the amount thereof, in­
cluding any interest, penalty, or addition to such tax, 
together with any costs that may accrue in addition 
thereto, shall be a lien in favor of the state upon all 
franchises, property, and rights to property, whether 
real or personal, then belonging to or thereafter ac­
quired by such person, whether such property is em­
ployed by such carrier in the prosecution of business or 
is in the hands of a trustee, or receiver, or assignee for 
the benefit of creditors, from the date the taxes were 
due and payable, until the amount of the lien is paid or 
the property sold in payment thereof. 

The lien shall have priority over any lien or encum­
brance whatsoever, except the lien of other state taxes 
having priority by law, and except that such lien shall 
not be valid as against any bona fide mortgagee, pledg­
ee, judgment creditor, or purchaser whose rights have 
attached prior to the time the director has filed notice 
of such lien in the office of the county auditor of the 
county in which the principal place of business of the 
taxpayer is located. 

The auditor, upon presentation of a notice of lien, 
and without requiring the payment of any fee, shall file 
and index it in the manner now provided for deeds and 
other conveyances, except that he shall not be required 
to include, in the index, any description of the property 
affected by the lien. The lien shall continue until the 
amount of the tax, together with any penalties and in­
terest subsequently accruing thereon, is paid. The di­
rector may issue a certificate of release of lien when the 
amount of the tax, together with any penalties and in­
terest subsequently accruing thereon, has been satisfied, 
and such release may be recorded with the auditor of 
the county in which the notice of lien has been filed. 

The directo! shall fu�ish to any perso� applying 
therefor a certificate showmg the amount of all liens for 
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motor vehicle fuel tax, penalties, and inter�st that may 
be of record in the files of the director agamst any mo­
tor carrier under the provisions of this chapter. [ 1 963

82.37.100 Delinquency--Collection by civil action. 
Whenever any motor carrier is delinquent in the pay­
ment of any obligation hereunder, the director may 
transmit notice of such delinquency to the attorney 
general who shall at once proceed to collect by appro­
priate legal action the amount due the state from such 
motor carrier. In any suit brought to enforce the rights 
of the state hereunder, a certificate of the tax assess­
ment and penalty shall be prima facie evidence that the 
motor carrier therein named is indebted to the state in 
the amount of the tax and penalty therein stated. [ 1963 
ex.s. c 22 § 10.

82.37.1 10 Remedies cumulative. The foregoing rem­
edies of the state shall be cumulative, and no action by 
the director shall be construed to be an election on the 
part of the state or any of its officers to pursue any

82.37.120 Reassessment procedure. Any motor carri­
er against whom a tax assessment is made under the 
provisions of RCW 82.37.080 may petition for a reas­
sessment thereof within thirty days after service upon 
the carrier of notice thereof. If such petition is not filed 
within such thirty day period, the amount of the tax as­
sessment becomes final at the expiration thereof. 

An assessment of tax made by the director pursuant 
to the provisions of RCW 82.37.080 shall be presumed 
to be correct, and in any case where the validity of the 
assessment is questioned, the burden, except as to proof 
of alleged fraud, shall be on the person who challenges 
the assessment to establish by a fair preponderance of 
the evidence that it is erroneous or excessive, as the 
case may be. Except in the case of a fraud, no assess­
ment shall be made for any period for which the motor 
carrier's records are no longer required to be kept or 
maintained. 

If a petition for reassessment is filed within the thirty 
day period above provided, the director shall reconsider 
the assessment and, if the motor carrier has so request­
ed in his petition, shall grant such carrier an oral hear­
ing and give the carrier ten days' notice of the time and 
place thereof. The director may continue the hearing 
from time to time. The decision of the director upon a 
petition for reassessment shall become final sixty days 
after service upon the motor carrier of notice thereof. 
Any notice required by this section shall be served in 
the manner prescribed by RCW 82.37.050. [ 1 963 ex.s. c

82.37.130 Notice of assessment--Time limitation. 
Every notice of assessment of tax proposed to be as­
sessed hereunder shall be served on the motor carrier 
within five years from the date upon which such as­
sessed taxes became due. [ 1 963 ex.s. c 22 § 1 3.]

tion. For this purpose the term "fuel supply tank or 
tanks" does not include cargo tanks even though fuel is 
withdrawn directly therefrom for propulsion of the 
vehicle. 

(8) "Special fuel user" means any person who con­
sumes in this state special fuel for the propulsion of 
motor vehicles owned or controlled by him upon the 
highways of this state. 

(9) "Special fuel supplier" means any person engaged 
in the business of selling special fuel where delivery 
thereof is made other than, or in addition to, the man­
ner prescribed under the definition of "special fuel 
dealer". 

( 10) "Service station' '  means any location at which 
fueling of motor vehicles is offered to the general 
public. 

( I I )  "Unbonded service station" means any service 
station at which an unbonded special fuel dealer regu­
larly makes sales of special fuel by means of delivery 
thereof into the fuel supply tanks of motor vehicles. 

( 1 2) "Bond" means: (a) A bond duly executed by 
such special fuel dealer or special fuel user as principal 
with a corporate surety qualified under the provisions of 
chapter 48.28 RCW which bond shall be payable to the 
state of Washington conditioned upon faithful perfor­
mance of all requirements of this chapter, including the 
payment of all taxes, penalties, and other obligations of 
such dealer, arising out of this chapter; or (b) a deposit 
with the state treasurer by the special fuel dealer or 
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special fuel user, under such terms and conditions as 
the department may prescribe, a like amount of lawful 
money of the United States or bonds or other obliga­
tions of the United States, the state of Washington, or 
any county of said state, of an actual market value not 
less than the amount so fixed by the department. 

( 1 3) "Lessor" means any person (a) whose principal 
business is the bona fide leasing or renting of motor ve­
hicles without drivers for compensation to the general 
public, and (b) who maintains established places of 
business and whose lease or rental contracts require 
such motor vehicles to be returned to the established 
places of business. 

( 14) "Natural gas" means naturally occurring mix­
tures of hydrocarbon gases and vapors consisting prin­
cipally of methane, whether in gaseous or liquid form. 

( 1 5) "Standard pressure and temperature" means 
fourteen and seventy-three hundredths pounds of pres­
sure per square inch at sixty degrees Fahrenheit. [ 1 97 1

8238.030 Tax imposed-Collection. ( 1) There is 
hereby levied and imposed upon special fuel users a tax 
of nine cents per gallon or each one hundred cubic feet 
of compressed natural gas measured at standard pres­
sure and temperature on the use (within the meaning of 
the word use as defined herein) of special fuel in any 
motor vehicle : Provided, That in order to encourage

tor vehicle. 

(3) Said tax shall be paid over to the department by 
the special fuel user as hereinafter provided: (a) With 
respect to special fuel upon which the tax has not pre­
viously been imposed which was acquired in any man­
ner other than by delivery by a special fuel dealer into a 
fuel supply tank of a motor vehicle in this state; or (b) 
in all transactions with a special fuel dealer in this state 
where a written statement has not been furnished to the 
special fuel dealer as set forth in subsection (2)(b) of 
this section.

8238.050 Tax liability on leased motor vehicles. Ex­
cept as otherwise provided in this chapter, �very special 
fuel user shall be liable for the tax on spectal fuel used 
in motor vehicles leased to him and operated on the 
highways of this state to the same extent and in the 
same manner as special fuel used in his own motor ve­
hicles and operated on the highways of this state : Pro­
vided, That a lessor who is engaged regularly in the 
business of leasing for compensation motor vehicles and 
equipment he owns without drivers to carriers or other 
lessees for interstate operation, may be deemed to be 
the special fuel user when he supplies or pays for the 
special fuel consumed in such vehicles, and such lessor 
may be issued a license as a special fuel user when ap­
plication and bond have been properly filed with and 
approved by the department for such license.

When the special fuel user's li­
cense has been secured, such lessor shall make and as­
sign to each motor vehicle he leases for interstate 
operation a photocopy of such license to be carried in 
the cab compartment of said motor vehicle and on 
which shall be typed or printed on the back the unit or 
motor number of the motor vehicle to which it is as­
signed and the name of the lessee. Such lessor shall be 
responsible for the proper use of �uch J?hotocopy of said 
license issued and its return to him wtth the motor ve­
hicle to which it is assigned. [ 197 1  ex.s. c 1 75 § 6.] 



Special Fuel Tax Act 8238.090 

8238.060 Tax computation on mileage basis. In the 
event the tax on special fuel imported into this state in 
the fuel supply tanks of motor vehicles for taxable use 
on Washington highways can be more accurately deter­
mined on a mileage basis the department is authorized 
to approve and adopt such basis. When a special fuel 
user imports special fuel into or exports special fuel 
from the state of Washington in the fuel supply tanks of 
motor vehicles, the amount of special fuel consumed in 
such vehicles on Washington highways shall be deemed 
to be such proportion of the total amount of such spe­
cial fuel consumed in his entire operations within and 
without this state as the total number of miles traveled 
on the public highways within this state bears to the to­
tal number of miles traveled within and without the 
state. The department may also adopt such mileage ba­
sis for determining the taxable use of special fuel used 
in motor vehicles which travel regularly over prescribed 
courses on and off the highways within the state of 
Washington. In the absence of records showing the 
number of miles actually operated per gallon of special 
fuel consumed, it shall be prima facie presumed that 
not less than one gallon of special fuel was consumed 
for every four miles traveled. [ 1 97 1  ex.s. c 1 75 § 7.] 

8238.070 Refunds for worthless accounts receivable. 
A special fuel dealer shall be entitled, under rules and 
regulations prescribed by the department, to a credit of 
the tax paid over to the department on those sales of 
special fuel for which the dealer has received no con­
sideration from or on behalf of the purchaser, which 
have been declared by the dealer to be worthless ac­
counts receivable, and which have been claimed as bad 
debts for federal income tax purposes. The amount of 
the tax refunded shall not exceed the amount of tax 
imposed by this chapter on such sales, less an amount 
computed by applying the current state retail sales tax 
rate to the difference between the total purchase price 
of such sales and the amount of tax imposed on such 
sales by this chapter. If a refund has been granted un­
der this section, any amounts collected for application 
against the accounts on which such a refund is based 
shall be reported with the first return filed after such 
collection, and the amount of refund received by the 
dealer based upon the collected amount shall be re­
turned to the department. In the event the refund has 
not been paid, the amount of the refund requested by 
the dealer shall be adjusted by the department to reflect 
the decrease in the amount on which the claim is based. 
The department may require the dealer to submit peri­
odical reports listing accounts which are delinquent for 
ninety days or more. [ 197 1  ex.s. c 1 75 § 8.] 

8238.080 Exemptions. There is exempted from the 
tax imposed by this chapter, the use of fuel for :  ( 1 )  
street and highway construction and maintenance pur­
poses in motor vehicles owned and operated by the 
state of Washington, or any county or municipality; (2) 
publicly owned fire fighting equipment; (3) special mo­
bile equipment as defined in RCW 46.04.552; (4) power 
pumping units or other power take-off equipment of 

any motor vehicle which is accurately measured by me­
tering devices that have been specifically approved by 
the department or which is established by either of the 
following formulae: (a) pumping propane, or fuel or 
heating oils by a power take-off unit on a delivery 
truck, at the rate of three-fourths of one gallon for each 
one thousand gallons of fuel delivered: Provided, That 
claimant when presenting his claim to the department 
in accordance with the provisions of this chapter, shall 
provide to said claim, invoices of propane, or fuel or 
heating oil delivered, or such other appropriate infor­
mation as may be required by the department to sub­
stantiate his claim; or (b) operating a power take-off 
unit on a cement mixer truck or a load compactor on a 
garbage truck at the rate of twenty-five percent of the 
total gallons of fuel used in such a truck; (5) motor ve­
hicles owned and operated by the United States gov­
ernment; and (6) notwithstanding any provision of law 
to the contrary, every urban passenger transportation 
system shall be exempt from the provisions of this 
chapter requiring the payment of special fuel taxes. For 
the purposes of this section "urban passenger transpor­
tation system" means every transportation system, pub­
licly or privately owned, having as its principal source 
of revenue the income from transporting persons for 
compensation by means of motor vehicles and/or 
trackless trolleys, each having a seating capacity for 
over fifteen persons over prescribed routes in such a 
manner that the routes of such motor vehicles and/or 
trackless trolleys, either alone or in conjunction with 
routes of other such motor vehicles and/or trackless 
trolleys subject to routing by the same transportation 
system, shall not extend for a distance exceeding twen­
ty-five road miles beyond the corporate limits of the 
county in which the original starting points of such 
motor vehicles are located: Provided, That no refunds 
or credits shall be granted on fuel used by any urban 
transportation vehicle on any trip where any portion of 
said trip is more than twenty-five road miles beyond 
the corporate limits of the county in which said trip 
originated. [ 1973 c 42 § 1 .  Prior: 1 972 ex.s. c 1 38 § 2 ;

8238.090 Special fuel dealers', special fuel suppliers', 
and special fuel users' licenses. It shall be unlawful for 
any person to act as a special fuel dealer, a special fuel 
supplier or a special fuel user in this state unless such 
person is the holder of an uncanceled special fuel 
dealer's, a special fuel supplier's or a special fuel user's 
license issued to him by the department, except for 
owners of privately operated passenger vehicles exempt 
from reporting requirements pursuant to RCW 82.38-
. 1 50. Before issuing the certificate of registration of any 
motor vehicle under the provisions of Title 46 RCW, 
the department shall ascertain from the applicant for 
such registration whether the motor vehicle sought to be 
registered is propelled by a fuel the use of which is sub­
ject to the tax hereby imposed. If it is acertained that 
any motor vehicle is so propelled, the department shall 
not complete such registration until the applicant there­
for has established to the satisfaction of the department 
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that he is the holder of a valid special fuel license issued 
to him pursuant to this chapter. [ 1 97 1  ex.s. c 175 § 10.] 

8238.100 Trip permits. ( 1 )  Any special fuel user op­
erating a motor vehicle into this state for commercial 
purposes may make application for a trip permit in lieu 
of a special fuel user's license required in RCW 82.38-
.090 which shall be good for a period of not more than 
twenty consecutive days beginning and ending on the 
dates specified on the face of the permit issued. An ad­
ministrative fee of ten dollars shall be required for each 
permit issued plus one dollar for each consecutive day 
covered by such permit. Such fees shall be in lieu of the 
special fuel tax otherwise assessable against the permit 
holder for importing and using special fuel in a motor 
vehicle on the public highways of this state and no re­
port of mileage shall be required with respect to such 
vehicle. Trip permits may be issued if the applicant 
does not operate motor vehicles into or from the state 
of Washington more than six times during any calendar 
year. 

(2) Any special fuel user desiring to operate a motor 
vehicle exclusively within the state of Washington 
pending the receipt of a special fuel user's license as re­
quired in RCW 82.38.090 may make application for a 
trip permit as provided i.n subsection ( 1 )  of this section: 
Provided, That only one trip permit shall be issued for 
the same vehicle. All fees paid for such trip permit shall 
be in lieu of any special fuel tax otherwise due by the 
applicant for using special fuel in a motor vehicle on 
the public highways of this state and no report of mile­
age shall be required for the operation of the vehicle for 
the period for which the trip permit was issued. 

(3) All fees collected by the department under the 
provisions of subsections ( I )  and (2) of this section shall 
be credited and deposited in the same manner as the 
special fuel tax collected hereunder and shall not be 
subject to refund or credit. [ 1 973 1 st ex.s. c 1 56 § 3 ;

8238.110 Application for license and bond-Re­
quirements. Application for a special fuel dealer's li­
cense, special fuel supplier's license or a special fuel 
user's license, shall be made to the department. The ap­
plication shall be filed upon a form prepared and fur­
nished by the department and shall contain such 
information as the department deems necessary. 

No special fuel dealer's license or special fuel user's 
license shall be issued to any person or continued in 
force unless such person has furnished bond, as defined 
in RCW 82.38.020, in such form as the department may 
require, to secure his compliance with this chapter, and 
the payment of any and all taxes, interest and penalties 
due and to become due hereunder. The requirement of 
furnishing a bond shall be waived provided all acquisi­
tions of special fuel by the licensee are on a tax paid or 
a tax exempt basis. 

The total amount of the bond or bonds required of 
any special fuel dealer or special fuel user shall be 
equivalent to twice his estimated monthly license tax, 
determined in such manner as the department may 
deem proper: Provided, That the total amount of the 
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bond or bonds shall never be less than five hundred 
dollars nor more than fifty thousand dollars. 

Any person who has filed with the department a 
bond as a motor vehicle fuel distributor under the terms 
and conditions provided for in RCW 82.36.060, may 
extend the terms and conditions of said distributor's 
bond, by an approved rider or bond form, to include 
coverage of all liabilities and conditions imposed by this 
chapter upon the special fuel dealer or to the special 
fuel user to whom said extension is made applicable. 
The amount of any new bond that may be required of a 
dealer or user shall not exceed the maximum amount 
provided by RCW 82.36.060 for a motor vehicle fuel 
distributor's license. [ 1 973 1 st ex.s. c 1 56 § 4; 197 1  ex.s.

82.38. 120 Issuance of license--Refusal--Post­
ing--Display--Duration--Transferability. Upon 
receipt and approval of an application and bond (if re­
quired), the department shall issue to the applicant a li­
cense to act as a special fuel dealer, a special fuel 
supplier, or a special fuel user: Provided, That the de­
partment may refuse to issue a special fuel dealer's li­
cense, special fuel supplier's license, or a special fuel 
user's license to any person ( I )  who formerly held either 
type of license which, prior to the time of filing for ap­
plication, has been revoked for cause; or (2) who is a 
subterfuge for the real party in interest whose license 
prior to the time of filing for application, has been re­
voked for cause; or (3) upon other sufficient cause be­
ing shown. Before such refusal, the department shall 
grant the applicant a hearing and shall grant him at 
least five days written notice of the time and place 
thereof. 

The department shall determine from the information 
shown in the application or other investigation the kind 
and class of license to be issued. 

All licenses shall be posted in a conspicuous place or 
kept available for inspection at the principal place of 
business of the owner thereof. License holders shall re­
produce the license by photostat or other method and 
keep a copy on display for ready inspection at each ad­
ditional place of business or other place of storage from 
which special fuel is sold, delivered or used and in each 
motor vehicle used by the license holder to transport 
special fuel purchased by him for resale, delivery or use. 
Every special fuel user and consumer of special fuel 
used to propel motor vehicles upon the highways of this 
state shall reproduce the license and carry a photocopy 
thereof with each motor vehicle being operated upon 
the highways of this state. 

A special fuel dealer or a special fuel supplier may 
use special fuel in motor vehicles owned or operated by 
them without securing a license as a special fuel user 
but they shall be subject to all other conditions, re­
quirements and liabilities imposed herein upon a special 
fuel user. 

The department shall furnish to each licensed special 
fuel supplier a list showing the name and address of 
each bonded special fuel dealer as of the beginning of 
each fiscal year, and shall thereafter during each year 
supplement such list monthly. 
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Each special fuel dealer's license, special fuel supp�i­
er's license, and special fuel user's license shall be vahd 
until suspended or revoked for cause or otherwise 
canceled. 

No special fuel dealer's license, special fuel supplier's 
license, or special fuel user's license shall be transfer­
able. [ 1 973 1 st ex.s. c 1 56 § 5 ;  197 1  ex.s. c 1 75 § 13 .] 

82.38.130 Revocation, cancellation, and surrender of 
Ucense and bond. The department may revoke the li­
cense of any special fuel dealer, special fuel supplier, or 
special fuel user for reasonable cause. Before revoking 
such license the department shall notify the licensee to 
show cause within ten days of the date of the notice 
why the license should not be revoked: Provided, That 
at any time prior to and pending such hearing the de­
partment may, in the exercise of reasonable discretion, 
suspend such license. 

The department shall cancel any license to act as a 
special fuel dealer, a special fuel supplier, or a special 
fuel user immediately upon surrender thereof by the 
holder. 

It shall be presumed that a special fuel dealer's bond 
is in effect until such time as the department notifies all 
licensed special fuel suppliers to the contrary by mailing 
to their current address of record. 

Any surety on a bond furnished by a special fuel 
dealer or special fuel user as provided herein shall be 
released and discharged from any and all liability to the 
state accruing on such bond after the expiration of for­
ty-five days from the date which such surety shall have 
lodged with the department a written request to be re­
leased and discharged, but this provision shall not op­
erate to relieve, release, or discharge the surety from 
any liability already accrued or which shall accrue be­
fore the expiration of the forty-five day period. The de­
partment shall promptly, upon receiving any such 
request, notify the special fuel dealer or special fuel user 
who furnished the bond, and unless the special fuel 
dealer or special fuel user shall, on or before the expi­
ration of the forty-five day period, file a new bond, in 
accordance with the requirements of this section, or 
make a deposit in lieu thereof as provided in subsection 
( 1 2) of RCW 82.38.020, the department forthwith shall 
cancel the special fuel dealer's or special fuel user's 
license. 

The department may require a special fuel dealer or 
special fuel user to give a new or additional surety bond 
or to deposit additional securities of the character spec­
ified in subsection ( 1 2) of RCW 82.38.020 if, in its 
opinion, the security of the surety bond therefor filed by 
such special fuel dealer or special fuel user, or the mar­
ket value of the properties deposited as security by such 
special fuel dealer or special fuel user, shall become im­
paired or inadequate. Upon failure of the special fuel 
dealer or special fuel user to give such new or addition­
al surety bond or to deposit additional securities within 
forty-five days after being requested to do so by the 
department, or after he shall fail or refuse to file reports 
and remit or pay taxes at the intervals fixed by the de­
partment, the department forthwith shall cancel his li­

82.38.140 Special fuel dealers', special fuel suppliers', 
and special fuel users' records. ( I )  Every special fuel 
dealer, special fuel supplier, special fuel user, and every 
person importing, manufacturing, refining, dealing in, 
transporting, or storing special fuel in this state shall 
keep for a period of not less than three years open to 
inspection at all times during the business hours of the 
day to the department or its authorized representatives, 
a complete record of all special fuel purchased or re­
ceived and all of such products sold, delivered, or used 
by them. Such records shall show: 

(a) The date of each receipt; 
(b) The name and address of the person from whom 

purchased or received; 
(c) The number of gallons received at each place of 

business or place of storage in the state of Washington; 
(d) The date of each sale or delivery; 
(e) The number of gallons sold or delivered for tax­

able purposes; 
(f) The number of gallons sold or delivered for any 

purpose not subject to the tax imposed herein; 
(g) The name and address of the purchaser; 
(h) The inventories of special fuel on hand at each 

place of business at the end of each month. 
(2) Invoices shall be prepared for sales and deliveries 

of special fuel in the manner and containing such in­
formation as may be prescribed by the department. 

Any person purchasing and receiving a delivery of 
special fuel into the fuel supply tank of a motor vehicle 
in Washington shall carry within the vehicle the invoice 
or other acceptable document evidencing receipt of 
such special fuel until the fuel is consumed. 

Every special fuel supplier, special fuel dealer or spe­
cial fuel user making such sales or deliveries of special 
fuel and every person so receiving and purchasing spe­
cial fuel must each retain one copy of each such invoice 
as part of his permanent records for the time and pur­
poses above provided. 

Every special fuel user shall keep, in addition to his 
records of deliveries into motor vehicles, a complete 
record of the total gallons of special fuel used for other 
purposes during each month and the purposes for 
which said special fuel was used. [ 1 97 1  ex.s. c 1 75 § 1 5.] 

82.38.150 Monthly reports. For the purpose of de­
termining the amount of his liability for the tax herein 
imposed each special fuel dealer and each special fuel 
user shall file with the department, on forms prescribed 
by the department, a monthly tax report. A report shall 
be filed with the department for each calendar month, 
even though no special fuel was used, or tax is due, for 
the calendar month. Such report shall contain a decla­
ration by the person making the same, to the effect that 
the statements contained therein are true and are made 
under penalties of petjury, which declaration shall have 
the same force and effect as a verification of the report 
and shall be in lieu of such verification. The report shall 
show such information as the department may reason­
ably require for the proper administration and enforce­
ment of this chapter: Provided, That if a special fuel 
dealer or special fuel user is also a special fuel supplier 
at a location where special fuel is delivered into the 
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supply tank of a motor vehicle, and if separate storage 
is provided thereat from which special fuel is delivered 
or placed into fuel supply tanks of motor vehicles, the 
monthly report to the department need not include in­
ventory control data covering bulk storage from which 
wholesale distribution of special fuel is made. The spe­
cial fuel dealer or special fuel user shall file the report 
on or before the twenty-fifth day of the next succeeding 
calendar month following the monthly period to which 
it relates. 

If the final filing date falls on a Saturday, Sunday or 
legal holiday the next secular or business day shall be 
the final filing date. Such reports shall be considered 
filed or received on the date shown by the post office 
cancellation mark stamped upon an envelope contain­
ing such report properly addressed to the department, 
or on the date it was mailed if proof satisfactory to the 
department is available to establish the date it was 
mailed. 

Any person whose sole use of special fuel is for the 
propulsion of a privately operated passenger automobile 
is exempt from the filing of a special fuel tax report on 
the condition that all fuel used in this state, except fuel 
brought into this state in the fuel tank of the vehicle, is 
purchased from a special fuel dealer in this state who 
collects the tax from the user when delivering the fuel 
into the fuel tank of the user's automobile. For the pur­
poses of this chapter, "privately operated passenger au­
tomobile" includes passenger cars as that term is 
defined in RCW 46.04.382, and such light trucks and 
other noncommercial vehicles as may be defined as 
such by rules and regulations adopted by the depart­
ment. A special fuel user may be relieved of the filing of 
the tax report even though he operates more than one 
passenger automobile using special fuel, whether or not 
such automobiles are used for pleasure or in a business 
or profession, providing that the user is not also using 
such fuel in other motor vehicles which are not private­
ly operated passenger automobiles. Notwithstanding 
that a special fuel user's sole use of such special fuel is 
in a privately operated automobile, he shall continue to 
file the tax report if he is using such special fuels from 
bulk storage of special fuel on which the tax has not 
been paid at the time of purchase or acquisition. 

The department may relieve any holder of a valid 
special fuel users license from the requirement of filing 
returns under this section when he has established to its 
satisfaction ( 1 )  that such user's vehicles are operated 
exclusively within the boundaries of this state ; (2) that 
his purchases of special fuel are made exclusively from 
special fuel dealers holding valid licenses under this 
chapter; (3) that he does not acquire special fuel in any 
manner or for any purpose whereby payment of tax or 
undertaking therefor is not made to a special fuel dealer 
at time of purchase; and (4) that he maintains adequate 
records subject to audit. 

The department, if it deems it necessary in order to 
insure payment of the tax imposed by this chapter, or to 
facilitate the administration of this chapter, shall have 
the authority to require the filing of reports and tax re­
mittances at shorter intervals than one month if, in its 
opinion, an existing bond has become insufficient. 
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The department may permit any special fu

82.38.160 Computation and payment of tax. The tax 
imposed by this chapter shall be computed as follows: 
( 1 )  With respect to special fuel upon which the tax has 
been collected by the seller thereof as a special fuel 
dealer, by multiplying the tax rate per gallon provided 
in this chapter by the number of gallons of special fuel 
delivered or placed by him into the supply tank or 
tanks of a motor vehicle or into the storage facilities 
used in the fueling of motor vehicles at an unbonded 
service station or in all other transactions where the 
purchaser has indicated in writing to the special fuel 
dealer that the quantity of special fuel covered by the 
delivery is for use as a fuel in a motor vehicle; (2) with 
respect to special fuel on which the tax has not been 
paid to a special fuel dealer in this state and which has 
been consumed by the purchaser thereof as a special 
fuel user, by multiplying the tax rate per gallon provid­
ed in this chapter by the number of gallons of special 
fuel consumed by him in the propulsion of a motor ve­
hicle on the highways of this state. 

The monthly tax return shall be accompanied by a 
remittance payable to the state treasurer covering the 
tax moneys collected by the special fuel dealer or the 
amount determined to be due hereunder on account of 
the use (as defined in RCW 82.38.020) of special fuels 
during the preceding month. [ 1 97 1  ex.s. c 1 75 § 1 7.] 

82.38.170 Civil and statutory penalties. ( 1 )  If any 
special fuel dealer or special fuel user fails to pay any 
taxes collected or due the state of Washington by said 
dealer or user within the time prescribed by RCW 82-
.38. 1 50, said dealer or user shall pay in addition to such 
tax a penalty of ten percent of the amount thereof plus 
interest at the rate of one percent per month, or fraction 
thereof, from the date such tax was due until paid. 

(2) If it be determined by the department that the tax 
reported by any special fuel dealer or special fuel user is 
deficient it shall proceed to assess the deficiency on the 
basis of information available to it and there shall be 
added to this deficiency a penalty of ten percent of the 
amount of the deficiency together with interest at the 
rate of one percent per month, or fraction thereof, from 
the date the report was due until paid. 

(3) If any special fuel dealer or special fuel user, 
whether or not he is licensed as such, fails, neglects, or 
refuses to file a special fuel tax report, the department 
shall, on the basis of information available to it, deter­
mine the tax liability of the special fuel dealer or the 
special fuel user for the period during which no report 
was filed, and to the tax as thus determined, the de­
partment shall add the penalty and interest provided in 
subsection (2) of this section. An assessment made by 
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the department pursuant to this subsection or to sub­
section (2) of this section shall be presumed to be cor­
rect, and in any case where the validity of the 
assessment is drawn in question, the burden shall be on 
the person who challenges the assessment to

e�tablish 

by a fair preponderance of the evidence that It IS erro­
neous or excessive as the case may be. 

(4) If any special fuel dealer or special fuel user shall 
establish by a fair preponderance of evidence that his 
failure to file a report or pay the proper amount of tax 
within the time prescribed was due to reasonable cause 
and was not intentional or wilful, the department may 
waive the penalty prescribed in subsections ( 1 ), (2), and 
(3) of this section. 

(5) If any special fuel dealer or special fuel user shall 
file a false or fraudulent report with intent to evade the 
tax imposed by this chapter, there shall be added to the 
amount of deficiency determined by the department a 
penalty equal to twenty-five percent of the deficiency 
together with interest at one percent per month, or 
fraction thereof, on such deficiency from the date such 
tax was due to the date of payment, in addition to the 
penalty provided in subsection (2) of this section and all 
other penalties prescribed by law. 

(6) Except in the case of a fraudulent report or of 
neglect or refusal to make a report, every deficiency 
shall be assessed under subsection (2) of this section 
within three years from the twenty-fifth day of the next 
succeeding calendar month following the monthly peri­
od for which the amount is proposed to be determined 
or within three years after the return is filed, whichever 
period expires the later. 

(7) Any special fuel dealer or special fuel user against 
whom an assessment is made under the provisions of 
subsections (2) or (3) of this section may petition for a 
reassessment thereof within thirty days after service 
upon the special fuel dealer or special fuel user of no­
tice thereof. If such petition is not filed within such 
thirty day period, the amount of the assessment be­
comes final at the expiration thereof. 

If a petition for reassessment is filed within the thirty 
day period, the department shall reconsider the assess­
ment and, if the special fuel dealer or special fuel user 
has so requested in his petition, shall grant such special 
fuel dealer or special fuel user an oral hearing and give 
the special fuel dealer or special fuel user ten days' no­
tice of the time and place thereof. The department may 
continue the hearing from time to time. The decision of 
the department upon a petition for reassessment shall 
become final thirty days after service upon the special 
fuel dealer or special fuel user of notice thereof. 

Every assessment made by the department shall be­
come due and payable at the time it becomes final and 
if not paid to the department when due and payable, 
there shall be added thereto a penalty of ten percent of 
the amount of the tax. 

(8) Any notice of assessment required by this section 
shall be served personally or by mail; if by mail, service 
shall be made by depositing such notice in the United 
States mail, postage prepaid addressed to the special 
fuel dealer or special fuel user at his address as the

82.38.180 Refunds and credits. Any person who has 
paid a special fuel tax either directly or to the vendor 
from whom it was purchased may file a claim for a re­
fund of the tax so paid and shall be reimbursed and re­
paid the amount of: 

( I )  Any taxes previously paid on special fuel used for 
purposes other than for the propulsion of motor vehi­
cles upon the public highways in this state. 

(2) Any taxes previously paid on special fuel exported 
for use outside of this state. Special fuel carried from 
this state in the fuel tank of a motor vehicle is deemed 
to be exported from this state. 

(3) Any tax, penalty or interest erroneously or illegal­
ly collected or paid. 

(4) Any taxes previously paid on all special fuel 
which is lost or destroyed, while applicant shall be the 
owner thereof, through fire, lightning, flood, wind 
storm, or explosion. 

(5) Any taxes previously paid on all special fuel of 
five hundred gallons or more which is lost or destroyed 
while applicant shall be the owner thereof, through 
leakage or other casualty except evaporation, shrinkage, 
or unknown causes. 

Recovery for such loss or destruction under either 
subsection (4) or (5) of this section must be susceptible 
to positive proof thereby enabling the department to 
conduct such investigation and require such informa­
tion as they may deem necessary. In the event that the 
department is not satisfied that the fuel was lost or de­
stroyed as claimed because information or proof as re­
quired hereunder is not sufficient to substantiate the 
accuracy of the claim, they may deem such as sufficient 
cause to deny all right relating to the refund or credit 
for the excise tax paid on special fuel alleged to be lost

82.38.190 Procedures for claiming refunds or credits. 
( l) Claims under RCW 82.38. 1 80 shall be filed with the 
department on forms prescribed by the department and 
shall show the date of filing and the period covered in 
the claim, the number of gallons of special fuel used for 
purposes subject to tax refund, and such other facts and 
information as may be required. Every such claim shall 
be supported by an invoice or invoices issued to or by 
the claimant, as may be prescribed by the department, 
and such other information as the department may 
require. 

(2) Any amount determined to be refundable by the 
department under RCW 82.38. 1 80 shall first be credited 
on any amounts then due and payable from the special 
fuel dealer or special fuel user or to any person to 
whom the refund is due, and the department shall then 
certify the balance thereof to the state treasurer, who 
shall thereupon draw his warrant for such certified 
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amount to such special fuel dealer or special fuel user 
or any person : Provided, however, That the department 
shall deduct fifty cents from all such refunds as a filing 
fee, which fee shall be deducted from the warrant issued 
in payment of such refund to defray expenses in fur­
nishing the claim forms and other forms provided for in 
this chapter. 

(3) No refund or credit shall be approved by the de­
partment unless a written claim for refund or credit 
stating the specific grounds upon which the claim is 
founded is filed with the department: 

(a) Within thirteen months from the date of purchase 
or from the last day of the month following the close of 
the monthly period for which the refundable amount or 
credit is due with respect to refunds or credits allowable 
under RCW 82.38. 1 80, subsections ( 1 ), (2), (4) and (5), 
and if not filed within this period the right to refund 
shall be forever barred. 

(b) Within three years from the last day of the month 
following the close of the monthly period for which the 
overpayment is due with respect to the refunds or cred­
its allowable under RCW 82.38. 1 80(3). 

(4) Within thirty days after disallowing any claim in 
whole or in part, the department shall serve written no­
tice of its action on the claimant. 

(5) Interest shall be paid upon any refundable 
amount or credit due under RCW 82.38. 1 80(3) at the 
rate of one percent per month from the last day of the 
calendar month following the monthly period for which 
the refundable amount or credit is due. 

The interest shall be paid: 
(a) In the case of a refund, to the last day of the cal­

endar month following the date upon which the person 
making the overpayment, if he has not already filed a 
claim, is notified by the department that a claim may be 
filed or the date upon which the claim is approved by 
the department, whichever date is earlier. 

(b) In the case of a credit, to the same date as that to 
which interest is computed on the tax or amount 
against which the credit is applied. 

I f  the department determines that any overpayment 
has been made intentionally or by reason of careless­
ness, it shall not allow any interest thereon. 

(6) No injunction or writ of mandate or other legal or 
equitable process shall issue in any suit, action or pro­
ceeding in any court against this state or against any 
officer of the state to prevent or enjoin the collection 
under this chapter of any tax or any amount of tax re­

(2) Within ninety days after the mailing of the notice 
of the department's action upon a claim filed pursuant 
to RCW 82.38.

claim in a court of competent jurisdiction in Thurston 
county for the recovery of the whole or any part o� the 
amount with respect to which the claim has been d

Isal­

Jowed. Failure to bring action within the time specified 
constitutes a waiver of any demand against the state on 
account of the alleged overpayments. 

(3) If the department fails to mail notice of action on 
a claim within six months after the claim is filed, the 
claimant may, prior to the mailing of notice by the de­
partment of its intentiot;t on the �laim, �onsider the 
claim disallowed and bnng an action agamst the de­
partment, on the grounds set forth in the claim for the 
recovery of the whole or any part of the amount 
claimed as an overpayment. 

(4) If judgment is rendered for the plaintiff, the 
amount of the judgment shall first be credited on any 
special fuel tax due and payable from the plaintiff. The 
balance of the judgment shall be refunded to the 
plaintiff. 

(5) In  any judgment, interest shall be allowed at the 
rate of twelve percent per annum upon the amount 
found to have been illegally collected from the date of 
payment of the amount to the date of allowance of 
credit on account of the judgment or to a date preced­
ing the date of the refund warrant, but not more than 
thirty days, the date to be determined by the depart­

82.38.210 Tax lien. The tax, including any penalty 
and interest hereby imposed, shall constitute a lien 
upon any motor vehicle in connection with which the 
taxable use is made, attaching at the time of such use. 
Such lien shall not be removed until such tax has been 
paid or the motor vehicle subject to such lien has been 
sold in payment of the tax, and shall be paramount to 
all private liens or encumbrances upon such motor ve­
hicle and to the rights of any conditional vendor or any 
other holder of the legal title to such motor vehicle.

If any special fuel dealer liable for the remittance of 
tax imposed by this chapter fails to pay the same, the 
amount thereof, including any interest, penalty, or ad­
dition to such tax, together with any costs that may ac­
crue in addition thereto, shall be a lien in favor of the 
state upon all franchises, property, and rights to prop­
erty, whether real or personal, then belonging to or 
thereafter acquired by such person, located or situated 
in the county wherein such lien arises, whether such 
property is employed by such person in the prosecution 
of business or is in the hands of a trustee, or receiver, or 
assignee for the benefit of creditors, from the date the 
taxes were due and payable, until the amount of the 
lien is paid or the property sold in payment thereof. 
The lien shall have priority over any lien or encum­
brance whatsoever, except the lien of other state taxes 
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having priority by law, and except that such lien shall 
not be valid as against any bona fide mortgagee, pledg­
ee, judgment creditor, or purchaser whose rights have 
attached prior to the time the department has filed and 
recorded notice of such lien in the office of the county 
auditor of the county in which the principal place of

82.38.220 Notice of delinquency--Transfer or dis­
position of property, credits or debts prohibited.

In addition, the 
notice shall be published for at least ten days before the 
�ate set �or the sale in a newspaper of general circula­
tion published in the county in which the motor vehicle 
s�ized i� to .be sold. If there is no newspaper of general 
crrculatton. m such c?unty, the notice shall be posted in 
three pubhc J?laces m the county for a period of ten 
days. 'f!le nottce shall contain a description of the mo­
tor vehtcle to be sold, together with a statement of the 
amount due hereunder, the name of the user and the 

further statement that unless such amount is paid on or 
before the time fixed in the notice the motor vehicle will 
be sold in accordance with law. 

The department shall then proceed to sell the motor 
vehicle in accordance with the law and the notice, and 
shall deliver to the purchaser a bill of sale which shall 
vest title in the purchaser. If upon any such sale the 
moneys received exceed the amount due to the state 
hereunder from the delinquent user, the excess shall be 
returned to such user and his receipt obtained therefor. 
If any person having an interest in or lien upon the 
motor vehicle has filed with the department prior to 
such sale, notice of such interest or lien, the department 
shall withhold payment of any such excess to such user 
pending a determination of the rights of the respective 
parties thereto by a court of competent jurisdiction.

2. Promote uniformity or compatibility in significant 
components of tax systems. 

3. Facilitate taxpayer convenience and compliance in 
the filing of tax returns and in other phases of tax 
administration.

Article II. Definitions. 

As used in this compact :  
1 .  "State" means a state of the United States, the 

District of Columbia, the Commonwealth of Puerto 
Rico, or any territory or possession of the United 
States. 

2. "Subdivision" means any governmental unit or 
special district of a state. 

3. "Taxpayer" means any corporation, partnership, 
firm, association, governmental unit or agency or per­
son acting as a business entity in more than one state. 

4. "Income tax" means a tax imposed on or measured 
by net income including any tax imposed on or mea­
sured by an amount arrived at by deducting expenses 
from gross income, one or more forms of which ex­
penses are not specifically and directly related to par­
ticular transactions. 

5. "Capital st�ck tax" means a tax measured in any 
way by the capttal of a corporation considered in its 
entirety. 

6. "Gross receipts tax" means a tax, other than a 
sales tax, whic� is imposed on or measured by the gross 
volume of busmess, in terms of gross receipts or in oth­
er terms, and in the determination of which no deduc­
tion is allowed which would constitute the tax an 
income tax. 

7. "Sales tax" means a tax imposed with respect to

Article I II .  Elements of Income Tax Laws. 
Taxpayer Option, State and Local Taxes. 

1 .  Any taxpayer subject to an income tax whose in­
come is subject to apportionment and allocation for tax 
purposes pursuant to the laws of a party state or pursu­
ant to the laws of subdivisions in two or more party 
states may elect to apportion and allocate his income in 
the manner provided by the laws of such state or by the 
laws of such states and subdivisions without reference 
to this compact, or may elect to apportion and allocate 
in accordance with Article IV. This election for any tax 
year may be made in all party states or subdivisions 
thereof or in any one or more of the party states or 
subdivisions thereof without reference to the election 
made in the others. For the purposes of this paragraph, 
taxes imposed by subdivisions shall be considered sepa­
rately from state taxes and the apportionment and allo­
cation also may be applied to the entire tax base. In no 
instance wherein Article IV is employed for all subdivi­
sions of a state may the sum of all apportionments and 
allocations to subdivisions within a state be greater than 
the apportionment and allocation that would be assign­
able to that state if the apportionment or allocation 
were being made with respect to a state income tax. 

Taxpayer Option, Short Form. 

2. Each party state or any subdivision thereof which 
imposes an income tax shall provide by law that any 
taxpayer required to file a return, whose only activities 
within the taxing jurisdiction consist of sales and do not 
include owning or renting real estate or tangible per­
sonal property, and whose dollar volume of gross sales 
made during the tax year within the state or subdivi­
sion, as the case may be, is not in excess of $ 1 00,000 
may elect to report and pay any tax due on the basis of 
a percentage of such volume, and shall adopt rates 
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which shall produce a tax which reasonably approxi­
mates the tax otherwise due. The multistate tax com­
mission, not more than once in five years, may adjust 
the $ 1 00,000 figure in order to reflect such changes as 
may occur in the real value of the dollar, and such ad­
justed figure, upon adoption by the commission, shall 
replace the $ 1 00,000 figure specifically provided herein. 
Each party state and subdivision thereof may make the 
same election available to taxpayers additional to those 
specified in this paragraph. 

Coverage. 

3. Nothing in this article relates to the reporting or 
payment of any tax other than an income tax. 

Article IV. Division of Income. 

1 .  As used in this article, unless the context otherwise 
reqmres: 

(a) "Business income" means income arising from 
transactions and activity in the regular course of the 
taxpayer's trade or business and includes income from 
tangible and intangible property if the acquisition, 
management, and disposition of the property constitute 
integral parts of the taxpayer's regular trade or business 
operations. 

(b) "Commercial domicile" means the principal place 
from which the trade or business of the taxpayer is di­
rected or managed. 

(c) "Compensation" means wages, salaries, commis­
sions and any other form of remuneration paid to em­
ployees for personal services. 

(d) "Financial organization" means any bank, trust 
company, savings bank, industrial bank, land bank, safe 
deposit company, private banker, savings and loan as­
sociation, credit union, cooperative bank, small loan 
company, sales finance company, investment company, 
or any type of insurance company. 

(e) "Nonbusiness income" means all income other 
than business income. 

(f) "Public utility" means any business entity ( I )  
which owns or operates any plant, equipment, property, 
franchise, or license for the transmission of communi­
cations, transportation of goods or persons, except by 
pipe line, or the production, transmission, sale, delivery, 
or furnishing of electricity, water or steam; and (2) 
whose rates of charges for goods or services have been 
established or approved by a federal, state or local gov­
ernment or governmental agency. 

(g) "Sales" means all gross receipts of the taxpayer 
not allocated under paragraphs of this article.

4. Rents and royalties from real or tangible personal 
property, capital gains, interest, dividends or patent or 
copyright royalties, to the extent that they constitute 
nonbusiness income, shall be allocated as provided in 
paragraphs 5 through 8 of this article. 

5. (a) Net rents and royalties from real property lo­
cated in this state are allocable to this state. 

(b) Net rents and royalties from tangible personal 
property are allocable to this state : ( 1 )  if and to the ex­
tent that the property is utilized in this state, or (2) in 
their entirety if the taxpayer's commercial domicile is in 
this state and the taxpayer is not organized under the 
laws of or taxable in the state in which the property is 
utilized. 

(c) The extent of utilization of tangible personal 
property in a state is determined by multiplying the 
rents and royalties by a fraction, the numerator of 
which is the number of days of physical location of the 
property in the state during the rental or royalty period 
in the taxable year and the denominator of which is the 
number of days of physical location of the property ev­
erywhere during all rental or royalty periods in the tax­
able year. If the physical location of the property

6. (a) Capital gains and losses from sales of real 

property located in this state are allocable to this state. 
(b) Capital gains and losses from sales of tangible 

personal property are allocable to this state if ( 1) the 
property had a situs in this state at the time of the sale, 
or (2) the taxpayer's commercial domicile is in this state 
and the taxpayer is not taxable in the state in which the 
property had a situs.

8. (a) Patent and copyright royalties are allocable to 
this state: ( I )  if and to the extent that the patent or 
copyright is utilized by the payer in this state, or (2) if 
and to the extent that the patent copyright is utilized by 

the payer in a state in which the taxpayer is not taxable 
and the taxpayer's commercial domicile is in this state. 

(b) A patent is utilized in a state to the extent that it 
is employed in production, fabrication, manufacturing, 
or other processing in the state or to the extent that a 
patented product is produced in the state. If the basis of 
receipts from patent royalties does not permit allocation 
to states or if the accounting procedures do not reflect 
states of utilization, the patent is utilized in the state in 
which the taxpayer's commercial domicile is located. 

(c) A copyright is utilized in a state to the extent that 
printing or other publication originates in the state. If 
the basis of receipts from copyright royalties does not 
permit allocation to states or if the accounting proce­
dures do not reflect states of utilization, the copyright is 
utilized in the state in which the taxpayer's commercial 
domicile is located. 

9. All business income shall be apportioned to this 
state by multiplying the income by a fraction, the nu­
merator of which is the property factor plus the payroll 
factor plus the sales factor, and the denominator of 
which is three. 

10. The property factor is a fraction, the numerator 
of which is the average value of the taxpayer's real and 
tangible personal property owned or rented and used in 
this state during the tax period and the denominator of 
which is the average value of all the taxpayer's real and 
tangible personal property owned or rented and used 
during the tax period. 

1 1 . Property owned by the taxpayer is valued at its 
original cost. Property rented by the taxpayer is valued 
at eight times the net annual rental rate. Net annual 
rental rate is the annual rental rate paid by the taxpayer 
less any annual rental rate received by the taxpayer 
from subrentals. 

1 2. The average value of property shall be determined 
by averaging the values at the beginning and ending of 
the tax period but the tax administrator may require the 
averaging of monthly values during the tax period if 
reasonably required to reflect properly the average val­
ue of the taxpayer's property. 

13 .  The payroll factor is a fraction, the numerator of 
which is the total amount paid in this state during the 
tax period by the taxpayer for compensation and the 
denominator of which is the total compensation paid 
everywhere during the tax period. 

14. Compensation is paid in this state if: 
(a) the individual's service is performed entirely with­

in the state; 
(b) the individual's service is performed both within 

and without the state, but the service performed without 
the state is incidental to the individual's service within 
the state; or 

(c) some of the service is performed in the state and 
( I )  the base of operations or, if there is no base of op­
erations, the place from which the service is directed or 
controlled is in the state, or (2) the base of operations 
or the place from which the service is directed or con­
trolled is not in any state in which some part of the 
service is performed, but the individual's residence is in 
this state. 
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1 5 .  The sales factor is a fraction, the numerator of 
which is the total sales of the taxpayer in this state dur­
ing the tax period, and the denominator of which is the 
total sales of the taxpayer everywhere during the tax 
period. 

1 6. Sales of tangible personal property are in this 
state if: 

(a) the property is delivered or shipped to a purchas­
er, other than the United States government, within this

(b) the property is shipped from an office, store, 
warehouse, factory, or other place of storage in this 
state and ( 1 )  the purchaser is the United States govern­
ment or (2) the taxpayer is not taxable in the state of 
the purchaser. 

17 .  Sales, other than sales of tangible personal prop­
erty, are in this state if: 

(a) the income-producing activity is performed in this 
state ; or 

(b) the income-producing activity is performed both 
in and outside this state and a greater proportion of the 
income-producing activity is performed in this state 
than in any other state, based on costs of performance. 

1 8. If the allocation and apportionment provisions of 
this article do not fairly represent the extent of the tax­
payer's business activity in this state, the taxpayer may 
petition for or the tax administrator may require, in re­
spect to all or any part of the taxpayer's business activ­
ity, if reasonable: 

(a) separate accounting;

Article V. Elements of Sales 
and Use Tax Laws.

2. Whenever a vendor receives and accepts in good 
faith from a purchaser a resale or other exemption cer­
tificate or other written evidence of exemption author­
ized by the appropriate state or subdivision taxing 
authority, the vendor shall be relieved of liability for a 
sales or use tax with respect to the transaction. 
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Article VI. The Commission. 

Organization and Management. 

1 .  (a) The multistate tax commission is hereby estab­
lished. It shall be composed of one "member" from 
each party state who shall be the head of the state 
agency charged with the administration of the types of 
taxes to which this compact applies. If there is more 
than one such agency the state shall provide by law for 
the selection of the commission member from the heads 
of the relevant agencies. State law may provide that a 
member of the commission be represented by an alter­
nate but only if there is on file with the commission 
written notification of the designation and identity of 
the alternate. The attorney general of each party state 
or his designee, or other counsel if the laws of the party 
state specifically provide, shall be entitled to attend the 
meetings of the commission, but shall not vote. Such 
attorneys general, designees, or other counsel shall re­
ceive all notices of meetings required under paragraph 
1 (e) of this article. 

(b) Each party state shall provide by law for the se­
lection of representatives from its subdivisions affected 
by this compact to consult with the commission mem­
ber from that state. 

(c) Each member shall be entitled to one vote. The 
commission shall not act unless a majority of the mem­
bers are present, and no action shall be binding unless 
approved by a majority of the total number of 
members. 

(d) The commission shall adopt an official seal to be 
used as it may provide. 

(e) The commission shall hold an annual meeting and 
such other regular meetings as its bylaws may provide 
and such special meetings as its executive committee 
may determine. The commission bylaws shall specify 
the dates of the annual and any other regular meetings, 
and shall provide for the giving of notice of annual, 
regular and special meetings. Notices of special meet­
ings shall include the reasons therefor and an agenda of 
the items to be considered. 

(f) The commission shall elect annually, from among 
its members, a chairman, a vice chairman and a trea­
surer. The commission shall appoint an executive direc­
tor who shall serve at its pleasure, and it shall fix his 
duties and compensation. The executive director shall 
be secretary of the commission. The commission shall 
make provision for the bonding of such of its officers 
and employees as it may deem appropriate. 

(g) Irrespective of the civil service, personnel or other 
merit system laws of any party state, the executive di­
rector shall appoint or discharge such personnel as may 
be necessary for the performance of the functions of the 
commission and shall fix their duties and compensation. 
The commission bylaws shall provide for personnel po­
licies and programs. 

(h) The commission may borrow, accept or contract 
for the services of personnel from any state, the United 
States, or any other governmental entity. 

(i) The commission may accept for any of its pur­
poses and functions any and all donations and grants of 
money, equipment, supplies, materials and services, 
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conditional or otherwise, from any governmental entity, 
and may utilize and dispose of the same. 

(j)  The commission may establish one or more offices 
for the transacting of its business. 

(k) The commission shall adopt bylaws for the con­
duct of its business. The commission shall publish its 
bylaws in convenient form, and shall file a copy of the 
bylaws and any amendments thereto with the appropri­
ate agency or officer in each of the party states. 

(l) The commission annually shall make to the gover­
�or an� 

.
l�gislature of each �arty state a report covering 

Its act1Vlties for the precedmg year. Any donation or 
grant accepted by the commission or services borrowed 
shall be reported in the annual report of the commis­
sion, and shall include the nature, amount and condi­
tions, if any, of the donation, gift, grant or services 
borrowed and the identity of the donor or lender. The 
commission may make additional reports as it may 
deem desirable. 

Committees. 

2. (a) To assist in the conduct of its business when 
the full commission is not meeting, the commission 
shall have an executive committee of seven members 
including the chairman, vice chairman, treasurer and 
f?ur other mem�ers elected annually by the commis­
sion . . The executive committee, subject to the provisions 
of thi� c?mpact and co.nsistent with the policies of the 
comiDISSion, shall function as provided in the bylaws of 
the commission. 

. (b) The c�mmission may establish advisory and tech­
m?al comffilttees, membership on which may include 
pnvat� J?�rsons and public officials, in furthering any of 
Its activities. Such committees may consider any matter 
of c?nc.ern to the commission, including problems of 
special mterest to any party state and problems dealing 
with particular types of taxes. 

(c) The commission may establish such additional 
committees as its bylaws may provide. 

Powers. 

3. In addition to powers conferred elsewhere in this 
compact, the commission shall have power to: 

(a) Study state and local tax systems and particular 
types of state and local taxes. 

(b) l_)evel?P and recommend proposals for an in­
crease m uniformity or compatibility of state and local 
�x laws �ith a view toward encouraging the simplifica­
tion and Improvement of state and local tax law and 
administration. 

(c) Compile �nd publish information as in its judg­
ment would assist the party states in implementation of 
the compact and taxpayers in complying with state and 
local tax laws. 

(d) Do all things necessary and incidental to the ad­
ministration of its functions pursuant to this compact. 

Finance. 

4. (a) The commission shall submit to the governor or 
desig�ated ?fficer or office�s of each party state a budg­
et of Its estimated expenditures for such period as may 

be required by the laws of that state for presentation to 
the legislature thereof. 

(b) Each of the commission's budgets of estimated 
expenditures shall contain specific recommendations of 
the amounts to be appropriated by each of the party 
states. The total amount of appropriations requested 
under any such budget shall be apportioned among the 
party states as follows: one-tenth in equal shares; and 
the remainder in proportion to the amount of revenue 
collected by each party state and its subdivisions from 
income taxes, capital stock taxes, gross receipts taxes, 
sales and use taxes. In determining such amounts, the 
commission shall employ such available public sources 
of information as, in its judgment, present the most eq­
uitable and accurate comparisons among the party 
states. Each of the commission's budgets of estimated 
expenditures and requests for appropriations shall indi­
cate the sources used in obtaining information em­
ployed in applying the formula contained in this 
paragraph. 

(c) The commission shall not pledge the credit of any 
party state. The commission may meet any of its obli­
gations in whole or in part with funds available to it 
under paragraph ( l )(i) of this article: Provided, That 
the commission takes specific action setting aside such 
funds prior to incurring any obligation to be met in 
whole or in part in such manner. Except where the 
commission makes use of funds available to it under 
paragraph l (i), the commission shall not incur any ob­
ligation prior to the allotment of funds by the party 
states adequate to meet the same . 

(d) The commission shall keep accurate accounts of 
all receipts and disbursements. The receipts and dis­
bursements of the commission shall be subject to the 
audit and accounting procedures established under its 
bylaws. All receipts and disbursements of funds han­
dled by the commission shall be audited yearly by a 
certified or licensed public accountant and the report of 
the audit shall be included in and become part of the 
annual report of the commission. 

(e) The accounts of the commission shall be open at 
any reasonable time for inspection by duly constituted 
officers of the party states and by any persons author­
ized by the commission. 

(f) Nothing contained in this article shall be con­
strued to prevent commission compliance with laws re­
lating to audit or inspection of accounts by or on behalf 
of anx �overnment contributing to the support of the 
commiSSIOn. 

Article VII. Uniform Regulations and Forms. 

. � .  Whenever any two or more party states, or subdi­
�Isions of party �tates, ha�e uniform or similar provi­
Sions of la:W relatmg to an mcome tax, capital stock tax, 
gross rec�Ipts tax, sale� or use tax, the commission may 
�dop! umform regulatiOns for any phase of the admin­
IstratiOn of such law, including assertion of jurisdiction 
to tax, or prescribing uniform tax forms. The commis­
sion may also act with respect to the provisions of Arti­
cle IV of this compact.

82.56.010 Title 82: Excise Taxes 

(a) As provided in its bylaws, hold at least one public 
hearing on due notice to all affected party states and 
subdivisions thereof and to all taxpayers and other per­
sons who have made timely request of the commission 
for advance notice of its regulation- making 
proceedings. 

(b) Afford all affected party states and subdivisions 
and interested persons an opportunity to submit rele­
vant written data and views, which shall be considered 
fully by the commission. 

3 .  The commission shall submit any regulations 
adopted by it to the appropriate officials of all party 
states and subdivisions to which they might apply. Each 
such state and subdivision shall consider any such reg­
ulation for adoption in accordance with its own laws 
and procedures. 

Article VIII. Interstate Audits. 

l .  This article shall be in force only in those party 
states that specifically provide therefor by statute. 

2. Any party state or subdivision thereof desiring to 
make or participate in an audit of any accounts, books, 
papers, records or other documents may request the 
commission to perform the audit on its behalf. In re­
sponding to the request, the commission shall have ac­
cess to and may examine, at any reasonable time, such 
accounts, books, papers, records, and other documents 
and any relevant property or stock of merchandise. The 
commission may enter into agreements with party states 
or their subdivisions for assistance in performance of 
the audit. The commission shall make charges, to be 
paid by the state or local government or governments 
for which it performs the service, for any audits per­
formed by it in order to reimburse itself for the actual 
costs incurred in making the audit. 

3. The commission may require the attendance of any 
person within the state where it is conducting an audit 
or part thereof at a time and place fixed by it within 
such state for the purpose of giving testimony with re­
spect to any account, book, paper, document, other 
record, property or stock of merchandise being exam­
ined in connection with the audit. If the person is not 
within the jurisdiction, he may be required to attend for 
such purpose at any time and place fixed by the com­
mission within the state of which he is a resident:  Pro­
vided, That such state has adopted this article. 

4. The commission may apply to any court having 
power to issue compulsory process for orders in aid of 
its powers and responsibilities pursuant to this article 
and any and all such courts shall have jurisdiction to 
issue such orders. Failure of any person to obey any 
such order shall be punishable as contempt of the issu­
ing court. If the party or subject matter on account of 
which the commission seeks an order is within the ju­
risdiction of the court to which application is made, 
such application may be to a court in the state or sub­
division on behalf of which the audit is being made or a 
court in the state in which the object of the order being 
sought is situated. The provisions of this paragraph ap­
ply only to courts in a state that has adopted this 
article. 
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5. The commission may decline to perform any audit 
requested if it finds that its available personnel or other 
resources are insufficient for the purpose or that, in the 
terms requested, the audit is impracticable of satisfac­
tory performance. If the commission, on the basis of its 
experience, has reason to believe that an audit of a par­
ticular taxpayer, either at a particular time or on a par­
ticular schedule, would be of interest to a number of 
party states or their subdivisions, it may offer to make 
the audit or audits, the offer to be contingent on suffi­
cient participation therein as determined by the 
commission. 

6. Information obtained by any audit pursuant to this 
article shall be confidential and available only for tax 
purposes to party states, their subdivisions or the Unit­
ed States. Availability of information shall be in ac­
cordance with the laws of the states or subdivisions on 
whose account the commission performs the audit, and 
only through the appropriate agencies or officers of 
such states or subdivisions. Nothing in this article shall 
be construed to require any taxpayer to keep records 
for any period not otherwise required by law. 

7. Other arrangements made or authorized pursuant 
to law for cooperative audit by or on behalf of the party 
states or any of their subdivisions are not superseded or 
invalidated by this article. 

8. In no event shall the commission make any charge 
against a taxpayer for an audit. 

9. As used in this article, "tax," in addition to the 
meaning ascribed to it in Article II ,  means any tax or 
license fee imposed in whole or in part for revenue 
purposes. 

Article IX. Arbitration. 

l .  Whenever the commission finds a need for settling 
disputes concerning apportionments and allocations by 
arbitration, it may adopt a regulation placing this arti­
cle in effect, notwithstanding the provisions of Article 
VII. 

2. The commission shall select and maintain an arbi­
tration panel composed of officers and employees of 
state and local governments and private persons who 
shall be knowledgeable and experienced in matters of 
tax law and administration. 

3. Whenever a taxpayer who has elected to employ 
Article IV, or whenever the laws of the party state or 
subdivision thereof are substantially identical with the 
relevant provisions of Article IV, the taxpayer, by writ­
ten notice to the commission and to each party state or 
subdivision thereof that would be affected, may secure 
arbitration of an apportionment or allocation, if he is 
dissatisfied with the final administrative determination 
of the tax agency of the state or subdivision with re­
spect thereto on the ground that it would subject him to 
double or multiple taxation by two or more party states 
or subdivisions thereof. Each party state and subdivi­
sion thereof hereby consents to the arbitration as pro­
vided herein, and agrees to be bound thereby. 

4. The arbitration board shall be composed of one 
person selected by the taxpayer, one by the agency or 
agencies involved, and one member of the commission's 
arbitration panel. If the agencies involved are unable to 
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agree on the person to be selected by them, such person 
shall be selected by lot from the total membership of 
the arbitration panel. The two persons selected for the 
board in the manner provided by the foregoing provi­
sions of this paragraph shall jointly select the third 
member of the board. If they are unable to agree on the 
selection, the third member shall be selected by lot from 
among the total membership of the arbitration panel. 
No member of a board selected by lot shall be qualified 
to serve if he is an officer or employee or is otherwise 
affiliated with any party to the arbitration proceeding. 
Residence within the jurisdiction of a party to the arbi­
tration proceeding shall not constitute affiliation within 
the meaning of this paragraph. 

5. The board may sit in any state or subdivision party 
to the proceeding, in the state of the taxpayer's incor­
poration, residence or domicile, in any state where the 
taxpayer does business, or in any place that it finds 
most appropriate for gaining access to evidence relevant 
to the matter before it. 

6. The board shall give due notice of the times and 
places of its hearings. The parties shall be entitled to be 
heard, to present evidence, and to examine and cross­
examine witnesses. The board shall act by majority 
vote. 

7. The board shall have power to administer oaths, 
take testimony, subpoena and require the attendance of 
witnesses and the production of accounts, books, pa­
pers, records, and other documents, and issue commis­
sions to take testimony. Subpoenas may be signed by 
any member of the board. In case of failure to obey a 
subpoena, and upon application by the board, any 
judge of a court of competent jurisdiction of the state in 
which the board is sitting or in which the person to 
whom the subpoena is directed may be found may 
make an order requiring compliance with the subpoena, 
and the court may punish failure to obey the order as a 
contempt. The provisions of this paragraph apply only 
in states that have adopted this article. 

8. Unless the parties otherwise agree the expenses and 
other costs of the arbitration shall be assessed and allo­
cated among the parties by the board in such manner 
as it may determine. The commission shall fix a sched­
ule of compensation for members of arbitration boards 
and of other allowable expenses and costs. No officer or 
employee of a state or local government who serves as a 
member of a board shall be entitled to compensation 
therefor unless he is required on account of his service 
to forego the regular compensation attaching to his 
public employment, but any such board member shall 
be entitled to expenses. 

9. The board shall determine the disputed apportion­
ment or allocation and any matters necessary thereto. 
The determinations of the board shall be final for pur­
poses of making the apportionment or allocation, but 
for no other purpose. 

1 0. The board shall file with the commission and with 
each tax agency represented in the proceeding: the de­
termination of the board; the board's written statement 
of its reasons therefor; the record of the board's pro­
ceedings; and any other documents required by the ar­
bitration rules of the commission to be filed. 

1 1 . The commission shall publish the determinations 
of boards together with the statements of the reasons 
therefor. 

12. The commission shall adopt and publish rules of 
procedure and practice and shall file a copy of such 
rules and of any amendment thereto with the appropri­
ate agency or officer in each of the party states. 

13 .  Nothing contained herein shall prevent at any 
time a written compromise of any matter or matters in 
dispute, if otherwise lawful, by the parties to the arbi­
tration proceeding. 

Article X. Entry into Force 
and Withdrawal. 

1 .  This compact shall enter into force when enacted 
into law by any seven states. Thereafter, this compact 
shall become effective as to any other state upon its en­
actment thereof. The commission shall arrange for no­
tification of all party states whenever there is a new 
enactment of the compact. 

2. Any party state may withdraw from this compact 
by enacting a statute repealing the same. No withdraw­
al shall affect any liability already incurred by or 
chargeable to a party state prior to the time of such 
withdrawal. 

3. No proceeding commenced before an arbitration 
board prior to the withdrawal of a state and to which 
the withdrawing state or any subdivision thereof is a 
party shall be discontinued or terminated by the with­
drawal, nor shall the board thereby lose jurisdiction 
over any of the parties to the proceeding necessary to 
make a binding determination therein. 

Article XI. Effect on Other Laws 
and Jurisdiction. 

Nothing in this compact shall be construed to: 
(a) Affect the power of any state or subdivision 

thereof to fix rates of taxation, except that a party state 
shall be obligated to implement Article III 2 of this 
compact. 

(b) Apply to any tax or fixed fee imposed for the 
registration of a motor vehicle or any tax on motor fuel, 
other than a sales tax: Provided, That the definition of 
"tax" in Article VIII 9 may apply for the purposes of 
that article and the commission's powers of study and 
recommendation pursuant to Article VI 3 may apply. 

(c) Withdraw or limit the jurisdiction of any state or 
local court or administrative officer or body with re­
spect to any person, corporation or other entity or sub­
ject matter, except to the extent that such jurisdiction is 
expressly conferred by or pursuant to this compact 
upon another agency or body. 

(d) Supersede or limit the jurisdiction of any court of 
the United States. 

Article XII. Construction and Severability. 

This compact shall be liberally construed so as to ef­
fectuate the purposes thereof. The provisions of this 
compact shall be severable and if any phrase, clause, 
sentence or provision of this compact is declared to be 
contrary to the Constitution of any state or of the 
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United States or the applicability thereof to any gov­
ernment. agency, person or circumstance is held invalid, 
the validity of the remainder of this compact and the 
appl�cability thereof to any government, agency, person 
or cucumstance shall not be affected thereby. If this

(5) The department of revenue shall have jurisdiction 
to re�etermine the correct amount of the deficiency 
even tf the amount so redetermined is greater than the 
amount of the deficiency, notice of which has been 
mailed to the donor, and to determine whether any ad­
ditional amount or addition to the tax should be as­
sessed, if claim therefor is asserted by the department of 
revenue at or before the hearing or rehearing;. 
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(6) If the department of revenue has ma�led to the 
donor notice of a deficiency as provided herem, and the 
donor files a petition with the department of revenue 
within the time prescribed, the department. c;>f revenue 
shall have no right to determine any addtt�onal defi­
ciency in respect to the calendar year, except m the case 
of fraud, and except as provided in this section, relating 
to assertion of greater deficiencies before the depart­
ment of revenue, or the making of jeopardy assess­
ments. If the donor is notified that, on account of a 
mathematical error appearing upon the face of the re­
turn, an amount of tax in excess of that shown upon the 
return is due, and that an assessment of the tax has 
been or will be made on the basis of what would have 
been the correct amount of tax but for the mathemati­
cal error, such notice shall not be considered (for the 
purposes of this chapter) as a notice of deficiency, and 
the donor shall have no right to file a petition with the 
department of revenue based on such notice, nor shall 
such assessment or collection be prohibited by the pro­
visions hereof; 

(7) The department of revenue in redetermining a 
deficiency in respect to any calendar year shall consider 
such facts with relation to the taxes for other calendar 
years as may be necessary correctly to determine the 
amount of such deficiency, but in so doing shall have 
no jurisdiction to determine whether the tax for any 
other calendar year has been overpaid or underpaid; 

(8) For the purposes of this chapter the decision of 
the superior court shall be final unless there is an appeal 
taken to the supreme court or the court of appeals; 

(9) Where it is shown to the satisfaction of the de­
partment of revenue that the payment of the deficiency 
upon the date prescribed for the payment thereof, will 
result in undue hardship to the donor, the department 
of revenue, except where the deficiency is due to negli­
gence, to intentional disregard of the rules and regula­
tions, or to fraud with intent to evade the tax, may 
grant an extension for the payment of such deficiency 
or any part thereof, for a period not in excess of six 
months. If an extension is granted, the department of 
revenue may require the donor to furnish a bond in 
such amount, not exceeding double the amount of the 
deficiency, and with such sureties as the department of 
revenue deems necessary conditioned upon the pay­
ment of the deficiency in accordance with the terms of 
the extension; 

(10) In the absence of notice to the department of 
revenue of the existence of a fiduciary relationship no­
tice of a deficiency in respect of the tax imposed by this 
chapter, if mailed to the donor at his last known ad­
dress, shall be sufficient for the purposes of this chapter 
even if such donor is deceased, or is under a legal disa­
bility. [ 197 1 c 8 1  § 1 5 1 ;  196 1  c 15  § 83.56.

Interest 
upon the amount determined as a deficiency shall be 
assessed at the same time as the deficiency, shall be 
paid upon notice and demand from the tax commission, 
and shall be collected as a part of the tax, at the rate of 
six percent per annum from the due date of the tax to 

the date the deficiency is assessed, or, in case of waiver 
under RCW 83.56. 160(4), to the thirtieth day after the 
filing of such waiver or the date the deficiency is as­
sessed, whichever is the earlier. [ 196 1 c 1 5  § 83.56.

(2) If the jeopardy assessment is made before any 
notice in respect of the tax to which the jeopardy as­
sessment relates has been mailed, then the tax commis­
sion shall mail a notice within sixty days after the 
making of the assessment; 

(3) The jeopardy assessment may be made in respect 
of a deficiency greater or less than that notice of which 
has been mailed to the donor, despite the provisions of 
this chapter prohibiting the determination of additional 
deficiencies, and whether or not the donor has thereto­
fore filed a petition with the superior court; 

(4) When a jeopardy assessment has been made, the 
donor, within ten days after notice and demand for the 
payment of the amount of the assessment, may obtain a 
stay of collection of the whole or any part of the 
amount of the assessment by filing with the tax com­
mission a bond in such amount, not exceeding double 
the amount as to which the stay is desired, and with 
such sureties as the tax commission deems necessary, 
conditioned upon the payment of so much of the 
amount, the collection of which is stayed by the bond, 
as is not abated by a decision of the superior court 
which has become final, together with interest thereon 
as provided herein; 

(5) If the bond is given before the donor has filed his 
petition with the superior court the bond shall contain a 
further condition that if a petition is not filed within the 
period provided in this chapter, then the amount, the 
collection of which is stayed by the bond, will be paid 
on notice and demand at any time after the expiration 
of such period, together with interest thereon at the rate 
of six percent per annum from the date of the jeopardy 
notice and demand to the date of notice and demand 
under this subsection; 

(6) Upon the filing of the bond the collection of so 
much of the amount assessed as is covered by the bond 
shall be stayed. The donor shall have the right to waive 
such stay at any time in respect of the whole or any 
part of the amount covered by the bond, and if as a re­
sult of such waiver any part of the amount covered by 
the bond is paid, then the bond shall, at the request of 
the donor, be proportionately reduced. If the tax com­
mission determines that the amount assessed is greater 
than the amount which should have been assessed then 
when the decision of the superior court is rendered the 
bond shall, at the request of the donor, be proportion­
ately reduced; 

(7) When the petition has been filed with the superior 
court and when the amount which should have been 
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assessed has been determined by a decision of the court 
which has become final, then any unpaid portion, the 
collection of which has been stayed by the bond, shall 
be collected as part of the tax upon notice and demand 
from the commission, and any remaining portion of the 
assessment shall be abated. If the amount already col­
lected exceeds the amount determined as the amount 
which should have been assessed, such excess shall be 
credited or refunded by the state of Washington. If the 
amount determined as the amount which should have 
been assessed is greater than the amount actually as­
sessed, then the difference shall be assessed and shall be 
collected as part of the tax upon notice and demand 
from the tax commission. [ 1 961  c 15  § 83.56.

(b) If a court proceeding against the donor for the 
collection of the tax has been begun within the period 
provided in paragraph (a), then within one year after 
return of execution in such proceedings; 

(3) For the purpose of this section, if the donor is de­
ceased, the period of limitation for assessment against 
the donor shall be the period that would be in effect 
had the death not occurred; 

(4) The running of the statute of limitations upon the 
assessment of the liability of a transferee or fiduciary 
shall, after mailing of the notice under RCW 83.56.

PROPERTY TAX COMMITTEE 

84.10.010 Committee created-Purpose-Membership-­
Terms-Meetings-Expenses-Powers and 
duties. 

84.10.010 Committee created-Purpose--Mem­
bership--Terms--Meetings--Expenses--Pow­
ers and duties. There is hereby created a permanent 
property tax committee for the purpose of making a 
thorough examination of the property tax and its 
administration. 

This committee shall consist of eight members: Four 
senators, two from each political party, to be appointed 
by the president of the senate and four representatives, 
two from each political party, to be appointed by the 
speaker of the house of representatives. 

Members shall be appointed on or before June 30, 
197 1 ,  in the odd-numbered years to serve two year 
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terms. Membership shall not be dependent upon con­
tinuation in office. 

The initial meeting of the committee shall be held 
within sixty days of appointment, and shall be called by 
the chairman of the senate revenue and taxation com­
mittee, who shall act as temporary chairman. At such 
first meeting the committee shall elect a chairman and a 
vice-chairman. The chairman shall appoint a secretary 
and such other staff as the members of the committee 
deem necessary. 

Members of the committee shall receive allowance 
while attending meetings of the committee or while en­
gaged in other committee business in the amount pro­
vided in RCW 44.04. 120 as now or hereafter amended. 
All expenses incurred by the committee or the members 
thereof shall be paid on voucher forms signed by the 
chairman of the committee. Vouchers should be drawn 
on funds appropriated generally by the legislatu�e or on 
any special appropriation which may be provtded by 
the legislature for the expenses of the committee . 

The committee is authorized to appoint such citizen 
subcommittees as it deems appropriate. The members 
of the subcommittees shall receive no compensation but 
shall receive per diem in an amount not to exceed 
twenty-five dollars per day while attending to the busi­
ness of the commission and their necessary travel ex­
penses. Payment of per diem and expenses shall be 
made upon vouchers approved by the chairman of the 
committee. 

The committee may select and retain such consult­
ants and research organizations as necessary to assist 
the committee in any of its functions. 

Duties and responsibilities of the committee shall in­
clude, without limitation, the following: 

( I )  A continuing study and analysis of the present 
and alternative systems of taxation of property within 
the state of Washington. 

(2) An investigation of the impact of property taxa­
tion on individuals, business and types of property. 

(3) A continuing review of the provisions of *this 
197 1  amendatory act and the implementation thereof to 
determine the need for any revision. 

( 4) An evaluation of the present administrative-judi­
cial appeal procedure in order to determine whether 
taxpayers have ready and inexpensive access to effective 
legal remedies. 

(5) A continuation of studies regarding property tax 
exemptions and the tax loss sustained by local commu­
nities by reason of such exemptions. 

(6) An examination of the organization and operation 
of all taxing districts, and the administration of the 
property tax. 

(7) An analysis of the methods of determining county 
ratios. 

(8) An exploration of the feasibility of deferral of 
property taxes for senior citizens, comparing methods 
and effects of such program as used in other states. 

(9) A review of the effect of the present property tax 
system of taxation of farms and farm lands, including 
the study of an alternative tax based upon the income 
derived from the use of farm lands. 
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( 10) Any other matters referred to the committee by 
the legislature. 

The committee shall report its findings and recom­
mendations to the 1973 session of the legislature by the 
second Monday of January, 1973, and to each session 
of the legislature thereafter at the same time. [ 197 1  ex.s.

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84.1 2.200 Definitions. For the purposes of this 
chapter and unless otherwise required by the context : 

( 1 )  "Commission" without other designation means 
the tax commission of the state of Washington. 

(2) "Railroad company" shall mean and include any 
person owning or operating a railroad, street railway, 
suburban railroad or interurban railroad in this state, 
whether its line of railroad be maintained at the surface, 
or above or below the surface of the earth, or by what­
ever power its vehicles are transported; or owning any 
station, depot, terminal or bridge for railroad purposes, 
as owner, lessee or otherwise.

mitting, distributing or generating electrical energy for 
light, heat or power for compensation as owner, lessee 
or otherwise. 

(6) "Telegraph company" shall mean and include any 
person owning, controlling, operating or managing any 
telegraph or cable line in this state, with appliances for 
the transmission of messages, and engaged in the busi­
ness of furnishing telegraph service for compensation, 
as owner, lessee or otherwise. 

(7) "Telephone company" shall mean and include 
any person owning, controlling, operating or managing 
real or personal property, used or to be used for or in 
connection with or to facilitate the transmission of 
communication by telephone in this state through 
owned or controlled exchanges and/ or switchboards, 
and engaged in the business of furnishing telephonic 
communication for compensation as owner, lessee or 
otherwise.

opportunity of making such showing with respect there­
to, as he may desire; the phrase "tax commission" shall 
mean the tax commission of the state of Washington; 
the term "person" shall import both the singular and 
plural as the case may demand, or as shall be applica­
ble, and shall include individuals, copartnerships, cor­
porations, and unincorporated societies and 
associations. [ 1 96 1  c 15 § 84.24.0 10.

84.24.020 Relisting for claimed error in taxation. 
Whenever it is alleged in any protest accompanying the 
payment of taxes heretofore or hereafter filed with any 
county or state board or officer, or in any petition or 
complaint heretofore or hereafter served or filed in any 
court for or on behalf of such taxpayer that any error in 
taxation has occurred in the assessment or taxation, or 
reassessment or retaxation, heretofore or hereafter made 
of any property taxable in this state, and that such as­
sessment or reassessment or tax is excessive or void in 
whole or in part, such property may forthwith, in the 
manner provided in this chapter, be relisted, revalued, 
reassessed and retaxed for the year or years in the as­
sessment and taxation, or reassessment and retaxation, 
of which such error or errors in taxation are so alleged 
to have been made. One or more reassessments shall 
not exhaust the assessing officials' power to reassess, 
where authority to make a further reassessment is given 
by judicial decree. [ 196 1 c 1 5  § 84.24.020.

scribed", shall describe such property with the same 
particularity as the same is required by law to be de­
scribed upon the assessment rolls, and shall give notice 
that at a time to be fixed in such notice (which time 
shall not be less than ten, nor more than thirty days af­
ter the date of the last publication of such notice here­
inafter provided), such tax commission will, at its office 
proceed to reassess and retax said property for the par­

The notice referred to in this section shall be served 
either ( 1 )  in the same manner as personal service of 
summons in civil actions is made, or (2) by depositing a 
true copy thereof in the United States post office at 
Olympia, Washington, securely wrapped and plainly 
addressed to such owner at his last known address.

and the same shall be entered and the tax extended by 
such assessor under an appropriate heading, in the as­
sessment rolls for the year or years for which such reas­
sessment is made, in the same manner as provided by 
existing law for the entry and extension of the original 
assessment of such property. If  the original assessment 
was made by the tax commission, the equalized valua­
tion of such property for the purpose of such reassess­
ment shall be forthwith entered by the tax commission 
under an appropriate heading, in its assessment rolls for 
the year or years for which such reassessment was 
made, and shall be apportioned to the county or coun­
ties, and certified to the county assessors of the proper

The aforesaid levy or levies shall also include .a prop­
er share of the interest paid out of said fund dunng said 
twelve months upon warrants issued against said fund, 
plus an additional amount not to exceed ten p�rcent of 
the total of the preceding items required to be mcluded 
in such levy or levies as such levying officers shall deem 
necessary to meet the obligations of such fund, taking 
into consideration the probable portions of such taxes 
that will not be collected or collectible during the year 
in which they are due and payable, and also any unob­

84.28.005 Purpose. Public welfare demands that 
steps be taken to encourage reforestation and to protect 
and promote the growth of new forests on lands chiefly 
valuable for that purpose in order that they may be re­
stored to the economic and industrial life of the state. 
To accomplish that end it is necessary that a system of 
taxation and assessment be devised for such lands, 
which will encourage the growth of new and immature 
forests on lands chiefly valuable for that purpose, and 
which will enable the owners thereof to bear the burden 
of taxation on such lands over the period of years nec­
essary to produce forests of commercial value. There­
fore, the state of Washington, through its legislature, 
hereby exercising its police and sovereign power, de­
clares and enacts that all logged-off or selectively har­
vested lands and all unforested lands chiefly valuable 
for the production and growth of forests and all lands 
growing immature forests and forests of no commercial 
value shall not be assessed or taxed at a rate which will 
discourage or hamper the growth of forests on such 
lands, but shall be assessed and taxed at such rate and 

in such manner that owners of such lands may be en­
couraged to reforest, protect and grow forests of com­
mercial value on such lands. [ 1 963 c 2 1 4  § I ;  1 96 1  c 1 5

84.28.006 Definitions. For the purposes of this 
chapter :

(3) The term selectively harvested lands as used. in 
this chapter shall mean lands devoted to �eforestation 
as set forth and defined in Article 7, SectiOn I of the 
Constitution of the state of Washington, as amended.

84.28.010 Lands to be classified. All lands lying west 
of the summit of the Cascade range of mountains which 
are unforested or upon which the forest crop is not ma­
ture in merchantable quantities and which by reason of 
location, topography and geological forma�ion are 
chiefly valuable for the purpose of developmg and 
growing forests may be classified as reforestation lands 
as hereinafter provided, and shall thereupon be taxed 
and assessed as in this chapter provided, and not 
otherwise. 

All lands lying east of the summit of t�e Cascade 
range of mountains which by reason of locatiOn, topog­
raphy and geological formation are chiefly valuable for 
and devoted to the growing of forests may be classified 
as reforestation lands as hereinafter provided and shall 
thereupon be taxed and assessed as in this chapter pro­
vided, and not otherwise, and such lands may include 
lands upon which a present forest crop is being grown, 
which have been logged off in whole or selectively har­
vested leaving a residual stand and making provision 
for the continuous production of forest products con­
sistent with sound forestry practices. 

No land shall be classified as reforestation land here­
under which was valued and assessed for its forest 
growth on the 1930 tax rolls, without approval of the 
board of county commissioners of the county in which 
said land is located, or until after said lands have been 
cut over and the timber cut and removed in western 
Washington, or which have been logged off in whole or 
selectively harvested in eastern Washington as provided 
in the two preceding paragraphs set forth in this sec­
tion. [ 1 963 c 2 1 4  § 3 ;  196 1  c 1 5  § 84.28.0 10.

84.28.020 Classification procedure-Review by tax 
commission. The owner of any lands eligible for classifi­
cation under this chapter may apply in writing to the 
department of natural resources for the classification of 
any such lands as reforestation lands. The application 
shall contain a list of such lands by county, giving the 
legal description thereof by government legal subdivi­
sion, in tracts not smaller than a forty acre tract or 
government lot. At the time of filing the application 
with the department, the owner shall also file a copy 
thereof with the assessor of each county wherein such 
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lands are situated along with a list of such lands de­
scribed in the application. Within one hundred and 
twenty days following the filing of the application, a 
hearing on the proposed classification shall be held by 
the department at the court house in the county seat in 
each county of the state wherein any lands proposed for 
classification are situated. Notice of the hearing shall be 
given by the department by publication of a notice in at 
least two issues of a newspaper published and having 
general circulation in the county wherein such hearing 
is to be held. The notice shall specify the time, place 
and general purpose of the hearing and shall advise that 
a list of the lands proposed for classification as refores­
tation lands, with the legal description and the names of 
the owners, has been filed with the county assessor. The 
last publication of such notice shall be at least fifteen 
days prior to the date fixed for the hearing. The depart­
ment shall, on or before the date of the last publication 
of the notice, mail a copy thereof to the applicant, the 
county commissioners and the county assessor. At the 
hearing, the department shall hear objections to, and 
arguments for and against the proposed classification as 
to all, or any particular lands described on the list. Fol­
lowing the hearing the department shall reconsider the 
proposed list and classification and shall strike from the 
list any lands it determines are not suitable as refores­
tation lands and shall forward a list of such rejected 
lands to the land owner. The department shall, within 
thirty days following the conclusion of the hearing, file 
with the state tax commission and forward to the land 
owner and assessor a list of the lands by the respective 
counties determined by it to be qualified for classifica­
tion as reforestation lands, with description by govern­
ment legal subdivisions, and names and addresses of 
respective owners. 

The commission shall hold said list for a period of 
two weeks, during which time any taxpayer, or the 
county assessor, of the county in which the lands are 
located shall be entitled to file written objections with it 
to the classification as reforestation lands of any partic­
ular lands on such list. If any objection is filed the 
commission shall within thirty days after the receipt of 
the objection fix a date and hold a hearing thereon, and 
shall in writing notify the objector, the department, the 
assessor and the owner of the lands of the date fixed for 
the hearing and send a copy of the written objections to 
the department, land owner and assessor. At the hear­
ing the commission shall hear and consider evidence 
offered by the department, owner, assessor or objector 
as to the nature and character of such lands, and from 
such evidence shall determine whether the lands shall 
be classified as reforestation lands; and if the commis­
sion determines that the lands are not suitable for re­
forestation and should not be classified as reforestation 
lands, it shall cause such lands to be stricken from the 
list. I f  no objections are filed to the classification of any 
lands on such list or if objections are filed and after 
hearing are overruled, the commission shall forthwith 
enter an order approving the list as filed; and if, fol­
lowing a hearing on objections to classification as to 
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any particular lands on the list, the commission deter­
mines that the particular lands are not properly classi­
fied as reforestation lands, it shall within thirty days 
after the close of the hearing enter an order to that ef­
fect and shall strike such lands from the list, and enter 
an order approving the list with such lands stricken 
therefrom. Upon entry of the order the commission 
shall, within a period of ten days, at its expense, cause a 
certified copy thereof, together with the approved list to 
be recorded in the office of the auditor of the county in 
which the lands are situated, and shall forward one cer­
tified copy thereof, together with the approved list, to 
the assessor of the county wherein the lands are situat­
ed, one copy to the department, and one copy of its or­
der to the owner, with a list only of lands in which he 
has an interest; and thereupon the lands described on 
such list shall be classified as reforestation lands. [ 1963 
c 2 14 § 4; 196 1  c 1 5  § 84.28.020.

Whenever 
the department or county assessor of the county in 
which classified lands are situated believes that any 
lands classified as reforestation lands are not being pro­
tected as provided by law, or the lands become more 
valuable for some other purpose, or are not being used 
primarily for forest crop production, the department or 
county assessor may petition the commission to remove 
such lands from classification as reforestation lands. 
The petition shall describe the lands by government le­
gal subdivisions and shall set forth the name of the 
owner thereof, and the grounds and reasons for which 
such removal is sought. The commission shall within 
sixty days after filing of the petition fix a time and place 
and shall hold a hearing on the petition and shall mail a 
copy of the notice thereof, together with a copy of the 
petition, to the owner at his address as shown by the 
records of the county treasurer's office at least thirty 
days prior to the date set for the hearing. At the time 
and place fixed for the hearing the commission shall 
hold a hearing on the petition and shall receive evi­
dence offered by the owner, the department or county 
assessor for and against the petition. Upon the conclu­
sion of the hearing the commission shall within fifteen 
days thereafter determine whether such lands shall be 
removed from classification as reforestation lands, and 
shall enter an order accordingly. Within ten days after 
issuance of the order, one certified copy of such order 
shall be forwarded by the commission to the county as­
sessor of the county in which the lands are situated, one 
to the owner and one to the department, and the com­
mission shall, at its own expense, cause a certified copy 
of such order, together with a list of the lands covered 
thereby, to be recorded in the office of the auditor of

Whenever any lands previously 
classified as reforestation lands shall be or become more 
valuable for some other purpose and twenty-five tax­
payers of the county in which the lands are situated file 
a petition with the commission, alleging such to be the 
case, the commission shall fix a date for hearing on the 
petition and shall in writing notify the taxpayers by 
mailing notice thereof directed to the taxpayers at the 
address shown on the petition; and shall likewise, at 
least thirty days prior to the hearing date, notify the 
department, the assessor and the owners of the lands 
involved, by mailing a notice of the hearing with a copy 
of the petition to them directed to their respective ad­
dresses. At the hearing the petitioners, the department, 
the assessor and the owners shall be entitled to offer 
evidence bearing upon the question of the value of such 
lands for reforestation and other purposes. The com­
mission from the evidence shall determine whether the 
lands are more valuable for some other purpose than 
for reforestation; and if it so determines it shall enter an 
order to that effect and thereupon the lands shall be re­
moved from classification as reforestation lands. Upon 
entry of an order by the commission, as provided for in 
this section, the commission shall, at its own expense, 
cause a certified copy thereof, together with a list of the 
lands covered thereby, to be recorded in the office of 
the auditor of the county in which the lands are situat­
ed and a certified copy thereof shall also be mailed to 
the owner. [ 1 963 c 214  § 6; 1 96 1  c 1 5  § 84.28.060.

84.28.063 Removal from classification--Petition of 
owner. The owner may at any time cause any of his 
lands classified under this chapter to be removed from 
such classification by filing written notice to that effect 
with the county assessor of the county in which such 
lands are situate, which notice shall describe the lands 
to be removed, giving the legal description thereof by 
government legal subdivision. Copy of such notice shall 
also be filed with the department, the commission and 
the county auditor of the county in which the lands are 
situated. Upon receipt from the county treasurer of evi­
dence of payment of the yield taxes imposed by RCW 
84.28.065, the commission shall issue an order removing 
said lands from classification, and such lands shall 
thereby be removed from classification as reforestation 
lands as of the first day of January next following the 
date of issuance of such order, and shall cease to be as­
sessed and taxed as such and shall be free from any lien 
for unpaid taxes due or assessable under this chapter 
except as provided in RCW 84.28.065. [ 1 963 c 214  § 7.] 

84.28.065 Taxation upon removal of land from classi­
fication--Effective date of classification and removal 
orders. Whenever any land is removed from classifica­
tion as reforestation land it shall thereafter be assessed 
and taxed without regard to the provisions of this 
chapter, and there shall thereupon become due and 
owing to the county in which such land is situated the 
taxes set forth in this section. 

(a) A yield tax equal to twelve and one-half percent 
of the value of the timber or forest crop remaining on 
the land, based upon full current stumpage rates fixed 
by the assessor: Provided, That whenever, within a pe­
riod of twelve years following the classification of any 
lands as reforestation lands, any such lands shall be re­
moved from classification, the owner thereof shall be 
required to pay a yield tax upon the timber of one per­
cent for each year that has expired from the date of 
such classification until such removal from 
classification. 

(b) A sum of money equivalent to the amount, if any, 
by which the tax paid on the land and forest crop be­
cause of classification under this chapter is less than the 
tax paid during the same period on similar land and 
forest crop that was not classified. 

The assessor shall prepare a roll of lands to be re­
moved from classification and shall extend against such 
lands the taxes computed as provided in this section, 
and shall forthwith transmit to the county treasurer a 
record of such taxes; and the county treasurer shall 
thereupon enter the amount of such taxes upon his re­
cords against such lands and their owner; and such 
taxes shall thereupon become a lien against such lands 
and timber and also against any forest material that 
may be cut thereon and against any other real or per­
sonal property owned by such owner. Such taxes shaH 
become delinquent on the fifteenth day of March next 
following the effective date of the commission's order. 
The lien of such taxes shaH be superior, and shaH be 
enforceable, in the same manner and to the same effect 
as provided in RCW 84.28. 140 for collection of yield 
taxes on materials removed from classified lands: Pro­
vided, That payment of such taxes shaH be a condition 
precedent to issuance of an order removing lands from 
classification pursuant to provisions of RCW 84.28.063 : 
Provided further, That an order classifying lands or re­
moving lands from classification shall not be retroac­
tive, but the effective date of such order shall not be 
earlier than the first day of January next following the 
date of issuance of such order. [ 1 963 c 214  § 8.] 

84.28.080 Court review. Whenever the department 
or the department of revenue shall enter an order or 
decision with respect to classification or declassification 
of forest lands under this chapter, the owner of such 
lands, the department, the county assessor of the county 
in which such lands are located, or the taxpayers in a 
case arising under RCW 84.28.060, may, within thirty 
days following the entry of such order or decision, ap­
peal to the superior court of the county within which 
such lands are situated for a review of the order or de­
cision of the department or of the department of reve­
nue. The appeal shaH be perfected in the same manner 
as is provided by law for appeals from decisions of the 
department of revenue. Upon such appeal, the superior 
court shall sit without a jury, shall receive evidence de 
novo and shall determine the correct classification of 
the lands involved in accordance with the requirements 
of this chapter. The decision of the superior court shaH 
be subject to appeal and review in the supreme court or 
the court of appeals in the same manner and by the

finds that : 

( I )  The public welfare requires that this state's system 
for taxation of timber and forest lands be modernized 
to assure the citizens of this state and its future genera­
tions the advantages to be derived from the continuous 
production of timber and forest products from the sig­
nificant area of privately owned forests in this state. It 
is this state's policy to encourage forestry and restock­
ing and reforesting of such forests so that present and

(4) For these reasons it is desirable, in exercise of the 
powers to promote the general welfare and to impose

Ex­
cept as provided in subsection (5) of this sectiOn, a 
compensating tax shall be imposed which shall be due 
and payable to the county treasurer on or before AJ?ril

such assessment date, the assessor shall compute the 
amount of such compensating tax and mail notice to 
the owner of the amount thereof and the date on which 
payment is due. The amount of such compensating tax 
shall be equal to : 

(a) The difference between the amount of tax last 
levied on such land as forest land and an amount equal 
to the new assessed valuation of such land multiplied 
by the dollar rate of the last levy extended against such 
land, multiplied by 

(b) A number, in no event greater than ten, equal to 
the number of years for which such land was designated 
as forest land. 

(4) Any compensating tax unpaid on its due date 
shall thereupon become delinquent and together with 
applicable interest thereon, shall as of said date become 
a lien on such land which shall have priority to and 
shall be fully paid and satisfied before any recogni­
zance, mortgage, judgment, debt, obligation or respon­
sibility to or with which such land may become charged 
or liable. Such lien may be foreclosed upon expiration 
of the same period after delinquency and in the same 
manner provided by law for foreclosure of liens for de­
linquent real property taxes as provided in RCW 84.64-
.050. From the date of delinquency until paid, interest 
shall be charged at the same rate applied by law to de­
linquent ad valorem property taxes. 

(5) The compensating tax specified in subsection (3) 
of this section shall not be imposed if the removal of 
designation pursuant to subsection ( 1 )  of this section 
resulted solely from: 

(a) Transfer to a government entity in exchange for 
other forest land located within the state of 
Washington; 

(b) A taking through the exercise of the power of 
eminent domain, or sale or transfer to an entity having 
the power of eminent domain in anticipation of the ex­
ercise of such power; 
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(c) Sale or transfer of land within two years after the 
death of the owner of at least a fifty percent interest in

The value of forest land en­
tered on the assessment and tax rolls of any county 
shall include only the value of the land and shall not 
include any value attributable to any timber thereon.

84.33.160 Classifications under chapters 84.28 and 
84.32 RCW. Land approved for classification pursuant 
to RCW 84.28.020 or RCW 84.32.030 prior to May 2 1 ,

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84.34.010  Legislative declaration. The legislature 
hereby declares that it is in the best interest of the state 
to maintain, preserve, conserve and otherwise continue 
in existence adequate open space lands for the produc­
tion of food, fiber and forest crops, and to assure the 
use and enjoyment of natural resources and scenic 
beauty for the economic and social well-being of the 
state and its citizens. The legislature further declares 
that assessment practices must be so designed as to 
permit the continued availability of open space lands 
for these purposes, and it is the intent of this chapter so 
to provide. The legislature further declares its intent 
that farm and agricultural lands shall be valued on the 
basis of their value for use as authorized by section I I

84.34.020 Definitions. As used in this chapter, unless 
a different meaning is required by the context: 

( 1 )  "Open space land" means (a) any land area so 
designated by an official comprehensive land use plan 
adopted by any city or county and zoned accordingly 
or (b) any land area, the preservation of which in its 
present use would (i) conserve and enhance natural or 
scenic resources, or (ii) protect streams or water supply, 
(iii) promote conservation of soils, wetlands, beaches or 
tidal marshes, or (iv) enhance the value to the public of 
abutting or neighboring parks, forests, wildlife pre­
serves, nature reservations or sanctuaries or other open 
space, or (v) enhance recreation opportunities, or (vi) 
preserve historic sites, or (vii) retain in its natural state 
tracts of land not less than five acres situated in an ur­
ban area and open to public use on such conditions as 
may be reasonably required by the legislative body 
granting the open space classification. 

(2) "Farm and agricultural land" means either (a) 
land in any contiguous ownership of twenty or more 
acres devoted primarily to the production of livestock 
or agricultural commodities for commercial purposes; 
(b) any parcel of land five acres or more but less than 
twenty acres devoted primarily to agricultural uses, 
which has produced a gross income from agricultural 
uses equivalent to one hundred dollars or more per acre 
per year for three of the five calendar years preceding 
the date of application for classification under this 

chapter; or (c) any parcel of land of less than five acres 
devoted primarily to agricultural uses which has pro­
duced a gross income of one thousand dollars or more 
per year for three of the five calendar years preceding 
the date of application for classification under this 
chapter. Agricultural lands shall also include farm 
woodlots of less than twenty and more than five acres 
and the land on which appurtenances necessary to the 
production, preparation or sale of the agricultural pro­
ducts exist in conjunction with the lands producing 
such products. Agricultural lands shall also include any 
parcel of land of one to five acres, which is not contig­
uous, but which otherwise constitutes an integral part of 
farming operations being conducted on land qualifying 
under this section as "farm and agricultural lands". 

(3) "Timber land" means land in any contiguous 
ownership of five or more acres which is devoted pri­
marily to the growth and harvest of forest crops and 
which is not classified as reforestation land pursuant to 
chapter 84.28 RCW, or as land classified for deferred 
taxation under chapter 84.32 RCW. Timber land means 
the land only. 

(4) "Current" or "currently" means as of the date on 
which property is to be listed and valued by the county 
assessor. 

(5) "Owner" means the party or parties having the fee 
interest in land, except that where land is subject to real 
estate contract "owner" shall mean the contract vendee. 

(6) "Contiguous" means land adjoining and touching 
other property held by the same ownership. Land di­
vided by a public road, but otherwise an integral part of 
a farming operation, shall be considered contiguous. 
[ 1 973 1 st ex.s. c 2 1 2  § 2; 1970 ex.s. c 87 § 2.] 

84.34.030 Applications for current use classifica­
tion--Forms--Fee Times for making. An owner 
of agricultural land desiring current use classification 
under subsection (2) of RCW 84.34.020 shall make ap­
plication to the county assessor upon forms prepared by 
the state department of revenue and supplied by the 
county assessor. An owner of open space or timber land 
desiring current use classification under subsections ( 1 )  
and (3) o f  RCW 84.34.020 shall make application to the 
county legislative authority upon forms prepared by the 
state department of revenue and supplied by the county 
assessor. The application shall be accompanied by a 
reasonable processing fee if such processing fee is es­
tablished by the city or county legislative authority but 
that such fee may not exceed thirty dollars for each ap­
plication : Provided, That if the application is not ap­
proved, then the application fee shall be returned to the 
applicant. Said application shall require only such in­
formation reasonably necessary to properly classify an 
area of land under *this 1 973 amendatory act with a 
notarized verification of the truth thereof and shall in­
clude a statement that the applicant is aware of the po­
tential tax liability involved when such land ceases to 
be designated as open space, farm and agricultural or 
timber land. Applications must be made during the cal­
endar year preceding that in which such classification is 
to begin. The assessor shall make necessary informa­
tion, including copies of this chapter and applicable 
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regulations, readily available to interested parties, and 
shall render reasonable assistance to such parties upon

84.34.035 Applications for current use classifica­
tion--Approval or denial--Appeal--Duties of as­
sessor upon approval. The assessor shall act upon the 
application for current use classification of farm and 
agricultural lands under subsection (2) of RCW 84.34-
.020, with due regard to all relevant evidence. The ap­
plication shall be deemed to have been approved unless, 
prior to the first day of May of the year after such ap­
plication was mailed or delivered to the assessor, he 
shall notify the applicant in writing of the extent to 
which the application is denied. An owner who receives 
notice that his application has been denied may appeal 
such denial to the county legislative authority. Within 
ten days following approval of the application, the as­
sessor shall submit notification of such approval to the 
county auditor for recording in the place and manner 
provided for the public recording of state tax liens on 
real property.

84.34.037 Applications for current use classifica­
tion--To whom made--Factors-Review. Appli­
cations for classification under RCW 84.34.020 
subsection ( 1) or (3) shall be made to the county legis­
lative authority. An application made for classification 
of land under RCW 84.34.020 subsection ( l )(b), or (3) 
which is in an area subject to a comprehensive plan 
shall be acted upon in the same manner in which an 
amendment to the comprehensive plan is processed. 
Application made for classification of land which is in 
an area not subject to a comprehensive plan shall be 
acted upon after a public hearing and after notice of the 
hearing shall have been given by one publication in a 
newspaper of general circulation in the area at least ten

the land will ( 1 )  conserve or enhance natural or scenic 
resources, (2) protect streams or water supplies, (3) pro­
mote conservation of soils, wetlands, beaches or tidal 
marshes, (4) enhance the value of abutting or neighbor­
ing parks, forests, wildlife preserves, nature reservations, 
sanctuaries, or other open spaces, (5) enhance recre­
ation opportunities, (6) preserve historic sites, (7) affect 
any other factors relevant in weighing benefits to the 
general welfare of preserving the current use of the 
property against the potential loss in revenue which 
may result from granting the application: Provided, 
That the granting authority may approve the applica­
tion with respect to only part of the land which is the 
subject of the application: Provided further, That if any 
part of the application is denied, the applicant may 
withdraw the entire application: And provided further, 
That the granting authority in approving in part or 
whole an application for land classified pursuant to 
RCW 84.34.020( 1 )  or (3) may also require that certain 
conditions be met, including but not limited to the 
granting of easements: And provided further, That the 
granting or denial of the application for current use 
classification is a legislative determination and shall be 
reviewable only for arbitrary and capricious actions.

84.34.050 Notice of approval or disapproval--Pro­
cedure when approval granted. ( I )  The granting authori­
ty shall immediately notify the county assessor and the 
applicant of its approval or disapproval which shall in 
no event be more than six months from the receipt of 
said application. No land other than farm and agricul­
tural land shall be considered qualified under this 
chapter until an application in regard thereto has been 
approved by the appropriate legislative authority.

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84.34.060 Determination of true and fair value of 
classified land-Computation of assessed value. In de­
termining the true and fair value of open space land 
and timber land, which has been classified as such un­
der the provisions of this chapter, the assessor shall 
consider only the use to which such property and im­
provements is currently applied and shall not consider 
potential uses of such property. The assessor shall com­
pute the assessed value of such property by using the 
same assessment ratio which he applies generally in 
computing the assessed value of other property: Pro­
vided, That the assessed valuation of open space land 
with no current use shall not be less than that which 
would result if it were to be assessed for agricultural

84.34.065 Determination of true and fair value of 
farm and agricultural land-Computation--Defini­
tions. The true and fair value of farm and agricultural 
land shall be determined by consideration of the earn­
ing or productive capacity of comparable lands from 
crops grown most typically in the area averaged over 
not less than five years, capitalized at indicative rates. 
The earning or productive capacity of farm and agri­
cultural lands shall be the "net cash rental",  capitalized 
at a "rate of interest" charged on long term loans se­
cured by a mortgage on farm or agricultural land plus a 
component for property taxes. 

For the purposes of the above computation: 
( I )  The term "net cash rental" shall mean the average 

rental paid on an annual basis, in cash or its equivalent, 
for the land being appraised and other farm and agri­
cultural land of similar quality and similarly situated 
that is available for lease for a period of at least three 
years to any reliable person without unreasonable re­
strictions on its use for production of agricultural crops. 
There shall be allowed as a deduction from the rental 
received or computed any costs of crop production 
charged against the landlord if the costs are such as are 
customarily paid by a landlord. If "net cash rental" 
data is not available, the earning or productive capacity 
of farm and agricultural lands shall be determined by 
the cash value of typical or usual crops grown on land 
of similar quality and similarly situated averaged over 
not less than five years. Standard costs of production 
shall be allowed as a deduction from the cash value of 
the crops. 

The current "net cash rental" or "earning capacity" 
shall be determined by the assessor with the advice of 
the advisory committee as provided in RCW 84.34. 145, 
and through a continuing study within his office, assist­
ed by studies of the department of revenue. This net 
cash rental figure as it applies to any farm and agricul­
tural land may be challenged before the same boards or 
authorities as would be the case with regard to assessed 
values on general property. 

(2) The term "rate of interest" shall mean the rate of 
interest charged by the farm credit administration and 
other large financial institutions regularly making loans 
secured by farm and agricultural lands through mort­
gages or similar legal instruments, averaged over the 
immediate past five years. 

The "rate of interest" shall be determined annually 
by the revenue department of the state of Washington, 
and such determination shall be published not later 
than January I of each year for use in that assessment 
year. The determination of the revenue department may 
be appealed to the state board of tax appeals by any 
owner of farm or agricultural land or the assessor of 
any county containing farm and agricultural land. 

(3) The "component for property taxes" shall be a 
percentage equal to the estimated millage rate times the 
legal assessment ratio. [ 1 973 1 st ex.s. c 2 1 2  § 10.] 

84.34.070 Withdrawal from classification. When land 
has once been classified under this chapter, it shall re­
main under such classification and shall not be applied 
to other use for at least ten years from the date of clas­
sification and shall continue under such classification 
until and unless withdrawn from classification after no­
tice of request for withdrawal shall be made by the 
owner. During any year after eight years of the initial 
ten-year classification period have elapsed, notice of 
request for withdrawal of all or a portion of the land, 
which shall be irrevocable, may be given by the owner 
to the county assessor or assessors of the county or 
counties in which such land is situated.

RCW 84.34.060 or 84.34.065 until removal of all or a 
portion of such designation by the assessor upon occur­
rence of any of the following:

(2) Within thirty days after such removal of all or a 
portion of such land from current use classification, the 
assessor shall notify the owner in writing, setting forth 
the reasons for such removal.

(3) Unless the removal is reversed on appeal, the as­
sessor shall revalue the affected land with reference to 
full market value on the date of removal from classifi­
cation. Both the assessed valuation before and after the 
removal of classification shall be listed and taxes shall 
be allocated according to that part of the year to which 
each assessed valuation applies.

(b) Interest upon the amounts of such additi�nal tax 
paid at the same statutory rate charged on delinquent 
property taxes from the dates on which such additional 
tax could have been paid without penalty if the land 
had been assessed at a value without regard to this 
chapter. 

(4) Any additional tax unpaid on its due �ate sha�l 
thereupon become delinquent and together wtth apph­
cable interest thereon, shall as of said date become a 
lien on such land which shall have priority to and shall 
be fully paid and satisfied before any recognizance, 
mortgage, judgment, debt, obligation or responsibility 
to or with which such land may become charged or lia­
ble.

reasonable restrictions designed for its protection; or

partment of the United States government, for the 
pur�hase thereof by t�e state, a city or a county, or the 
Umted States, at a pnce not exceeding the lesser of the

shipments of such merchandise by the taxpayer during 
the preceding year from that stock. As used in this sec­
tion, the word "merchandise" means goods, wares, 
merchandise or material which were not manufactured 
in this state by the taxpayer and which were acquired 
by him (in any other manner whatsoever, including 
manufacture by him outside of this state) for the pur­
pose of sale or shipment in substantially the same form 
in which they were acquired by him within this state or 
were brought into this state by him. Breaking of pack­
ages or of bulk shipments, packaging, repackaging, la­
beling or relabeling shall not be considered as a change 
in form within the meaning of this section. A taxpayer 
who has made no shipments of merchandise, either out­
of-state or in-state, during the preceding year, may 
compute the percentage to be applied to the stock of 
merchandise on the basis of his experience from March 
I of the preceding year to the last day of February of 
the current year. in lieu of computing the percentage on 
the basis of his experience during the preceding year.

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All rights, title or interest in or to any aircraft parts, 
equipment. furnishings. or accessories (but not engines 
or major structural components) which are manufac­
tured outside of the state of Washington and are owned 
by purchasers of the aircraft constructed, under con­
struction or to be constructed in the state of 
Washington, and are shipped into the state of 
Washington for installation in or use in connection with

(3) The person claiming the exemption must have 
been sixty-two years of age or older on January l st of 
the year in which the exemption claim is filed, or must 
have been, at the time of filing, retired from regular 
gainful employment by reason of physical disability. 

(4) The amount that the person shall be exempt from 
an obligation to pay shall be calculated, on the basis of 
the combined income, from all sources whatsoever, of 
the person claiming the exemption and his or her 
spouse for the preceding calendar year, in accordance 
with the following schedule:

GENERAL PROVISIONS

(3) "Hospital" means any portion of a hospital build­
ing, or other buildings in connection therewith, used as 
a residence for persons engaged or employed in the op­
eration of a hospital, or operated as a portion of the 
hospital unit ;  

(4) "Nonprofit" means an organization, association 
or corporation no part of the income of which is paid 
directly or indirectly to its members, stockholders, offi­
cers, directors or trustees except in the form of services 
rendered by the organization, association, or corpora­
tion in accordance with its purposes and bylaws and the 
salary or compensation paid to officers of such organi­
zation, association or corporation is for actual services 
rendered and compares to the salary or compensation 
of like positions within the public services of the state; 

(5) "Parsonage' '  means a residence occupied by a 
clergyman who is designated for a particular congrega­
tion and who holds regular services therefor. [ 1 973 2nd

(c) The facilities and services are available to all re­
gardless of race, color, national origin or ancestry; 

(d) The organization, association, or corporation is 
duly licensed or certified where such licensing or certifi­
cation is required by law or regulation; 

(e) Property sold to organizations, associations, or 
corporations with an option to be repurchased by the 
seller shall not qualify for exempt status; 

(f) The director of the department of revenue shall 
have access to its books in order to determine whether 
such organization, association, or corporation is exempt 
from taxes within the intent of RCW 84.36.030, 84.36-
.040, 84.36.050 and 84.36.060. [ 1 973 2nd ex.s. c 40 § 7.] 

8436.810 Cessation of use under which exemption 
granted. Upon cessation of a use under which an ex­
emption has been granted pursuant to RCW 84.36.030,

(4) A natural disaster such as a flood, windstorm, 
earthquake, or other such calamity rather than by virtue 
of the act of the organization, association, or corpora­
tion changing the use of such property; 

(5) Relocation of the activity and use of another lo­
cation or _ _ s�te except for undeveloped properties of 
camp facilities exempted under RCW 84.36.030. [ 1973

(3) It is in the public interest that forest valuation and 
taxation policy encourage and permit timberland own­
ers to manage their lands to sustain maximum produc­
tion of raw materials for the forest industry, to maintain 
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other public benefits, and to maintain a stable and eq­
uitable tax base. 

(4) Forest management entails continuous and accu­
mulative burdens of taxes, protection, management 
costs, interest on investment, and risks of loss from fire, 
insects, disease and the elements over long periods of 
time prior to harvest and realization of income. 

(5) Existing timberland valuation and taxation proce­
dures under the general property tax system are consis­
tent with the public interest and the public policy herein 
set forth only when due consideration and recognition 
is given to all relevant factors in determining the true 
and fair value in money of each tract or lot of 
timberland. 

(6) To assure equality and uniformity of taxation of 
timberland, uniform principles should be applied for 
determining the true and fair value in money of such 
timberlands, taking into account all pertinent factors 
such as regional differences in species and growing 
conditions. 

(7) The true and fair value in money of timberlands 
must be determined through application of sound valu­
ation principles based upon the highest and best use of 
such properties. The highest and best use of timber­
lands, whether cut-over, selectively harvested, or con­
taining merchantable or immature timber, is to manage, 
protect and harvest them in a manner which will realize 
the greatest economic value and assure the maximum 
continuous supply of forest products. This requires that 
merchantable timber originally on timberlands be har­
vested gra�ually to maintain a continuous supply until 
immature timber reaches the optimum age or size for 
harvesting, that immature timber on timberlands be 
managed and protected for extensive periods until it 
reaches such optimum age or size and that such tim­
berlands be continually restocked as harvested. 

(8) Reforestation entails an integrated forest manage­
ment program which includes gradual harvesting of ex­
isting merchantable timber, management and protection 
of immature timber during its growth cycle until it 
reaches the optimum size or age for harvesting and a 
continual preparation and restocking of areas after har­
vest. Such management of timberlands is now generally 
followed and practiced in this state and it is in the 
public interest that such management be continued and 
encouraged. 

(9) The prices at which merchantable timber is sold 
generally reflect values based upon immediate harvest­
ing, and the prices at which both merchantable and im­
mature timber are sold frequently reflect circumstances 
peculiar to the particular purchaser. Such prices gener­
ally make little or no allowance for the continuous and 
accumulative burdens of taxes, protection, management 
costs, interest on investment, and risks of loss from fire, 
insects, disease, and the elements which must be borne 
by the owner of timberlands over long periods of time 
prior to the time timber is harvested and income is re­
alized. Such prices do not, therefore, provide a reliable 
measure of the true and fair value in money. Accord­
ingly, both the public policy and the public interest of 

this state and sound principles of timber valuation re­
quire that in the determination of the true and fair val­
ue in money of such properties appropriate and full 
allowance be made for such continuous and accumula­
tive burdens over the period of time between assess­
ment and harvest. [ 1 963 c 249 § 3.] 

The assessor 
shall begin the preliminary work for each assessment 
not later than the first day of December of each year in 
all counties in the state.

The 
assessor shall on or before the l st day of January of 
each year mail a notice to all such persons at their last 
known address that such statement and list is required, 
such notice to be accompanied by the form on which 
the statement or list is to be made: Provided, That the 
notice mailed by the assessor to each taxpayer each 
year shall, if practicable, include the statement and list 
of personal property of the taxpayer for the preceding 
year. Upon receipt of such statement and list the asses­
sor shall thereupon determine the true and fair value of 
the property included in such statement and enter one 
hundred percent of the same in the assessment books 
opposite the name of the party assessed; and in making 
such entry in his assessment list, he shall give the name 
and post office address of the party listing the property, 
and if the party resides in a city the assessor shall give 
the street and number or other brief description of his 
residence or place of business.

84.40.045 Notice of change in valuation of real prop­
erty to be given taxpayer--Copy to person making 
payments pursuant to mortgage, contract or deed of 
trust--Procedure---Penalty. The assessor shall give 
notice of any change in the true and fair value of real 
property for the tract or lot of land and any improve­
ments thereon no later than thirty days after appraisal : 
Provided, That for appraisals made between December 
1 st and February 1 5 th notice shall not be sent out prior 
to March 1st :  Provided further, That no notice need be 
sent with respect to changes in valuation of forest land 
made pursuant to chapter 84.33 RCW.

They shall reduce the valuation of each tract 
or lot or item which in their opinion is returned above 
its true and fair value to such price or sum as they be­
lieve to be the true and fair value thereof. 

Third. They shall raise the valuation of each class of 
personal property which in their opinion is returned be­
low its true and fair value to such price or sum as they 
believe to be the true and fair value thereof, and they 
shall raise the aggregate value of the personal property 
of each individual whenever they believe that such ag­
gregate value is less than the true valuation of the tax­
able personal property possessed by such individual, to 
such sum or amount as they believe to be the true value 
thereof, after at least five days' notice shall have been 
given in writing to the owner or agent thereof. 

Fourth. They shall, upon complaint in writing of any 
party aggrieved, reduce the valuation of each class of 
personal property enumerated on the detail and assess­
ment list of the current year, which in their opinion is 
returned above its true and fair value, to such price or 
sum as they believe to be the true and fair value there­
of; and, upon like complaint, they shall reduce the ag­
gregate valuation of the personal property of such 
individual who, in their opinion, has been assessed at 
too large a sum, to such sum or amount as they believe 
was the true and fair value of his personal property. 

Fifth. The board may review all claims for either real 
or personal property tax exemption, and shall consider 
any taxpayer appeals from the decision of the assessor 
thereon to determine ( 1) if the taxpayer is entitled to an 
exemption, and (2) if so, the amount thereof. 

The clerk of the board shall keep an accurate journal

The county treasurer, or his deputy, shall tax 
the same fees for making the distraint and sale of goods 
and chattels for the payment of taxes as are allowed by 
law to sheriffs for making levy and sale of property on 
execution; traveling fees to be computed from the 
county seat of the county to the place of making dis­
traint. If the taxes for which such property is distrained, 
and the interest and costs accruing thereon, are not 
paid before the date appointed for such sale, which 
shall be not less than ten days after the taking of such 
property, such treasurer shall proceed to sell such prop­
erty at public auction, or so much thereof as shall be 
sufficient to pay such taxes, with interest and costs, and 
if there be any overplus of money arising from the sale

The 
court shall examine each application for judgment fore­
closing tax lien, and if defense (specifying in writing the 
particular cause of objection) be offered by any person 
interested in any of said lands or lots to the entry of 
judgment against the same, the court shall hear and de­
termine the matter in a summary manner, without other 
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pleadings, and shall pronounce judgment as the right of

Terms of office. The term of office of a district commis­
sioner shall be six years and until his successor is 
elected and qualified, except those chosen at the first 
election, which shall be: The one receiving the highest 
number of votes shall serve six years, the second high­
est, four years, and the third highest, two years. The 
next election shall be held on the fourth Tuesday of 
November in the even-numbered years, and biennially 
thereafter. The term of office shall begin on the first 
Monday of January next. 

The term of the commissioner elected to office in 
November, 1 954, shall be for six years. There shall be 
no general district election held in the year 1 955 and 
the commissioner whose term would have expired in 
1955, but for the provisions of chapter 84, Laws of 
1 953, shall continue in office until his successor is 
elected for a two year term at the general election to be 
held on the fourth Tuesday of November, 1 956. The 
commissioner whose term expires in 1 956 shall be 
elected for a six year term. 

The election shall be conducted by the board of 
commissioners of such district, who shall prepare the 
ballot therefor. The expenses of the election shall be 
defrayed by the district, and the judges, clerks, and in­
spectors of the election shall each receive two dollars 
per day for services so rendered. 

At least thirty days before the election the district 
commissioners shall post notice thereof in four public 
places in the district, and publish notice of the election 
at least once in a legal newspaper published in the dis­
trict, or if none is published therein, then in a legal 
newspaper in the county in which the district is situat­
ed. Such notice shall contain the names of the two 
judges and one inspector of the election, who shall be 
electors of the district appointed by the commissioners. 
The commissioners may declare the entire district as 
one precinct and shall designate in such notice the 
place of voting. If the district is large, the commission­
ers may designate in the notice of election the number 
and places of voting. 

The commissioners shall meet on the day following 
the election and canvass the votes, declare the results,

eminent domain, or otherwise, to acquire all necessary 
or needed rights of way in the straightening, deepening 
or widening of such rivers, watercourses or streams, and 
such auxiliary drains, ditches or canals hereinabove 
mentioned, and when so acquired shall have and are 
hereby given the right, power and authority, by and 
with the consent and approval of the United States 
government, in cases where such consent is necessary, 
to divert, alter or change the bed or course of any such 
river, watercourse or stream aforesaid, or to deepen or 
widen the same.

Verdict--Decree. Any or all of said defendants may 
appear jointly or separately, and admit or deny the _al­
legations of said petition, and plead any affirmative 
matter in defense thereof, at the time and place ap­
pointed for hearing said petition, or to which the same 
may have been adjourned. If the court or j udge thereof 
shall have satisfactory proof that all of the defendants 
in said action have been duly served with said sum­
mons, as above provided, and shall be further satisfied 
by competent proof that said improvement is practica­

In case a 
special jury is summoned, the cost thereof shall be 
taxed as part of the costs in the proceeding, and paid by 
the district seeking to appropriate said land, the same as 
other costs in the case; and no person shall be compe­
tent as a juror who is a resident of, or landowner in, the 
district seeking to appropriate said land.

Upon the filing of such petition, summons shall issue 
thereon and be served on the owners of all lands affect­
ed, in the same manner as summons is issued and 
served in original proceedings, as near as may be, and if 
such new lands lie within the boundaries of any other 
diking district, said summons shall also be served upon 
the commissioners of such other diking district. 

In case any of the new lands sought to be assessed in 
said proceeding lie within the boundaries of any other 
diking district, and the diking commissioners of such 
other district believe that the maintenance of the dike 
or dikes of such other district is benefiting lands within 
the district instituting the proceedings, said diking com­
missioners of such other districts shall intervene in such 
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proceedings by petition, setting forth the facts, describ­
ing the lands in the district instituting the proceeding 
which they believe are being benefited by the mainte­
nance of the diking system of their district, and praying 
that the benefits to such lands may be determined and 
such lands subjected to assessment for the further 
maintenance of the diking system of their district, to the

of compensation to be paid said district with whose

The commissioners hereinafter 
provided for and their successors in office shall, from 
the time of the organization of such drainage district, 
have the power, and it shall be their duty, to manage 
and conduct the business and affairs of the district, 
make and execute all necessary contracts, employ and 
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appoint such agents, officers and employees as may be 
required, and prescribe their duties, and perform such 
other acts as hereinafter provided, or that may hereafter 
be provided by law. [ 1 895 c 1 1 5 § I ;  RRS § 4298.

85.06.020 Petition-Contents--Bond. For the 
purpose of the formation of such drainage districts a 
petition shall be presented to the board of county com­
missioners of the county in which said proposed drain­
age district is located, which petition shall set forth the 
object for the creation of said district, the number of 
acres to be benefited by the proposed drainage system, 
shall designate the boundaries thereof, shall contain the 
names of all the freeholders residing within said pro­
posed district so far as known, a brief description of the 
proposed system of drainage, the designation of a good 
and sufficient outlet for the drainage of said district, 
which point of outlet may be within or without the 
boundaries of said district; the route over which said 
drainage system is to be constructed, together with the 
proposed spurs and branches, if any there may be, and 
the termini thereof, and shall set forth the further fact 
that the establishment of said district and the proposed 
system of drainage will be conducive to the public 
health, convenience and welfare, and increase the pub­
lic revenue, and that the establishment of said district 
and system of drainage will be of special benefit to the 
property included therein.

85.06.030 Petition to be published--Hearing-­

two successive issues of some weekly newspaper printed 
and published in said county, and in case no such 
newspaper be printed or published in such county, then 
in some such newspaper of general circulation therein, 
before the time at which the same is to be presented, 
together with a notice stating the time of the meeting at 
which the same shall be presented. When such petition 
is presented for hearing the board of county commis­
sioners shall hear the same, or may adjourn said hear­
ing from time to time, not exceeding one month in all;

Provided, That no changes shall be made by said board 
of county commissioners in said boundary lines so as to 
include any territory outside the boundaries described 
in said petition : Provided, further, That any person or 
persons owning land within the proposed boundaries, 
and who did not sign said petition, or any person, per­
sons or corporations owning land not included within 
the proposed boundaries, may file a petition with the 
board of county commissioners asking that the pro­
posed boundaries be extended so as to include other 
lands described therein; setting forth in said petition the 
reasons therefor: Provided, however, That no person, 
persons or corporations not owning lands included 
within the proposed boundaries, as originally petitioned 
for, shall have the right to file such petition unless they 
ask therein to have their own lands included within the 
proposed boundaries: Provided, further, That any cor­
poration owning land included within the boundaries 
described in the original petition, may also petition the 
board of county commissioners for an extension of the 
proposed boundaries : Provided, further, That the 
boundaries of any drainage district heretofore or here­
after established may be extended by the board of 
county commissioners so as to include other lands in 
said county upon petition signed by the owners of a 
majority of the acreage of said land within the proposed 
extension ; which said petition for extension shall set 
forth and contain with reference to the extension such 
matters and things and data so far as applicable, as is 
provided for in the petition required for presentation to 
the board of county commissioners for the purpose of 
the formation of the original drainage district: Provid­
ed, further, That all necessary expense incident to mak­
ing such extension, together with a proportionate share 
of the first cost of any drainage system existing in the 
original district at the time of making such extensions, 
shall be levied against and apportioned to the lands in­
cluded in such extension, as in this chapter provided. In 
such case the board of county commissioners shall give 
the like notice as provided for in this section of the 
hearing of the original petition, and the final hearing 
thereof may, in such case, be continued from time to 
time for a period not exceeding sixty days, and if upon 
final hearing the board of county commissioners deem 
it advisable, and to the best interest of all concerned 
t�ey m�y grant the _ prayer of such petitioner or peti� 
honers m whole or m part.

purpose of determining whet�er the same shall be orga­
nized under the provisions of this chapter as a drainage 
district of the state of Washington, and for the further 
purpose of choosing at such election three commission­

85.06.060 Election of district commtsstoners-­

Terms of office. See RCW 85.05.060. 

Reviser's note: It would appear that RCW 85.05.060 applies to 
drainage districts as well as to diking districts. The 194 1  Code Com­
mittee combined certain provisions of 1895 c 1 17 relating to diking 
districts with other identical provisions of 1 895 c 1 1 5 relating to 
drainage districts and published them as chapter 85.04 RCW "Part 
1-provisions relating to both diking and drainage districts". In 
furtherance of its program to restore RCW to session law language 
the Statute Law Committee, in the supplement dated 7/1161 ,  decodi­
fied chapter 85.04 RCW and codified 1895 c 1 17 relating to diking 
districts as chapter 85.05 RCW, and 1 895 c 1 1 5 relating to drainage 
districts as chapter 85.06 RCW. 

Included in old chapter 85.04 RCW was RCW 85.04.035 which 
combined the provisions of both 1 895 acts (as amended) relating to 
the election of district commissioners. This combined section was 
amended by 1953 c 84 § 1 ,  which probably had the effect of ratifying 
therein the combination of the two 1 895 session law sources, so that 
they are at present incapable of restoration as single separate sec­
tions; hence the text of RCW 85.04.035 was recodified as RCW 85-
.05.060 and the above cross reference section has been added to 
chapter 85.06 RCW. 

85.06.070 Eminent domain powers-Purchase of 
real property authorized. All drainage districts organized 
or that may hereafter be organized under the provisions 
of this chapter or the acts amendatory thereof shall 
have the right of eminent domain, with the power by 
and through its board of commissioners, to cause to be 
condemned and appropriated private property for the 
use of said corporation in the construction and mainte­
nance of a system or systems of drainage, and make

85.06.080 Commissioners-Powers and duties­

the executive officers thereof, with full power to bind 
said district by their acts in the performance of their 
duties as provided by law. In case of vacancy or vacan­

route and termini of said system, with a complete de­
scription thereof, together with specifications for its 
construction, with all necessary plats and plans thereof, 
with draughts of any artificial appliances or equipment 
necessary in aid thereof, together with the estimated 
cost of such proposed improvement, showing therein 
the names of the landowners whose lands are to be 
benefited by such proposed improvement; the number

fendants are required to appear (which shall be ten

certained by such deponent, service may be made by 
publication thereof in a newspaper published in the 
county where such lands are situated, once a week for 
three successive weeks; and in case no newspaper is 
published in such county, then such publication may be 
had in a newspaper published in the county nearest to 
the county in which lies the land sought to be appro­
priated, or which it is claimed will be benefited by said 
improvement. Such publication shall be deemed service 
upon each nonresident person or persons whose resi­
dence is unknown. Such summons may _be served by 
any competent person eighteen years of age or over.

Want 
of service of such notice shall render the subsequent 
proceedings void as to the person not served; but all 
persons or parties having been served with summons as 
herein provided, either by publication or otherwise, 
shall be bound by the subsequent proceedings. In all 
cases not otherwise provided for service of notice, order 
and other papers in the proceedings authorized by this 
chapter may be made as the superior court, or the judge 
thereof, may direct: Provided, That personal service 
upon any party outside of the state shall be of like ef­
fect as service by publication. ( 1 97 1  ex.s. c 292 § 57;

Verdict--Assessment of damages and benefits-De­
cree. Any or all of said defendants may appear jointly 
or separately and admit or deny the allegations of said 
petition and plead any affirmative matter in defense 
thereof at the time and place appointed for hearing said 
petition, or to which the same may have been ad­
journed. If the court or judge thereof shall have satis­
factory proof that all of the defendants in said action 
have been duly served with said summons, as above 
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provided, and shall be further satisfied by competent

roof that said improvement is practicable and condu­

Cive to the public health, welfare and convenience, and 
will increase the value of said lands for the purpose of 
public revenue, and that the contemplated use for 
which the land, real estate, premises or other property

struction of any drainage system, it appears that lands 
embraced therein have in fact received or are receiving

ter, all assessments and levies for the cost of construc­

Every person or corporation feeling himself or itself ag­
grieved by any such judgment may appeal to the su­
preme court or the court of appeals within thirty days 
after the entry thereof, and such appeal shall bring be­
fore the supreme court or the court of appeals the pro­
priety and justness of the verdicts of the jury in respect 
to the parties to the appeal.

of said upper district, and that the same will be a suffi­
cient outlet and will afford sufficient capacity to carry 
the drainage of both said upper and lower districts; and 
in case said system of said lower district will be re­
quired to be enlarged by widening or deepening the 
same, or both, in order to give sufficient outlet to said 
upper district and afford sufficient drainage for said up­
per and lower districts, then the plans and specifications 
for enlarging the system of said lower district shall be 
filed with said petition in addition to the other data 
hereinbefore provided for in this chapter. All the land­
owners in said lower district, or any person claiming 
any interest therein as mortgagee or otherwise, shall be 
made parties defendant in said petition, and the pro­
ceedings therein as to the assessment of damages and 
compensation for land taken, if any be necessary to be 
taken in enlarging said lower system, shall be the same 
as in the establishment of systems of drainage in the 
lower or servient district as hereinbefore provided for; 
but the jury, in addition to the facts to be found by 
them as provided for in the establishment of a drainage 
system in the lower district, shall find and determine 
whether said lower system, when improved according to 
the plans and specifications filed with the said petition, 
will afford sufficient drainage for both said upper and 
lower districts, which finding shall be made by the jury 
before considering any other question at issue in said 
proceeding; and in case said jury should find that the 
system of said lower district when improved as pro­
posed in said petition would not be sufficient, then, in 
that case, said finding shall terminate the proceedings, 
and no further proceedings in said case shall be had, 
and the costs of said proceeding shall be paid as costs 
in other proceedings, as hereinbefore provided for; but 
in such case the finding of said jury shall not terminate 
the objects of said upper district or operate to disorga­
nize the same, but said upper district may begin new 
proceedings for the establishment of a system of drain­
age with some new outlet provided therein. All costs for 
the enlarging or improving of said lower system that 
may be required shall be assessed to the landowners in 
the upper district according to the benefits to be derived 

from the construction of said entire system, and no ad­
ditional cost shall be thrown upon the lower district, 
and all compensation for taking any right-of-way that 
may be necessary to be taken in enlarging said lower 
system, and all damages occurring therefrom, if any, to 
the landowners of said lower district, shall be ascer­
tained and paid in the same manner as hereinbefore 
provided for for the adjustment of compensation and 
damages in the establishment of drainage systems in 
lower districts. Said lower district, by and through its 
board of commissioners, may appear in said cause and 
show therein any injury it may sustain as a district by 
reason of the additional cost of maintenance of said 
lower system as improved and enlarged, and such fact 
shall be determined in said cause and the jury shall find 
the amount of the increased costs of maintenance per 
annum, which will be sustained by said lower district by 
reason of said enlarging or improving of the same, and 
judgment shall be rendered in favor of said lower dis­
trict against said upper district for such amount so 
found, and the same shall be paid each year as the cost 
of construction is paid as provided for in this chapter, 
and the amount so paid shall be held by said lower dis­
trict as an additional fund for the maintenance of its 
said system as improved and enlarged by said upper 
district. [ 1 895 c 1 1 5 § 22; RRS § 4322.

PART I I-MISCELLANEOUS DRAINAGE 
PROVISIONS

Whenever it shall appear to the board of commissioners 
of any drainage district now organized or that may be 
hereafter organized under the laws of the state of 
Washington, that existing drainage systems or improve­
ments are inadequate or insufficient to properly drain 
the lands within said district or any portion or portions 
thereof, such commissioners shall have the power and 
they are hereby authorized to construct such additional 
system or systems or to extend, add to, or enlarge any 
existing system as in their judgment is necessary. In 
such event the procedure for the establishment of such 
additional system or extension of existing system and 
the manner and method of the payment of the cost of 

construction and maintenance of the same by the as­
sessment of the lands particularly benefited thereby, as 
well as the obtaining of necessary rights of way shall be 
the same as that provided by existing laws for the es­
tablishment of the original drainage system within said 
district. In the exercise of any of the powers herein 
granted it shall be immaterial whether the outlet of any 
of the ditches, drains, or other necessary structures or 
appliances are to be located within or without the 
boundaries of said district. This section is intended to 
grant supplemental and additional powers to such 
drainage districts and shall not be construed to limit or 
repeal any existing powers of such districts, nor to re­
peal any existing laws relating thereto. ( 1 9 1 9  c 1 79 § 1 ;

85.06.510 Annexation of territory. Any land which is

"Damages", as used in this chapter, shall be held to 
include the value of the property taken and injury to 
property not taken, or either, as the case may be. 
"Property benefited" and "property damaged", as used 
in this chapter, shall be held to include land, platted or 
unplatted, whether subject to or exempt from general 
taxation, and roads other than public roads. "Public 
roads", as used in this chapter, shall be held to include 
state and county roads, streets, alleys and other public 
places; and "other roads", as used in this chapter shall 
be held to include railroads, street railroads, interurban 
railroads, logging roads, tramways and private roads 
and the right-of-way, roadbeds and tracks thereof. 

"Public utilities" ,  as used in this chapter, shall be 
held to include irrigation, power and other canals, 
flumes, conduits and ditches, telegraph, telephone and 
electric transmission and pole lines, and oil, gas and 
other pipe lines. "County engineer", as used in this 
chapter, shall be held to include any engineer specially 
employed by the board of county commissioners or the 
board of supervisors to report upon and prepare plans 
for or to superintend the construction of a system or the 
maintenance thereof under the provisions of this chap­
ter. "Prosecuting attorney", as used in this chapter, 
shall be held to include any attorney specially employed 
by the board of county commissioners in connection 
with the carrying out of the provisions of this chapter to 
advise or carry on proceedings in court with reference 
to a system of improvement initiated and constructed 
under the provisions of this chapter. [ 1923 c 46 § 2 ;

when it shall appear that such damages have been set­
tled as to a particular portion of the proposed improve­
ment, and that construction of such portion of such 
proposed improvement is feasible, thereupon such sys­
tem of improvement or such portion thereof, as the case 
may be, shall be constructed in the manner hereinafter

85.08.230 Levy for preliminary expenses-­

Collection--"Preliminary expenses" defined. Whenev­
er the board of county commissioners has passed a res­
olution establishing a district, the county commissioners 
may at their meeting on the first Monday in October 
next ensuing and at the same time in each year thereaf­
ter until the improvement has been completed and a 
statement of total costs has been filed, levy an assess­
ment against the property within the district to defray 
the preliminary expenses of the district, the levy to be 
based upon the estimated benefits as shown by the re­
port of the county engineer on file in the auditor's of­
fice. The assessment so made shall be considered and 
credited to the respective pieces of property by the 
board of appraisers and by the county commissioners at 
the hearing on the assessment roll and the final appor­
tionment. The preliminary assessments herein provided 
for shall be levied and collected in the same manner as 
the final assessment and shall be credited to the con­
struction fund and used for the redemption of warrants 
issued against the same. Preliminary expenses shall 
mean all of the expenses incurred in the proceedings for 
the organization of the district and in other ways prior 
to the beginning of the actual construction of the im­
provement. [ 1 925 ex.s. c 1 89 § I ;  RRS § 4421-l .

85.08.240 Cost of improvement, how paid-Assess­
ment of benefits-Payment in bonds or warrants-­

improvement shall be paid by assessment upon the 
property benefited, said assessment to be levied and ap­
portioned as hereinafter prescribed. At the hearing pro­
vided for in RCW 85.08. 1 60, the board of county 
commissioners shall determine in what manner and 
within how many years said assessment shall be paid, 
and shall also at such hearing determine whether the 
evidence of indebtedness for the cost of said improve­
ment shall be bonds or warrants. If bonds, it shall fix 
either ten or fifteen annual installments for the payment 
of said assessment. If warrants, it shall fix not to exceed 
five annual installments for the payment of said assess­
ment.

The treasurer shall give notice of such call by publi-
cation in the county official newspaper once each week

bers) will be paid on the date the next coupons on said 
bonds shall become due, and interest upon such bonds 
shall thereupon cease upon such date. Each warrant 
and bond shall bear the date of its issuance and recite 
that it is payable on or before the first day of January 
of the third year after the last installment of the assess­
ment upon which it is based shall become due. Each 
bond shall state on its face that bonds of the district 
cannot be called for payment at an earlier maturity 
than in accordance with the schedule therefor applica­
ble thereto as herein provided, which schedule shall be 
printed on the face of the bonds. Each warrant and 
bonds shall be signed by a majority of the board of 
county commissioners and attested by the county audi­
tor under his seal, and each coupon shall have printed 
thereon a facsimile of the signature of such officers. In­
terest coupon number I on such bonds shall be for the 
amount of interest due from the date of the issuance of 
said bonds to the first day of July in the year in which 
the first installment of the assessment becomes due and 
payable. The county treasurer shall register said bonds 
and warrants before the issuance thereof in a book kept 
for that purpose and shall certify on each thereof under 
his seal that it has been so registered, and that the sig­
natures thereon are the genuine signatures of said 
county commissioners and the county auditor, and that 
the seal attached is the seal of the county auditor. Nei­
ther bonds nor warrants shall be issued until after the 
expiration of the thirty days from the first publication 
of the notice given by the treasurer as provided in *sec­
tion 4435 and shall not be issued in any amount in ex­
cess of that portion of the assessment remaining unpaid

85.08.280 Sale of bonds and warrants. The board of 
county commissioners shall offer for sale the warrants 
and bonds or any part thereof, issued under the provi­
sions of this chapter, and pay the proceeds thereof into 
the construction fund. Such sale shall be at public of­
fering and under such rules and regulations and on 
such notice as they may determine, and the commis­
sioners may accept the highest and best bid for such 
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bonds or warrants received at such offering, or may re­
ject any or all bids received. Any warrants or bonds is­
sued under the provisions of this chapter or such 
portions thereof as shall remain unsold or undisposed 
of may be issued to the contractor constructing the im­
provement or any part thereof in payment therefor, and 
in case the improvement or any part thereof shall be 
constructed by the board of supervisors as in this chap­
ter provided, may be issued in payment for work, labor 
and material performed and furnished therefor. [ 19 17  c

85.08.290 Elections--Notice--Qualification of 
electors. Upon the determination by the board of coun­
ty commissioners to proceed with the work of construc­
tion, said board shall order an election to be held in 
some place within the district to be designated by the 
board, and shall appoint an election board to consist of 
one inspector and two judges, who shall qualify in like 
manner and receive like compensation as election offi­
cers at general elections. Notice of said election shall be 
given by the clerk of the board of county commission­
ers by publication once a week for two consecutive 
weeks in a newspaper to be designated by the board 
and of general circulation in the district, the last of 
which publications shall be not less than seven nor 
more than fourteen days prior to the date of said elec­
tion, and such notice shall also be posted by the sheriff 
of the county not less than fourteen days prior to the 
date of said election, in three of the most public places 
in the district. That at all elections held within the dik­
ing district the polls shall be open from one o'clock 
p.m. until seven o'clock p.m. All electors of the state 
owning land in the district shall be entitled to vote at 
any election held within the district, and each elector 
owning more than ten acres of land within the district 
shall be entitled to one additional vote for each ten 
acres or major fraction thereof: Provided, This amend­
ment shall not apply to any districts already construct­
ed and in operation. 

At such election the officers may require any person 
offering to vote to take an oath that he is qualified to 
vote as in this act provided. An officer or agent of any 
corporation, organized under the laws of this state 
owning land in the district, duly authorized thereto in 
writing, may, upon filing with the election officers such 
written instrument of authority, cast a vote on behalf of 
such corporation. [ 1 925 ex.s. c 89 § 1 ;  1 9 1 7  c 1 30 § 25;

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85.08.300 Supervisors--Election--Terms-­

Duties. At the election, two electors of the county own­
ing land in the district shall be elected, who, with the 
district engineer, shall constitute the first board of su­
pervisors of the district. The supervisors shall have 
charge of the construction and maintenance of the sys­
tems of improvements, subject to the limitations herein­
after set forth, and may employ a superintendent of 
construction and maintenance who may be one of the 
two elected supervisors. The elected supervisors may be 
employed upon the construction or maintenance, re­
ceiving the same compensation as other labor of like 
character. The engineer shall receive compensation for 
his services as supervisor in the maintenance of the sys­
tem at the per diem rate allowed him for other work; 
and if he is a salaried officer the compensation shall be 
a charge against the district in favor of the engineer's 
office. 

The term of office of each elected district supervisor 
shall be four years, and until his successor is elected 
and qualified except that the terms of those chosen at 
the first election in each district shall be as follows: The 
one receiving the highest number of votes shall serve for 
a period ending four years after the first Monday of 
January of the first odd-numbered year following the 
election; and the one receiving the second highest 
number of votes shall serve for a period ending two 
years after the first Monday of January of the first odd­
numbered year following the election. Elections after 
the first election in a district shall be held biennially on 
the fourth Tuesday of November in the even-numbered 
years, except that where the first election is in an odd­
numbered year no election shall be held in the next 
even-numbered year. Terms of office shall begin on the 
first Monday of January next following the election, ex­
cept that the terms of the supervisors elected at the first 
election shall begin immediately on their qualifying. 
Every duly elected supervisor shall qualify in the same 
manner as other county officers. A vacancy on the 
board shall be filled by a district elector appointed by 
the board of county commissioners. 

Elections, except for the first election as provided in 
RCW 85.08.290, shall be conducted by the board of su­
pervisors of such district, who shall prepare the ballot 
therefor. The expenses of the election shall be defrayed 
by the district, and the judges, clerks and inspectors of 
the election shall each receive not to exceed the sum of 
fifteen dollars per day for services so rendered. At least 
thirty days before the election the district supervisors 
shall post notice thereof in four public places in the 
district, and publish notice of the election at least once 
in a legal newspaper published in the district, or if none 
is published therein, then in a legal newspaper in the 
county in which the district is situated. Such notice 
shall contain the names of the two judges and one in­
spector of the election, who shall be electors of the dis­
trict appointed by the supervisors. The supervisors may 
declare the entire district as one precinct and shall des­
ignate in the notice of election the number and places 
of voting. The supervisors shall meet on the day follow­
ing the election and canvass the votes, declare the re­
sults, and issue the certificates of election. 

When a district contains not more than five hundred 
acres, or when a petition is presented to the board of 
county commissioners signed by the owners of fifty 
percent of the acreage of the district praying for such 
action, the district engineer shall act as supervisor of the 
district; and in such case the allowance of all claims 
against the district shall be by the county commission­

85.08.310 Construction of improvements---Con­
tracts with United States. The said board of supervisors 
shall, immediately upon their election and qualification, 
begin the construction of such system of improvement 
and shall proceed with the construction thereof in ac­
cordance with the plans adopted therefor. In the con­
struction of any system of drainage, construction shall 
be begun at the outlet or outlets thereof and at such 
other points as may be deemed advisable from time to 
time. In the construction of any system of improvement 
the board of supervisors with the approval of the board 
of county commissioners may modify, curtail, enlarge 
or add to the original plans wherever the same may be 
found necessary or advisable in the course of actual 
construction. But such changes shall not in the aggre­
gate increase the estimated cost of the entire system by 
more than one-fifth, and all additional or different 
rights of way required shall be obtained as hereinbefore 
prescribed. The board of county commissioners may in 
its discretion let the construction of said system or any 
portion thereof by contract, in the manner provided for 
letting contracts for the construction of county roads 
and bridges. The board of county commissioners may, 
upon such terms as may be agreed upon by the United 
States acting in pursuance of the National Reclamation 
Act approved June 1 7, 1 902 (32 Statutes at Large 388), 
and the acts amendatory thereof and supplemental 
thereto, or in pursuance to any other act of congress 
appropriate to the purpose, contract for the construc­
tion of the system of improvement or any part thereof, 
by the United States, or in cooperation with the United 
States therein. In such case, no bond shall be required, 
and the work shall be done under the supervision and 
control of the proper officers of the United States. 

Unless the work of construction is let by contract as 
hereinbefore provided, or for such part of such work as 
is not covered by contract, the board of supervisors 
shall employ such number of men as shall be necessary 
to successfully carry on the work of such construction, 
and shall give preference in such employment to per­
sons owning land to be benefited by the improvement. 

The provisions of this section shall not be construed 
as denying to the supervisors, in case the construction 
work is left in their hands, the power to enter into an 
agreement with any contractor to furnish labor, materi­
al, equipment and skilled supervision, the contractor to 
be compensated upon the basis of a specific sum, or 
upon a percentage of the cost of the work, the services 
of the contractor to cover the use of equipment and the 
value of skilled supervision : Provided, however, That 
there is retained in the said board by the contract the 
right of termination thereof at any time, on reasonable 
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notice, and fixing in the said contract, or reserving in 
said board, the right to fix the rates of wages to be paid 
to the men employed in said work. The board of super­
visors may also let contracts in such manner and on 
such notice as they deem advisable for items of con­
struction not exceeding one thousand dollars in amount 
of expenditures. [ 1 92 1 c 157 § 5; 19 17  c 1 30 § 27 ; 1 9 13

85.08.320 Costs paid by warrant--Temporary war­
rants--Priority--Compensation of officers and em­
ployees. The compensation of the board of supervisors, 
superintendent of construction, the board of appraisers 
hereinafter provided for, and any special engineer, at­
torney or agent employed by the board of county com­
missioners in connection with the improvement, the 
maximum wages to be paid, and the maximum price of 
materials to be used, shall be fixed by the board of 
county commissioners. Each county commissioner, ex­
cept in counties of the first class, shall receive pay at the 
rate of four dollars per day for the number of days he is 
engaged in the performance of any duty under this 
chapter, which sum shall be additional to his salary in 
case he receive an annual salary; and none of the stat­
utory provisions limiting the number of days that a 
county commissioner shall draw pay for or limiting the 
number of sessions for attendance upon which he shall 
be entitled to mileage shall apply to any proceedings 
under this chapter. All officers and members of boards 
performing duties under this chapter shall receive in 
addition to their fees or salaries their actual necessary 
expenses incurred in the performance of their duties 
hereinunder. All costs of construction or maintenance 
done under the direction of the board of supervisors 
shall be paid upon vouchers or payro. ls verified by two 
of the said supervisors. All costs of construction and all 
other expenses, fees and charges on account of such 
improvement shall be paid by warrants drawn by the 
county auditor upon the county treasurer upon the 
proper fund, and shall draw interest at such rate not to 
exceed eight percent per annum as the board of county 
commissioners shall fix, until paid or called by the 
county treasurer as warrants of the county are called. 

If at the hearing provided for in RCW 85.08. 160 the 
county commissioners shall determine that bonds shall 
be issued to pay the costs of the improvement or war­
rants sold to procure funds with which to pay such cost, 
as therein provided, temporary warrants may be issued 
for any part or all of such costs, expenses, fees, and 
charges, and shall be paid in cash upon the issuance 
and sale of such bonds, or shall be exchanged for an 
equal amount par value of such bonds. All such tempo­
rary warrants shall recite that they are temporary war­
rants and that they draw interest until called to be paid 
in cash or to be exchanged for bonds.

85.08.340 Crossing roads or public utilities--Pro­
cedure--Costs. Whenever in the progress of the con­
struction of the system of improvement it shall become 
necessary to construct a portion of such system across 
any public or other road or public utility, the board of 
supervisors, or in case the work is being done by con­
tract the board of county commissioners, shall serve 
notice in writing upon the public officers, corporation 
or person having charge of, or controlling or owning 
such road or public utility, as the case may be, of the 
present necessity of such crossing, giving the location, 
kind, dimensions and requirement thereof, for the pur­
pose of the system of improvement, and s�ating a . re�­
sonable time, to be fixed by the county engmeer, wtthm 
which plans for such crossing must be filed for approval 
in case the public officers, corporation or person con­
trolling or owning such road or public utility desire to 
construct such crossing. As soon as convenient, within 
the time fixed in the notice, the public officers, corpora­
tion or person shall, if they desire to construct such 
crossing, prepare and submit to the county engineer for 
approval duplicate detailed plans and specifications for 
such crossing. Upon submission of such plans, the 
county engineer shall examine and may modify the 
same to meet the requirements of the system of im­
provement, and when such plans or modified plans are 
satisfactory to the county engineer he shall approve the 
same and return one thereof to the public officers, cor­
poration or person submitting the same, and file the 
duplicate in his office, and shall notify such public offi­
cers, corporation or person of the time within which 
said crossing must be constructed. Upon the return of 
such approved plans, the public officers, corporation or 
person controlling such road or public utility shall, 
within the time fixed by the county engineer, construct 
such crossing in accordance with the approved plans, 
and shall thereafter maintain the same. In case such 
public officers, corporation or person controlling or 
owning such road or public utility shall fail to file plans 
for such crossing within the time prescribed in the no­
tice, the board of supervisors or of county commission­
ers, as the case may be, shall proceed with the 
construction of such crossing in such manner as will 
cause no unnecessary injury to or interference with such 
road or public utility. The cost of construction and 
maintenance of only such crossings or such portion of 
such cost as would not have been necessary but for the 
construction of the system of improvement shall be a 
proper charge against the improvement district, and 
only so much of such cost as the board of county com­
missioners shall deem reasonable shall be allowed as a 
charge against the district in the case of crossings con­
structed by others than the district. The amount of costs 
of construction allowed as a charge against the district 
by the board of county commissioners shall be credited 
on the assessments against the property on which the

sessment shall be paid out of the funds of the district.

When the improvement is fully completed 
and accepted by the county engineer, the clerk of the 
board shall compile and file with the board of county 
commissioners an itemized statement of the total cost of 
construction, including engineering and election ex­
penses, the cost of publishing and posting notices, dam­
ages and costs allowed or awarded for property taken 
or d�maged, including c.ompensation of attorneys, in­
cludmg the costs of crossmgs constructed by the district 
and the cost of crossings constructed by others and al­
lowed by the board of county commissioners, and in­
cluding the sum paid or to be paid to the United States, 
and the discount, if any, on the bonds and warrants 
�old and including all other costs and expenses, includ­

struction. There shall also be included in said 
statement, in case the county engineer is a salaried offi­
cer, a s�atem�nt o� t�e services performed by him in 
connection with said Improvement at a per diem of five 
dollars per day and his necessary expenses, and a rea­
so.na�le sum to be fixed by the board of county com­
lllisswne�s on . account of the services rendered by the 
prosecutmg attorney. Upon the filing of such statement 
of costs and expenses the board of county commission­
ers shall revise and correct the same if necessary and 
add thereto a reasonable sum which shall be not less 
than five percent nor more than ten percent of the total 
thereof in drainage improvement districts, and not less 
than ten percent nor more than fifteen percent of the 
total thereof in diking improvement districts, to cover 
possible errors in the statement or the apportionment 
�ereinafter provided for, and the cost of such appor­
tionment and other subsequent expenses, and interest 
on the costs of construction from the date of the state­
ment until fifty days after the filing of the assessment 
roll with the treasurer; and unless the same have been 
previously appointed, shall appoint a board of apprais­
ers consisting of the county engineer and two other 
competent persons, to apportion the grand total as con­
tained in said statement as hereinafter provided. Each 
member of said board of appraisers shall take, sub­
scribe and file with the board of county commissioners 
an oath to faithfully and impartially perform his duties 
to the best of his ability in making said apportionment, 
and said board of appraisers shall proceed to carefully 
examine the system and the public and private property 
within the district and fairly, justly and equitably ap­
portion the grand total cost of the improvement against 
the property and the county or counties, cities and 
towns within the district, in proportion to the benefits

85.08.370 Benefits to public roads, sewer sys­
tems-Apportionment of cost against city, county and 
state. Whenever any system of improvement construct­
ed under the provisions of this chapter will drain, pro­
tect or otherwise improve the whole or any part of any 
public road, roadbed or track thereof, or where any 
such system of improvement will furnish an outlet for 
or facilitate the construction or maintenance of any 
sewer system in any city or town, there shall be appor­
tioned against the state, in the case of state primary and 
secondary highways, and against the county in which 
any other such state or county road outside of any in­
corporated city or town is located, or against the city or 
town in which any such public road is located, or 
against any such other road or part thereof so drained, 
protected or otherwise improved, or against the city or 
town for which an outlet for sewage will be furnished or 
wherein the construction or maintenance of a sewer 
system will be facilitated, the proper amount of the to­
tal sum to be apportioned.

85.08390 Schedule of property and benefits-Fil­
ing. Upon the . completion of the apportionment the 
board of appraisers shall prepare upon suitable blanks, 
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to be prescribed by the *bureau of inspection and su­
pervision of public offices, sign and file with the clerk of 
the board of county commissioners a schedule giving 
the name of each county, city and town and the de­
scription of each piece of property found to be benefit­
ed by the improvement in the following order: First, 
counties, cities and towns and the respective amounts 
apportioned thereto for benefits accruing to public 
roads and sewer systems therein; second, other roads 
( 1 )  railroads, (2) street railroads, (3) interurban rail­
roads, (4) logging roads, and (5) tramways, giving the 
location of the particular portion or portions of each 
road benefited and the respective amounts apportioned 
thereto; third, unplatted lands giving a description of 
each tract arranged in the numerical order of the town­

the numbers of blocks and lots, and such other subdivi­
sions and metes and bounds descriptions as may be 
necessary to show a different rate of apportionment, or 
different ownership, and giving the respective amounts 
apportioned to each plat, block, lot, or other descrip­
tion, as the case may be. [ 1 9 13  c 1 76 § 29; RRS § 4434.)

85.08.400 Hearing on schedule--Notice--Levy 
of assessment-State lands. Upon the filing of the 
schedule of apportionment, the board of county com­
missioners shall fix the time and place for a hearing 
thereon which time shall be not more than sixty days 
from the date of the filing thereof and notice of such 
hearing shall be given in the manner provided for giving 
notice of hearing in RCW 85.08. 1 50. Said notice shall 
fix the time and place of hearing on said roll, and shall 
state that the schedule of apportionment showing the 
amount of the cost of the improvement apportioned to 
each county, city, town and piece of property benefited 
by the improvement is on file in the office of the board 
of county commissioners and open to public inspection, 
and shall notify all persons who may desire to object 
thereto that they may make such objections in writing

any part thereof, or strike therefrom any property not 
benefited, or set aside such schedule and order that 
such apportionment be made de novo, as to such body 
shall appear equitable and just.

third, an index of the record of the proceedings had in 
connection with the improvement; fourth, a copy of the 
resolution of the board of county commissioners fixing 
the method of payment of assessments; fifth, the war­
rant of the auditor authorizing the county treasurer to 
collect assessments; and sixth, the approved schedule of 
apportionments of assessments; and shall charge the 
county treasurer with the total amount of assessment 
and tum the roll over to the treasurer, for collection in 
accordance with the resolution of the board of county 
commissioners fixing the method of payment of assess­
ments. As soon as the assessment roll has been turned 
over to the treasurer for collection, he shall publish a 
notice in the official newspaper of the county for once a 
week for at least two consecutive weeks, that the said 
roll is in his hands for collection and that any assess­
ment thereon or any portion of any such assessment 
may be paid at any time on or before a date stated in 
such notice, which date shall be thirty days after the 
date of the first publication, without interest, and the 
treasurer shall accept such payment as in said notice 
provided. Upon the expiration of such thirty-day peri­
od the county treasurer shall certify to the county audi­
tor the total amount of assessments so collected by him 
and the total amount of assessments remaining unpaid

85.08.430 Payment of assessments-Interest-­

Lien. Mter the expiration of said thirty-day period, 
payment of assessments in full, with interest to the next 
coupon date which is more than thirty days from the 
date of such payment, may be made at any time; Pro­
vided, That the aggregate amount of such advance pay­
ments in any year, together with the total amount of the 
assessments due at the beginning of said year, shall not 
exceed the total amount of the bonds which may be 
called in that year according to the applicable bond re­
demption schedule. The treasurer shall accept payments 

of assessments in advance, in the order tendered, until 
the limit herein set forth has been reached. 

The assessments contained in the assessment roll 
shall bear interest from the expiration of the thirty-day 
period at the rate of eight percent per annum and in­
terest upon the entire assessment then unpaid shall be 
due and payable at the time each of said installments 
becomes due and payable as a part thereof: Provided, 
That if the bonds or warrants be sold at a lower rate of 
interest than eight percent then said assessments shall 
bear interest at the same rate borne by such bonds or 
warrants. 

The assessments contained in said assessment roll 
shall be liens upon the property assessed, such lien shall 
be of equal rank with other liens assessed against the 
property for local improvements and paramount to all 
other liens except the lien of general taxes, and shall 
relate back to and take effect as of the date when the 
board of county commissioners determined to proceed 
with the construction of the improvement as provided

85.08.440 Appeal from apportionment--Procedure. 
The decision of the board of county commissioners 
upon any objections made within the time and in the 
manner prescribed in RCW 85.08.400 through 85.08-
.430, may be reviewed by the superior court upon an 
appeal thereto taken in the following manner. Such ap­
peal shall be made by filing written notice of appeal 
with the clerk of such board and with the clerk of the 
superior court of the county in which such drainage or 
diking improvement district is situated, or in case of 
joint drainage or diking improvement districts with the 
clerk of the court of the county in which the greater 
length of such drainage or diking improvement system 
lies, within ten days after the order confirming such as­
sessment roll shall have become effective, and such no­
tice shall describe the property and set forth the 
objections of such appellant to such assessment; and, 
within ten days from the filing of such notice of appeal 
with the clerk of the superior court, the appellant shall 
file with the clerk of said court a transcript consisting of 
the assessment roll and his objections thereto, together 
with the order confirming such assessment roll, and the 
record of the board of county commissioners with ref­
erence to said assessment, which transcript, upon pay­
ment of the necessary fees therefor, shall be furnished 
by such clerk of the board of county commissioners, 
and by him certified to contain full, true and correct 
copies of all matters and proceedings required to be in­
cluded in such transcript. Such fees shall be the same as 
the fees payable to the county clerk for the preparation 
and certification of transcripts on appeal to the supreme 
court or the court of appeals in civil actions. At the 
time of the filing of the notice of appeal with the clerk 
of the superior court, the appellant shall execute and 
file with the clerk of the superior court a sufficient bond 
in the penal sum of two hundred dollars, with good and 
sufficient surety, to be approved by the judge of said 
court, conditioned to prosecute such appeal without de­
lay, and if unsuccessful, to pay all costs to which the 
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county or the drainage or diking improvement district is 
put by reason of such appeal. The court may order the 
appellant upon application therefor, to execute and file 
such additional bond or bonds as the necessity of the 
case may require; within three days after such tran­
script is filed in the superior court as aforesaid, the ap­
pellant shall give written notice to the prosecuting 
attorney of the county, and to the clerk of the board of 
county commissioners that such transcript is filed. Said 
notice shall state a time (not less than three days from 
the service thereof) when the appellant will call up the 
said cause for hearing; and the superior court of said 
county shall, at said time or at such further time as may 
be fixed by order of the court, hear and determine such 
appeal without a jury. The judgment of the court shall 
confirm, correct, modify or annul the assessment insofar 
as the same affects the property of the appellant. A cer­
tified copy of the decision of the court shall be filed 
with the officer who shall have custody of the assess­
ment roll, and he shall modify and correct such assess­
ment roll in accordance with such decision. An appeal 
shall lie to the supreme court or the court of appeals 
from the judgment of the superior court as in other 
cases: Provided, however, That such appeal must be 
taken within fifteen days after the date of the entry of 
the judgment of such superior court; and the record 
and opening brief of the appellant in said cause shall be 
filed in the supreme court or the court of appeals within 
sixty days after the appeal shall have been taken by no­
tice as provided in this chapter. The time for filing such 
record and serving and filing of briefs in this section 
prescribed may be extended by order of the superior 
court, or by stipulation of the parties concerned. And 
the supreme court or the court of appeals, on such ap­
peal, may correct, change, modify, confirm or annul the 
assessment insofar as the same affects the property of 
the appellant. A certified copy of the order of the su­
preme court or the court of appeals upon such appeal 
shall be filed with the officer having custody of such as­
sessment roll, who shall thereupon modify and correct 
such assessment roll in accordance with such decision.

85.08.450 Regularity and validity of proceedings con­
clusive. Whenever any schedule of apportionment of 
any drainage or diking improvement district shall have 
been confirmed, and the assessment therefor shall have 
been levied, by the board of county commissioners, as 
provided by RCW 85.08.400 through 85.08.430, the reg­
ularity, validity and correctness of the proceedings re­
lating to such improvement, and to the assessment 
therefor, including the action of the board of county 
commissioners upon such assessment roll and the con­
firmation thereof, shall be conclusive in all things upon 
all parties, and cannot in any manner be contested or 
questioned in any proceeding whatsoever by any person 
not filing written objections to such roll in the manner 
and within the time provided in RCW 85.08.400 
through 85.08.430, and not appealing from the action of 
the board of county commissioners in confirming such 
assessment roll in the manner and within the time in 
this chapter provided. No proceeding of any kind shall 
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be commenced or prosecuted for the purpose of defeat­
ing or contesting any such assessment, or the sale of 
any property to pay such assessment, or any certificate 
of delinquency issued therefor, or the foreclosure of any 
lien issued therefor: Provided, That this section shall 
not be construed as prohibiting the bringing of injunc­
tion proceedings to prevent the sale of any real estate 
upon the grounds : 

( 1 )  That the property about to be sold does not ap­
pear upon the assessment roll, or 

(2) That said assessment has been paid. [ 1 92 1  c 1 57 §

85.08.460 District liable on judgments-Supple­
mental levy. Any judgment that heretofore has been 
obtained or that hereafter may be obtained against a 
county on account of any contract law!ully rna�� by its 
officials for or on behalf of any dramage, diking, or 
sewerage improvement district, or on account of the 
construction or maintenance of any drainage, diking, or 
sewerage system of a drainage, diking, or sewerage im­
provement district shall be collected and reimbursed to 
the county from said improvement district, and the 
amount of such judgment shall be included in the con­
struction costs of said district: Provided, That if such 
judgment be recovered after the assessment to pay the 
construction costs shall have been levied, then the 
county commissioners are hereby empowered and they 
shall make a supplemental levy upon the lands of the 
district, and from the funds collected under such levy 
said reimbursements shall be made. [ 1923 c 46 § 10;

85.08.470 District funds. There shall be established 
in the county treasury of any county in which any 
drainage or diking or sewerage improvement is estab­
lished under the provisions of this chapter, appropriate 
funds as follows: 

( I )  The construction fund, into which shall be paid 
the proceeds of all bonds or warrants sold and the pro­
ceeds of all assessments paid prior to the sale of bonds 
or warrants. In case no bonds have been issued or war­
rants have been sold, the proceeds of all assessments 
levied to pay the cost of construction shall be paid into 
such fund. All warrants including temporary warrants, 
issued in payment of cost of construction shall be paid 
out of such fund. 

(2) A fund for the redemption of all bonds issued or 
warrants sold, to be known as the redemption fund, 
into which shall be paid all proceeds derived from as­
sessments levied to pay cost of construction which shall 
not have been paid prior to the sale of bonds or war­
rants, in case bonds have been issued or warrants sold, 
and also all moneys, if any, remaining in the construc­
tion fund after the payment of all warrants drawn 
against it as above provided. The redemption fund shall 
be applied, first, to the payment of the interest due 
upon all such outstanding bonds issued or warrants 
sold and, second, to the payment of the principal there­
of. Mter the payment of the principal and interest of all 
such bonds or warrants, the balance, if any, remaining 
in such fund shall be applied to the payment of any 
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warrants outstanding, including temporary warrants, 
which may have been issued in payment of cost of con­
struction which for any reason may remain unpaid. 
Any balance, if any, thereafter remaining shall be paid 
into the maintenance fund. 

(3) The maintenance fund, into which shall be paid 
the proceeds of all assessments for maintenance, and all 
other funds received by the district which are not re­
quired by the provisions of this chapter to be paid into 
the construction fund or the redemption fund. [ 1 923 c 
46 § 1 1 , part; 1 9 1 7  c 1 30 § 33 ;  1 9 1 3  c 1 76 § 3 1 ;  RRS § 
4439- 1 .] 

85.08.480 Collection of assessments--Certificates 
of delinquency--Foreclosure. The respective install­
ments of assessments for construction or maintenance 
of improvements made under the provisions of this 
chapter, shall be collected in the same manner and shall 
become delinquent at the same time as general taxes, 
certificates of delinquency shall be issued, and the lien 
of the assessment shall be enforced by foreclosure and 
sale of the property assessed, as in the case of general 
taxes, all according to the laws in force on January 1 ,  
1923, except as hereinafter specifically provided. 

The annual assessments or installments of assess­
ments, both for construction and for maintenance and 
repairs of the diking and/ or drainage system shall be­
come due in two equal installments, one-half being 
payable on or before May 30th, and the other half on 
or before November 30th ; and delinquency interest 
thereon shall run from said dates on said respective 
halves of said assessments. 

The rate of interest thereon after delinquency, also 
the rate of interest borne by certificates of delinquency, 
shall be ten percent per annum. Certificates of delin­
quency for any assessment or installment thereof shall 
be issued upon demand and payment of such delin­
quent assessment and the fee for the same at any time 
after the expiration of twelve months after the date of 
delinquency thereof. In case no certificate of delinquen­
cy be issued after the expiration of four years from date 
of delinquency of assessments for construction costs, or 
after the expiration of two years from date of delin­
quency of assessments for maintenance or repairs, cer­
tificates of delinquency shall be issued to the county, 
and foreclosure thereof shall forthwith be effected in the 
manner provided in sections 1 1292 to 1 1 3 1 7  inclusive. 

The holder of a certificate of delinquency for any 
drainage, diking or sewerage improvement district or 
consolidated district assessment or installment thereof 
may pay any delinquent general taxes upon the proper­
ty described therein, and may re�eem a�y certificate of 
delinquency for general taxes agamst satd property and 
the amount so paid together with interest thereon at the 
rate provided by law shall be included in the lien of 
said certificate of delinquency. 

The expense of foreclosure proceedings by the county 
shall be paid by the districts whose liens are foreclosed: 
costs of foreclosure by the county or private persons as 
provided by law, shall be included in the judgment of 
foreclosure. [ 1 933 c 1 25 § 2; 1 923 c 46 § 1 1 , part; 1 9 1 7  c

85.08.490 Title acquired at sale--Foreclosure for 
general taxes--Lien of assessments preserved. The 
purchaser, upon the foreclosure of any certificate of de­
linquency for any assessment or installment there?f, 
shall acquire title to such property subject to the m­
stallments of the assessment not yet due at the date of 
the decree of foreclosure, and the complaint, decree of 
foreclosure, order of sale, sale, certificate of sale and 
deed shall so state. 

The holder of any certificate of delinquency for gen­
eral taxes may, before commencing any action to fore­
close the lien of such certificate, pay in full all drainage 
or diking or sewerage improvement district �ssessm�nts 
or any installment thereof due and outstan�mg agam

85.08.500 Resale or lease by county--Disposition 
of proceeds--Tax statements. Property subject to a 
drainage or diking or sewerage improvement district as­
sessment, acquired by a county pursuant to a foreclo­
sure and sale for general taxes, when offered for sale by 
the county, shall be offered for the amount of the gen­
eral taxes for which the same was struck off to the 
county, together with all drainage or diking or sewerage 
improvement district assessments or installments there­
of, due at the time of such resale, including mainte­
nance assessments, and supplemental assessments levied 
pursuant to the provisions of RCW 85.08.520, corning 
due while the property was held in the name of the 
county; and the property shall be sold subject to the 
lien of all drainage or diking or sewerage improvement 
district assessments or installments thereof not yet due 
at the time of such sale, and the notice of sale and deed 
shall so state. Provided, That the county board may in 
its discretion, sell said property at a lesser sum than the 
amount for which the property is offered in the notice 
of sale. The proceeds of such sale shall be applied first 
to discharge in full the lien or liens for general taxes for 
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which said property was sold, and the remainder, or 
such portion thereof as may be necessary, shall be ap­
plied toward the discharge of all drainage or diking or 
sewerage improvement district assessment liens upon 
such property, and the surplus, if any, shall be applied 
toward the payment of any delinquent or due local as­
sessments or local assessment installments outstanding 
against the property levied by any authority other than 
that of the county, taking them in the order of their 
maturities, beginning with the earliest ; after which if 
any money remains the treasurer shall hold the same 
for the person whose interest in the property entitles 
him thereto. If there be no purchaser, the property shall 
again be offered for sale within one year thereafter, and 
shall be successively offered for sale each year until a 
sale thereof be effected. 

Property struck off to or bid in by a county may be 
leased pursuant to resolution of the county commis­
sioners on such terms as the commissioners shall deter­
mine for a period ending not later than the time at 
which such property shall again be offered for sale as 
required by law. Rentals received under such lease shall 
be applied in the manner hereinabove provided for the 
proceeds of sale of such property. 

All statements of general state taxes where drainage, 
diking or sewer improvement district assessments 
against the land described therein are due shall include 
a notation thereon or be accompanied by a statement

85.08.510 Invalid levy--Reassessment. Whenever 
any improvement, any extension or betterment thereof 
shall have been constructed in whole or in part, either 
heretofore in a district established or attempted to be 
established under and by virtue of chapter 66 of the 
Laws of 1 90 1 ,  or in a district heretofore or hereafter es­
tablished or attempted to be established under this 
chapter, and the assessment therefor or any part thereof 
shall be invalid by reason of any omission, irregularity 
or defect in any proceeding whatever, a reassessment 
shall be made upon the property benefited by the im­
provement to provide a fund for the payment of the 
costs thereof, and any bonds or warrants issued therefor 
in the following manner: 

The board of county commissioners shall by order 
cause the clerk of the board to compile and file with the 
board an itemized statement of the total cost of the im­
provement in the manner prescribed by RCW 85.08-
.360. Upon the filing of such statement the same 
proceedings shall be had assessing the costs of said im­
provement against the lands benefited thereby and the 
counties, cities and towns within the district, as are pre­
scribed by RCW 85.08.360 and subsequent sections of 
this act. In case no bonds have been issued or warrants 
sold to pay the costs of said improvement, the same 
may be issued and sold and disposed of as hereinbefore 
provided. In case an assessment for such improvement 
shall have been theretofore made or attempted, and any 
payment has been made thereon, proper credit for the 
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amount of such payment shall be made upon the reas­
sessment. [ 1 923 c 46 § I I , part; 1 9 1 7  c 130 § 33 ; 1 9 1 3  c 
176 § 3 1 ;  RRS § 4439-5.)

85.08.520 Supplemental assessments. If upon the 
foreclosure of the assessment upon any property the 
same shall not sell for enough to pay the assessment 
against it, or if any property assessed was not subject to 
assessment, or if any assessment made shall have been 
eliminated by foreclosure of a tax lien or made void in 
any other manner, the board of county commissioners 
shall cause a supplemental assessment to be made on 
the property benefited by the improvement, including 
property upon which any assessment shall have been so 
eliminated or made void, and against the county, cities 
and towns chargeable therewith in the manner provided 
for the original assessment, to cover the deficiency so 
caused in the original assessment. 

If by inadvertence or for any cause the assessment 
levied shall be found to be insufficient to meet the en­
tire cost of construction, a supplemental assessment 
shall be made by the board of county commissioners 
upon the lands of the district in the same proportion as 
the original assessment is levied, same being spread 
over not to exceed three years as the commissioners 
may determine. 

Duplicate assessments or other errors that may by 
inadvertence be found to have been incorporated in the 
assessment roll may be corrected by order of the county 
commissioners upon same being certified to them by 
the treasurer and the engineer. [ 1 923 c 46 § I I , part; 
19 17  c 1 30 § 33;  1 9 1 3  c 1 76 § 3 1 ;  RRS § 4439�.) 

85.08.530 Levies against county, city or town, bow 
paid. The amount of the costs of construction or main­
tenan�e of any system of improvement assessed against 
any city, town or county may be met by levies to be 
pai? in si�ilar installments and extending over a like 
penod of time as the assessments against property ben­
�fited are spread, or such amounts may be met by the 
Issue and sale of the bonds of such city, town or county 
in the manner in which bonds to meet general indebt­
edness of such city, town or county are issued. The 
proper authorities of such city, town or county shall 
make the necessary levies to meet such amounts thus 
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apportioned thereto as a general levy on all property 
therein. [ 19 1 7  c 1 30 § 35 ;  19 13  c 1 76 § 33;  RRS § 444 1 .] 

85.08.540 Abandonment or change in system-­

Subdistricts. Upon a petition and bond being filed by 
one or more landowners, either within or without the 
boundaries of a district, and like proceedings being had 
as in the case of the original establishment and con­
struction of a system of improvement, the county com­
missioners may declare any system of improvement or 
any part thereof, abandoned or may strike from the 
district lands no longer benefited or served thereby, or 
they may cause any system of improvement to be alter­
ed, reduced, enlarged, added to or in any other manner 
bettered or improved, either within or without the dis­
trict, and to effect such subsequent improvements, may 
exercise any of the powers which are in this chapter, or 
may be hereafter conferred upon such districts. But the 
striking of any lands from a district shall not in any 
way affect any assessment theretofore levied against 
such lands. When such improvements shall have been 
completed the costs thereof shall be apportioned and 
assessed against the lands benefited thereby in the 
manner hereinbefore provided for such apportionment 
and assessment in the case of original proceedings. New 
lands assessed for any such improvement shall become 
a part of such district. The construction and mainte­
nance of any such new improvement, unless let by con­
tract by the board of county commissioners, shall be 
under the direction of the board of supervisors of the 
district in which they are made or to which said im­
provement is added. The lands assessed for such new 
improvements, of less than the entire district, shall be 
designated, alphabetically, "subdistrict _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _  of 
_ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _  improvement district No. - - - - - ·" [ 19 1 7  c 
1 30 § 36; 1 9 1 3  c 1 76 § 34; RRS § 4442.) 

85.08.560 Extension of existing system--Appor­
tionment of cost. When any extension of or addition to 
any existing system of improvement shall be thus con­
structed, the cost thereof shall be assessed to all the 
property, counties, cities and towns in the enlarged dis­
trict benefited thereby in proportion to the benefits re­
ceived therefrom. Any new lands thus brought into the 
district shall be assessed in addition a proper and equi­
table share of the then value of the original system of 
improvement in proportion to the benefits which such 
new lands derive therefrom. In determining the value to 
be so assessed the board of appraisers shall take into 
consideration the amount, if any, which the property to 
be assessed has already paid toward the construction of 
the original system and all other matters that may be 
pertinent. If at any time it shall appear to the board of 
supervisors of any drainage or diking improvement dis­
trict that any lands without the boundaries of such dis­
trict are being benefited by the improvements of the 
district and are not being assessed for the benefits re­
ceived, they shall file a petition with the board of coun­
ty commissioners praying the benefits received by such 
lands be determined and an assessment made upon 
such lands for the ben�fi�s so received. Thereupon, the 
board of county commtsstoners shall appoint a board of 

appraisers as provided in RCW 85.08.360 for the ap­
portionment of the cost of construction of the original 
system of improvement, and an apportionment of the 
then value of the improvements of the district shall be 
made to such lands in proportion to the benefits re­
ceived therefrom as nearly as may be in the manner 
provided for the apportionment of the cost of the origi­
nal system of improvement. In determining what share 
of the value of the improvements of the district shall be 
apportioned to such lands the board of appraisers shall 
take into consideration the benefits already received by 
such lands and all other matters that may be pertinent. 
The amount of the value of the original system assessed 
upon any new property brought within the district shall 
be rebated pro rata upon the assessments, if any, out­
standing against the lands of the district on account of 
the construction of such original system. If the assess­
ment against any land has been paid in full, or if the 
assessment remaining outstanding against such land is 
less than the rebate apportioned to such land, the 
amount so rebated or excess of rebate over assessment 
shall be paid into the maintenance fund of the district 
and a proper credit on any existing or future assessment 
for maintenance shall be entered in favor of the land 
entitled thereto. The lands in the original district shall 
remain bound for the whole of the original unpaid as­
sessment thereon for the payment of any outstanding 
unpaid warrants or bonds secured to be paid by such 
assessments. [ 19 1 7  c 1 30 § 37; 1 9 1 3  c 1 76 § 35 ;  RRS § 
4443.) 

85.08.570 Districts in two or more counties No-
tice-Hearings. When a drainage, diking or sewerage 
system is proposed which will require a location, or the 
assessment of lands, in more than one county, applica­
tion therefor shall be made to the board of county 
commissioners in each of said counties, and the county 
engineers shall make preliminary reports for their re­
spective counties. The lines of such proposed improve­
ment shall be examined by the county engineers of the 
counties wherein said improvements will lie, jointly. 
The hearings in regard to such improvements, provided 
for by RCW 85.08 . 1 50, and 85.08.400 through 85.08.430 
shall be had by the boards of county commissioners of 
the two counties in joint sessions, and all other matters 
required to be done by the county commissioners in re­
gard to such improvement and the improvement district 
shall be had and done by the boards of county com­
missioners of the counties wherein such system of im­
provements shall lie, either in joint session at such place 
as the said board shall order, or by concurrent order 
entered into by the said boards at their respective offi­
ces. Notice of the hearings shall be given by the audi­
tors of both counties jointly by publication in the 
official paper of each of said counties. The county engi­
neer of the county wherein the greatest length of drain­
age, diking or sewerage system will lie, shall have 
charge of the engineering work and be ex officio a 
member of the boards in this chapter provided for. The 
schedule of apporti?nment shall be prepared in separate 
parts for the land m the respective counties ; and that 
part of said roll containing the assessments upon the 
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lands in each respective county shall be transmitted to 
the treasurer thereof, and the treasurer of said county 
shall give notice of said assessments as provided in 
RCW 85.08.400 through 85.08.430, and shall collect the 
assessments therein contained and shall also extend and 
collect the annual maintenance levies of said district 
upon the lands of said district lying in his county. The 
auditor of the county in which the greater length of the 
drainage, diking or sewerage system shall lie shall act as 
clerk of the joint session of the boards of county com­
missioners, and shall issue the warrants of the improve­
ment district, and shall attest the signatures of the two 
boards of county commissioners on the bonds. He shall 
furnish to the auditor of the other county duplicate 
copies of the records of proceedings of such joint ses­
sions. Duplicate records of all proceedings had and pa­
pers filed in connection with such improvements shall 
be kept, one with the auditor of each county. Protests 
or other papers filed with the auditor who is not clerk of 
the joint sessions shall be forwarded forthwith by him 
to the auditor who acts as clerk of such joint sessions. 
The. treasurer of said county shall register and certify 
and pay the warrants and the bonds, and shall have 
charge of the funds of the district; and to him, the trea­
surer of the county in which the lesser portion of such 
system of improvements lie, shall remit semiannually, in 
time for the semiannual warrant and bond calls, all 
such collections made in such other county. A drainage, 
diking or sewerage improvement district lying in more 
than one county shall be designated "joint drainage (or 
diking) or sewerage improvement district No. _ _ _ _ _  of 
_ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _  and _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _  counties." All proceedings 
in regard to joint drainage, diking improvement dis­
tricts, which have heretofore been had and done sub­
stantially in accordance with the amendatory provisions 
of this chapter are hereby approved and declared to be 
valid. [ 1 923 c 46 § 1 3 ;  1 92 1  c 1 57 § 6; 1 9 1 3  c 1 76 § 38;  
RRS § 4446.] 

85.08.580 Consolidation--Resolution-Time for 
hearing. Whenever it shall appear to the board of coun­
ty commissioners that the consolidation of two or more 
diking, drainage or sewerage improvement districts es­
tablished under the provisions of this chapter will result 
in economy of the maintenance of such districts, they 
shall by resolution declare their intention to order such 
consolidation, and shall fix a time and place for hearing 
objections to such consolidation. The time so fixed shall 
not be less than thirty nor more than sixty days from 
the date of adoption of such resolution, and the place 
fixed may be the county seat or other place more co�­
venient to the districts which it is proposed to consoli­
date. [ 1 923 c 46 § 14;  1 9 1 7  c 1 30 § I ;  RRS § 4449.] 

85.08.590 Consolidation-Notice of hearing. No­
tice of the hearing shall be given by publication in the 
newspaper doing the county printing once a week for 
two successive weeks, the last publication to be not less 
than seven nor more than fourteen days prior to the 
date of said hearing. The notice shall be posted for the 
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same period in three public places in each of the dis­
tricts proposed to be consolidated. [ 1 9 1 7  c 1 30 § 2; 
RRS § 4450.] 

85.08.600 Consolidation---Objections--Determi­
nation. The board of county commissioners shall meet 
at the time and place fixed in such notice, and may ad­
journ such meeting from time to time and from place t? 
place. If objections are offered to the proposed consoli­
dation, they shall hear and consider the same and may 
refuse to proceed further with the consolidation or may 
enter an order declaring any two or more of such dis­
tricts consolidated, and that the territory included in 
such districts shall thereafter constitute and be known 
as "Consolidated drainage, diking or sewerage im-
provement district No. _ _ _ _ _  of _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _ _  county," 
giving to such consolidated dis�rict its consecuti�e 
number in the order of the establishment of such dis­

85.08.610 Consolidation-supervisors after consol­
idation. Until the expiration of the terms of the elected 
supervisors having the shortest term to serve in ea�h of 
the districts so consolidated, the two elected supervisors 
of each district, together with the county engineer, shall 
form the board of supervisors of such consolidated 
district. 

At the annual election following the entry of the or­
der of consolidation, one supervisor shall be elected in 
the consolidated district and shall serve for two years 
and until his successor is elected and qualified, and to­
gether with the supervisor of each district included in 
the consolidation whose term of office has not expired 
and the county engineer, shall constitute the board of 
supervisors of the consolidated district until the next 
annual election. 

At the next annual election and at each succeeding 
annual election, one supervisor shall be elected in the 
consolidated district for a term of two years. [ 1 917  c 
1 30 § 4; RRS § 4452.] 

85.08.620 Consolidation--Powers and duties after 
consolidation. From the time of the entry of the order of 
consolidation, such consolidated district and its board 
of supervisors shall have all the rights and powers of, 
and be subject to all laws applicable to a district estab­
lished under the provisions of chapter 1 76 of the Laws 
of 1 9 1 3  and acts amendatory thereof, and the several 
districts included in the consolidated district shall 
thereby be dissolved without any further proceedings. 
Notwithstanding such consolidation and dissolution, 
none of the outstanding bonds, warrants or other in­
debtedness of any district included in the consolidated 
district shall be affected thereby; and all lands liable to 
be assessed to pay any of such bonds, warrants or other 
indebtedness shall remain liable to the same extent as if 
such consolidation had not been made; and any and all 
assessments theretofore levied or made against any such 
lands shall be and remain unimpaired, and shall be col­
lected in the same manner as if no such consolidation 
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had been made. The board of supervisors of the con­
solidated district shall have all the powers possessed at 
the time of the consolidation by the boards of supervi­
sors of the several districts included in the consolidation 
to levy, assess and cause to be collected any and all as­
sessments or charges against any of the lands within the 
several districts that may be necessary or required to 
provide for the payment of all the bonds, warrants and 
other indebtedness thereof. Until such assessments shall 
have been collected and all indebtedness of the district 
paid, separate funds shall be maintained for each dis­
trict as were maintained prior to the consolidation.

85.08.625 Consolidation--Governing statutes. 
Whenever two or more districts have been consolidated 
all the provisions of law applicable to such district prior 
to the consolidation shall apply to the consolidated dis­
trict. [ 1 9 1 7  c 1 30 § 6; RRS § 4454. Formerly RCW 
86.08.620, part.] 

85.08.630 Waters developed--Defined-Dispos­
al of. The use of any waters developed by the drainage 
system of any drainage improvement district shall be 
subject to the control of the drainage improvement dis­
trict and such district shall have the right to dispose of 
and contract for the use of such waters for irrigation or 
other uses, as hereinafter provided: Provided, That the 
waters developed by any existing drainage system, and 
the waters developed by any drainage system hereafter 
constructed which shall remain undisposed of for three 
years after the completion of the improvement and the 
levy of the assessment to pay the cost thereof, shall not 
be subject to disposal by such district where such wa­
ters shall have been appropriated by any person at a 
point below the outlet of the drainage system of such 
district. The term "waters developed" as used in this 
chapter shall not be held to include surface waste wa­
ters from irrigation. [ 19 1 7  c 1 30 § 7; RRS § 4455.] 

85.08.640 Waters developed--Contracts for use 
and sale. The board of supervisors may enter into any 
contract for the use, sale or disposal of such waters that 
in their judgment shall be for the best interests of the 
district; but no such sale, contract or disposition shall 
be made except by the unanimous vote of the board. 
The district shall not guarantee nor warrant the amount 
or flow of, nor the title to, such waters; and no use, sale 
or disposition of such waters shall be lawful that will 
interfere with the efficiency of said drainage system.

85.08.650 Waters developed--Application for use. 
Any person or corporation desiring to acquire and use 
the waters developed by any drainage system, may 
make application therefor in writing to the board of su­
pervisors of the district, accompanying such application 
with a bond to be approved by the board, conditioned 

that the applicant will pay the costs of the investigation 
and hearing in case no disposal of said waters be made 
thereat. Successive applications and proceedings may be 
made and had as long as there is any water remaining 
undisposed of in said drainage system. [ 1 9 1 7  c 1 30 § 9;

85.08.660 Waters developed--Notice of bear­
ing--Form of application--Bond. When any such 
application shall be filed, the board of supervisors of 
the district shall cause to be published in the county 
official paper, once a week for three successive weeks 
prior to the date of the hearing hereinafter referred to, a 
notice fixing the time and place within the district when 
the board will hear and consider such applications. All 
applications shall be in writing and contain a statement 
of the proposed use to be made of the water, specifying 
the time, place and manner of such proposed use; and 
in entering into any such contract, the board of super­
visors of the district may require such security as they 
may deem reasonable for the proper construction and 
installation of works of diversion and for the use of said 
water by the party proposing to use the same. [ 1 9 1 7  c

85.08.820 Drainage bonds owned by state--Can­
cellation of interest and assessments--Levy omitted. 
Whenever the department of conservation and develop­
ment of the state of Washington shall have purchased 
and the state of Washington owns the entire issue of 
any series o� bo�ds of any county in the state, the pay­
ment of which IS to be made from and is secured by 
ass�ssme�ts upon the property included within any 
dramage Improvement distnct organized and existing in 
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such county, and it shall appear to the satisfaction of 
the director of conservation and development that 
owing to and by reason of the nature of the soil within 
and the topography of such drainage improvement dis­
trict the lands contained therein were not or will not be 
drained sufficiently to permit the cultivation thereof 
within the time when assessments for the payment of 
the interest on said bonds and to constitute a sinking 
fund to retire said bonds as provided by law became or 
will become due, and that by reason thereof the owners 
of said lands were or will be unable to meet said as­
sessment, the director of conservation and development 
shall have the power and he is hereby authorized under 
such terms and conditions as he shall deem advisable to 
enter into a contract in writing with the board of coun­
ty commissioners of the county issuing such bonds, 
waiving the payment of interest upon such bonds from 
the date of their issue for not to exceed five years, and 
extending the time of payment of said bonds for not to 
exceed five years; and upon the execution of said con­
tract the board of county commissioners of said county 
shall have the power and is hereby authorized to cancel 
all assessments made upon the lands included within 
such drainage improvement district for the payment of 
principal and/or interest on said bonds prior to the date 
of said contract, and to omit the levy of any assess­
ments for said purposes until the expiration of the time 
of the waiver of interest payments upon said bonds

the drainage improvement district, joint drainage im­
provement district, or consolidated drainage improve­
ment district within a particular irrigation district may 
merge with the irrigation district within which it is situ­

board or boards of directors of the irrigation district or 
irrigation districts into which the drainage improve­
ment, joint drainage improvement district, or consoli­
dated drainage improvement district will be merged, 
which irrigation district or irrigation districts shall be 
named in the petition, are agreeable to the merger, and 
that the assent or assents thereto, in writing, by said ir­
rigation district board or boards have been filed with 
the board or boards of county commissioners, the 
board or boards of county commissioners shall order an 
election to be held in the drainage improvement district, 
joint drainage improvement district or consolidated 
drainage improvement district to approve or disapprove 
the merger and shall fix the time thereof and cause no­
tice to be published. [ 1957 c 94 § 5.]

The notice shall be given and the election conducted in 
the manner, so far as is applicable, as for the election of 
members of the board of supervisors of a drainage im­
provement district. The notice shall advise of the elec­
tion so ordered and the date, time and place thereof, 
state the filing of the petition, the names of those sign­
ing the petition and prayer thereof, and shall require the 
voters to cast ballots with the words "Merger, Yes" or

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85.08.880 Merger of improvement district with irri­
gation district--Proceedings and costs on approval or 
disapproval. If a majority of the votes cast favor merger, 
the board or boards of county commissioners shall en­
ter an order approving the petition and ordering the 
merper and file a certified copy thereof with the county 
auditor or auditors of the county or counties in which 
the district is situated, and the drainage improvement 
district, joint drainage improvement district, or consoli­
dated drainage improvement district shall thereupon be 
dissolved and its system of improvements vested in the 
irrigation district or irrigation districts without further 
proceedings.

If  the merger is not approved, the expenses 
of the county or counties in connection with the elec­
tion will be paid by the drainage improvement district, 
joint drainage improvement district, or consolidated 
drainage improvement district. [ 1 957 c 94 § 7.] 

85.08.890 Merger of improvement district with irri­
gation district--Prior indebtedness. None of the in­
debtedness of the drainage improvement district, joint 
�rainage impro�e�ent district, or co�solidated drainage 
Improvement distnct, or of the dramage improvement 
district� t�ken into the consolidated drainage improve­
ment distnct, shall be affected by the merger and disso­
!ution, and all lands liable to be assessed to pay such 
mdebtedness shall remain liable to the same extent as if 
the merger and dissolution had not taken place, and all 
assessments theretofore levied shall remain unimpaired 
and shall be collected in the same manner as if no 
merger had taken place. The board or boards of direc­
tors of the irrigation district or irrigation districts with 
�hich the drainage improvement district, joint drainage 
Improvement district, or consolidated drainage im­
provement district was merged shall have all the powers 
possessed at the time of the merger by the board of su­
pervisors of the drainage improvement district, joint 
drainage improvement district, or consolidated drainage 
improvement district and the board or boards of county 
commissioners may levy and cause to be collected any 
and all assessments against any of the lands formerly 
within the drainage improvement district, joint drainage 
improvement district, or consolidated drainage im­
provement district necessary for the payment of all in­
debtedness thereof, and of the drainage improvement 
districts taken into the consolidated drainage improve­
ment district. Until the assessments are collected and all 
indebtedness of each drainage improvement district or 
joint drainage improvement district included in the 
merger, either as such or, in the case of the former, as a 
part of a consolidated drainage improvement district, is 
paid, separate funds shall be maintained for each such 

drainage improvement district or JOIDt drainage im­
provement district as were maintained before the merg­
er. [ 1 957 c 94 § 8.] 

85.08.900 Alternative methods of formation of im­
provement districts. Whenever an improvement district 
is sought to be established, in addition to the proce­
dures authorized by this chapter there may be em­
ployed any other method authorized by law for the 
formation of districts or improvement districts so that 
the improvement district will qualify under the provi­
sions of chapter 89.

Chapter 85.09 
DIKING AND DRAINAGE IMPROVEMENT 

DISTRICTS--REFUNDING BONDS 
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85.09.010 Refunding bonds-Refunding loan from 
United States-Sale or exchange-Delinquency. 
Whenever any bonds and/or warrants of any diking or 
drainage improvement district of this state shall become 
payable or be outstanding and the board or boards of 
county commissioners of the county or counties where­
in such district lies shall determine that it will be for the 
best interests of the owners of the lands included in 
such district to issue refunding bonds and to levy an 
assessment to meet such obligations, they may levy such 
assessment and fix the time for the payment thereof and 
fix the installments in which such assessment shall be 
paid; and they may issue refunding bonds of the district 
in the manner hereinafter provided, to provide funds 
with which to pay such outstanding bonds and/or 
warrants. 

Such refunding bonds (except in case the refunding 
loan shall be from the United States) shall be payable 
in such series and at such time or times over a period 
not ex�e�ding twenty-five y�ars as the board of county 
commissiOners shall determme; they shall bear interest 
payable semiannually on January first and July first of 
each year at such rate as the said board of county 
commissioners shall determine; and all bonds shall be 
payable at any interest paying date on or before the due 
date thereof. 

The assessment to support such refunding bonds shall 
become due in annual installments over a period not 
exceeding twenty-five years in amounts and install­
ments adequate to retire the bonds as they fall due, as 
may be fixed by the board of county commissioners, 
and shall bear the same rate of interest as the said 
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bonds: and any and all assessments may be paid at any 
time, with interest to next interest paying date. 

If such refunding bonds are to be deposited with, and 
the refunding loan to be procured from the Recon­
struction Finance Corporation or any other loaning 
agency created by act of the congress of the United 
States, or from the United States, pursuant to any act of 
the congress of the United States, the assessment to 
support said refunding bonds may be spread over such 
period of years, and shall become due in such install­
ments, and bear such interest as shall be required by 
the Reconstruction Finance Corporation or such other 
loaning agency or by such proper official of the United 
States or by said act of congress; and the bonds shall be 
payable in such series, and at such times, and shall bear 
such rate of interest as may be prescribed by the Re­
construction Finance Corporation or such other loaning 
agency or by such official of the United States or by 
such act of congress. The board of county commission­
ers shall have power to contract for the sale of said 
bonds to the United States, the Reconstruction Finance 
Corporation or other loaning agency created by act of 
congress, and to procure a refunding loan from the 
United States, the Reconstruction Finance Corporation 
or other loaning agency, on such terms and under such 
regulations, and to levy an assessment to pay said 
bonds in such installments or series, and over such pe­
riod, as the Reconstruction Finance Corporation or 
such other loaning agency or the proper official of the 
United States or such act of congress may prescribe; 
and it shall not in such case be necessary to sell such 
refunding bonds at public sale. 

In case no sale of such refunding bonds can in the 
judgment of the board of county commissioners be 
made on more advantageous terms, the county com­
missioners may exchange such refunding bonds of the 
district at not less than par value and at not more than 
the rate of interest of the old bonds and/or warrants for 
an equal or greater amount of the outstanding bonds 
and/or warrants of said district without offering them 
at public sale. 

When any assessment or installments of assessments 
to meet such refunding bonds, shall be delinquent for a 
period of two years, certificates of delinquency thereon 
shall be issued to the county, and foreclosure thereof 
shall forthwith be effected in the manner provided for 
such foreclosure of assessments in drainage and diking 
improvement districts. 

When any land subject to an assessment to support 
refunding bonds issued pursuant to this chapter shall be 
conveyed by a county treasurer's deed to satisfy irriga­
tion district assessments, such irrigation district deed 
shall eliminate all such drainage and/or diking assess­
ments or installments thereof which are delinquent at 
the date of issuance thereof; but all such drainage 
and/ or diking assessments or installments thereof not 
yet delinquent at the date of issuance of such deed shall 
remain a lien against such land and the title conveyed 
by the irrigation district deed shall be subject thereto. 

Except as herein otherwise provided, all the provi­
sions of chapter 1 76 of the Laws of 1 9 1 3  and acts 
amendatory thereof including joint action by the boards 
(Title 85---p 641 

of commissioners of both counties in case of a district 
extending into two counties shall apply to and be the 
law and shall govern the form and manner of said sale 
and issuance and payment of the refunding bonds, the 
rate of interest they shall bear, the levy of the assess­
ment to support the same, appeals to the courts from 
actions by the county commissioners, the manner of the 
collection of said assessments, and all other matters 
pertaining to the said refunding bonds and the assess­
ment to meet the same, and except as herein otherwise 
provided, refunding bonds authorized, issued and dis­
posed of under the provisions of this chapter shall enti­
tle the holders and owners thereof to the same rights 
and privileges, shall constitute a lien on the same prop­
erty and be paid in the same manner as the original 
bonds refunded by said bond issue. ( 1 933 ex.s. c 38 § I :  
1933 c 22 § 1 ;  1929 c 2 1 1 § 1 ;  RRS § 4459- l .  Formerly 
RCW 85.08.700 through 85.08.730.]

85.09.020 Assessments--Roll--Installments­
Payment--Date of hearing. The board of county 
commissioners shall determine the amount of the as­
sessment necessary to be levied to provide funds to liq­
uidate obligations of the district which are to be 
refunded including bonds and/or warrants whose hold­
ers consent to their payment before they are due, which 
amount in diking or drainage improvement districts 
may be less than, but shall not exceed, the total amount 
of the outstanding assessments not yet canceled includ­
ing accumulated interest thereon, in support and for 
payment of the outstanding bonds and/or warrants 
which are to be refunded, plus the amount of any out­
standing warrants for which no assessment has been 
levied; in case only a part of the obligations of a diking 
or drainage improvement district are to be refunded, 
then such new assessment roll shall not be greater than 
that proportion of the existing uncanceled assessments, 
which the bonds and/or warrants to be refunded bear 
to the total bonds and/ or warrants then outstanding 
and for which assessments have been levied, plus the 
amount of any warrants which are to be refunded for 
which no assessment has been levied, and shall cause 
such assessment to be apportioned to the lands of the 
district in proportion to the original assessments for the 
outstanding bonds and/ or warrants of the said district 
still unpaid and not canceled against the respective 
lands thereof, including the interest on any delinquent 
assessments until the estimated date of the re-levy, ex­
cept that for any outstanding obligations for which no 
assessment has yet been levied, such apportionment 
shall be in proportion to the original assessment roll, 
and shall cause to be prepared an assessment roll 
showing the assessment thus apportioned against each 
tract, lot and parcel of land to be assessed and shall file 
such roll with the clerk of the board. Thereupon the 
board shall adopt a resolution which shall set forth: 

( 1) A schedule showing the bonds and/ or warrants 
outstanding against the district which they propose to 
refund, and the assessment necessary to be levied to 
provide funds for the payment thereof. 
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(2) That the assessment roll for the collection of the 
assessments proposed to be levied against the lands of 
the district is on file with the clerk of the board and 
open to inspection of all persons interested. 

(3) That the commissioners propose to levy such as­
sessments for collection in installments according to the 
schedule attached thereto. 

(4) A schedule showing the installments in which 
such assessments are to be paid. 

(5) That the assessments contained in such assess­
ment roll may be paid in full at any time prior to the 
expiration of thirty days after such assessment roll shall 
have been turned over to the treasurer for collection 
and he shall have published a notice to that effect, and 
that all assessments not so paid shall thereafter bear in­
terest until due at a rate to be fixed therein. 

(6) That the county commissioners propose to issue 
bonds under the provisions of this chapter, payable in 
_ _ _ _ _  years (to be stated in the resolution), to refund 
such outstanding bonds and/ or warrants. 

(7) A date which shall be not more than sixty nor less 
than thirty days from the date of the adoption of such 
resolution, on which the board of county commissioners 
will hear any objections offered to the proposed levy 
and issuance of refunding bonds, or to the assessment 
roll prepared by the said commissioners. [ 1 933 c 22 § 2 ;  
1 929 c 2 1 1  § 2 ;  RRS § 4459-2. Formerly RCW 
85.08.740 and 85.08.750.] 

85.09.030 Notice of hearing. Upon the preparation 
of the roll and the adoption of the resolution, the clerk 
of the board shall cause to be published in two succes­
sive weekly issues of the county official newspaper, a 
notice containing a copy of the resolution and stating 
that on the date fixed therein for the hearing the board 
will meet and hear any objection offered to the pro­
posed levy of the assessment or to the issuance of re­
funding bonds or to the assessment roll or any 
assessment therein contained; and stating that all per­
sons interested may file any objection they may have to 
the proposed levy or issuance of bonds or the assess­
ment roll with the board of commissioners prior to the 
date fixed for such hearing. The last publication of such 
notice shall not be less than ten days prior to the date 
fixed for such hearing. [ 1929 c 2 1 1 § 3 ;  RRS § 4459-3.

85.09.040 Hearing--Roll corrected--Confirma­
tion--Order. The board shall meet on the day fixed 
in the notice or to which the hearing may have been 
adjourned, and shall consider all objections which shall 
have been filed, and may modify any action as pro­
posed in said resolution; and may correct any errors in 
the assessment roll and shall confirm the roll as cor­
rected and shall levy the assessments therein contained 
for collection as prescribed in the resolution or as final­
ly adopted and shall enter an order confirming said roll. 

Upon the confirmation of the assessment roll and the 
levy of the assessments therein contained, the board 
shall cause the clerk to attach thereto a copy of the res­
olution and certify such roll and resolution and tum the 

assessment roll over to the county treasurer for collec­
tion in accordance with the resolution attached thereto. 

If before or at the hearing herein provided for pro­
tests have been filed by the owners of lands bearing 
more than sixty percent of the new assessment in the 
district objecting to the proposed levy and issuance of 
bonds, the board shall enter an order dismissing the 
proceedings and shall charge the cost thereof to the

85.09.050 Collection of assessments-Notice. As 
soon as the assessment roll has been turned over to the 
treasurer for collection, he shall publish a notice in the 
official newspaper of the county, once a week for at 
least two successive weeks, that the said roll is in his 
hands for collection and that any assessments therein or 
any portion of such assessments . may be p�id at �ny 
time on or before a date stated m such notlce, which 
date shall be thirty days after the date of the first pub­
lication, without interest. All assessments levied as pro­
vided herein, which shall not be paid within thirty days 
as herein provided for shall be collected in the manner 
provided for the collection of asse�sments levi�� to �ay 
the costs of construction in dramage or dikmg Im­
provement districts so far as the same shall be applica­
ble except as otherwise specified in this chapter. [ 1 933 c 
22 § 3 ; 1929 c 2 1 1 § 5 ;  RRS § 4459-5.

85.09.060 Sale or exchange of refunding bonds. 
Upon the expiration of thirty days from the first p�bli­
cation of the notice given by the treasurer as provided 
herein, the board of county commissioners may issue 
and sell (or exchange for outstanding bonds and/ or 
warrants) the refunding bonds of the district, payable as 
determined by them in their resolution; and all the 
provisions of law governing the issuance, sale and pay­
ment of the bonds of drainage or diking improvement 
districts shall govern the issuance, sale and payment of 
the bonds herein provided for, except as otherwise pro­
vided in this chapter. [ 1 933 c 22 § 4; 1929 c 2 1 1 § 6 ;

85.09.070 Disposition of funds collected. The pro­
ceeds of all assessments paid within the thirty-day peri­
od herein provided for, and the proceeds of the sale of 
all refunding bonds, shall be paid into a proper fund to 
be established in the county treasury, and shall be ap­
plied to the payment of outstanding bonds and/or war­
rants which are refunded in the manner in which such 
bonds are required to be paid by the law under which 
they were issued, and such bonds shall be called and 
paid accordingly. The proceeds of all payments of as­
sessments paid after the expiration of thirty days from 
the first .publication of the notice given by the treasurer 
as herein provided, shall be paid into a fund to be es­
tablished in the county treasury, to be known as the 
"refunding bonds redemption fund'.', and shall be ap­
plied to the payment of such refunding bonds as pro­
vided by chapter 1 76 of the Laws of 1 9 1 3, and acts 
amendatory thereof, for the payment of bonds issued

85. 16.030 Excess and extraordinary expendi­
tures--Warrants and bonds--Redemption fund. In 
maintaining a system of improvements of any such dis­
trict the supervisors thereof may at any time, with the

The form, tenor, and amount of such bonds 
and warrants, the number of installments in which the 
assessments shall be paid, and the time and method of 
payment of assessments shall be the same as provided 
in RCW 85.08.240, for the original construction cost of 
a system of improvements: Provided however, That said 
bonds and warrants may be in denominations of one 
thousand dollars. In case maintenance bonds or war­
rants to cover extraordinary maintenance expenditures 
are issued as herein provided, then a maintenance bond 
or warrant redemption fund for each separate issue of 
bonds or warrants shall be created into which all mon­
eys derived from assessments levied to pay each issue 
shall be paid. Such redemption fund shall be applied 
first to the payment of the interest due upon such bonds 
or warrants and second to the payment of the principal 
thereof. After payment in full of principal and interest 
of any such issue of bonds or warrants, any balance 
thereafter remaining in any such redemption fund shall

that all assessments not so paid shall thereafter bear in­
terest until due at a rate to be fixed therein. 

(6) That the commissioners propose to issue bonds 
under the provisions of chapter 1 76 of the Laws of 
19 13, and acts amendatory thereof, payable in _ _ _ _  _ 

years (to be stated in the resolution), to refund such 
outstanding bonds then payable. 

(7) A date which shall be not more than sixty nor less 
than thirty days after the date of the adoption of such 
resolution, on which the board will hear any objections 
offered to the proposed levy and issuance of refunding 
bonds, or to the assessment roll prepared by the com­
missioners. [ 1 933 c 1 82 § 7; RRS § 4477-7.

If such body after consider­
ation determines that a diking and drainage system 
shall be established, then the chairman and secretary 
shall certify to the board of county commissioners of 
each county a copy of the resolutions of the body cre­
ating such district, and a certificate to the same effect 
shall be made to the commissioner of public lands, and 
such certificates shall be filed with the board of county 
commissioners of each county, and in the office of the 
commissioner of public lands, and shall be recorded in 
the records and journals of the respective offices; a ma­
jority of all the members of said body shall be necessary 
to establish any diking and drainage system hereunder, 
and a majority of the body shall constitute a quorum 
for the transaction of any business.

The 
treasurer of the county in which the smaller or minor 
portion of the taxes are to be collected shall forward the 
amount collected by him quarterly each year on the 
first Monday in January, April, July and October, to 
the treasurer of the county in which the larger or major 
portion of the taxes are to be collected. The treasurer of 
the county in which the larger portion of the taxes have 
been levied and assessed shall be the disbursing officer 
of such diking and drainage district, and shall pay out 
the funds of such district upon orders drawn by the 
chairman and secretary of the board acting under au­
thority of the board, and shall be the treasurer of the

85.24.180 Sale of property for delinquency--Pro­
cedure--Purchaser's interest. If any of the installment 
of taxes are not paid as herein provided, the county 
treasurer shall sell all lots or parcels of land on which 
taxes have been levied and assessed, whether in the 
name of the designated owner or the name of an un­
known owner, to satisfy all delinquent and unpaid as­
sessments, interest, penalties and costs. The treasurer 
must commence the sale of property upon which taxes 
are delinquent within sixty days after the same become 
delinquent, and continue such sale from day to day 
thereafter until all the lots and parcels of land upon 
which taxes have not been paid are sold. Such sales 

shall take place at the front door of the court house. 
The proper treasurer shall give notice of such sales by 
publishing a notice thereof once a week for two succes­
sive weeks in two or more newspapers published within 
the district, or if no such newspaper is published, within 
the district, then within any two or more newspapers 
having a general circulation in such district; such notice 
shall contain a list of all lots and parcels of land upon 
which such assessments are delinquent, with the 
amount of interest, penalty and cost at the date of sale, 
including c�sts of advertising had upon each of such 
lots, pieces or parcels of land, together with the names 
of the owners thereof, if known to the treasurer, or the 
word "unknown" if unknown to the treasurer, and shall 
specify the time and place of sale, and that the several 
lots or parcels of land therein described, or so much as 
may be necessary, will be sold to satisfy the assessment, 
interest, penalty and cost due upon each. All such sales 
shall be made between the hours of ten o'clock a.m. 
and three o'clock p.m. Such sales shall be made in the 
manner now prescribed by the general laws of this state 
for the sale of property for delinquent taxes, and certif­
icates and deeds shall be made to the purchasers and 
redemptions made as is now prescribed by the general 
laws of this state in the manner and upon the terms 
therein specified: Provided, That no tax deeds shall be 
made until after the expiration of one year after the is­
suance of the certificate, and during such year any per­
son interested may redeem. A certificate of purchase 
shall be issued to the district for all lots and parcels of 
land not sold.

The board of commissioners of the district may sell and 
transfer any such certificate to any person who is will­
ing to pay to the district the amount for which the lot 
or parcel of land therein described was stricken off to 
the district, with the interest subsequently accrued 
thereon.

In making sale of 
said bonds the board shall advertise the same for sale to 
the highest bidder, upon such notice as it may deter­
mine. Any bonds issued hereunder shall be subject to 
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annual call by the treasurer of the board at the expira­
tion of any year before maturity, in such manner and 
amounts as there may be cash on hand with which to 
pay the same in the said fund from which the same may 
be payable. Such call for payment shall be made by 
publishing notice of such call in a newspaper in each 
county in which said district is situated for three con­
secutive issues beginning not more than twenty days 
before the expiration of any year from the date of such 
bond, and interest on said bonds shall cease at the date 
named in such call. 

Said bonds shall have attached thereto interest cou­
pons representing the annual or semiannual interest for 
the term of said bond. 

The bonds and interest coupons shall be signed by 
the chairman and secretary of said board, provided that 
the interest coupons may be executed by a facsimile of 
said signatures in lieu thereof. 

It shall be the duty of the board to keep a register of

for the disposal of county property in chapter 36.34 
RCW; 

(8) Cooperate with or join with the state of 
Washington, United States, another state, any agency, 
corporation or political subdivision of the United States 
or any state, Canada; or any private corporation or in­
dividual for the purposes of this chapter; 

(9) Accept funds or property by loan, grant, gift or 
otherwise from the United States, the state of 
Washington, or any other public or private source; 

( I  0) Remove debris, logs, or other material which 
may impede the orderly flow of waters in streams or 
water courses: Provided, That such material shall be­
come property of the zone and may be sold for the 
purpose of recovering the cost of removal : Provided 
further, That valuable material or minerals removed 
from public lands shall remain the property of the state.

86.15.090 Extraterritorial powers. A zone may, when 
necessary to protect life and property within its limits 
from flood water, exercise any of its powers specified in 
RCW 86.

(c) The county as a whole, as well as a zone or par­

ticipating zones. [ 1 961  c 1 53 § I I . ]  

86.15. 120 Flood control improvements--Hearing, 
notice. Before finally adopting a resolution to undertake 
any flood control improvement, the board shall hold a 
hearing thereon. Notice and publication of such hearing 
shall be given pursuant to the provisions of RCW 36-
.32. 120(7). The board may conduct any such hearing 
concurrently with a hearing on the establishment of a 
flood control zone, and may in such case designate such 
proposed zone a beneficiary of any improvement. [ I  96 1

The treasurer of 
each zone shall be the county treasurer. He shall estab­
lish within his office a zone flood control fund for each 
zone into which shall be deposited the proceeds of all 
tax levies, assessments, gifts, grants, loans, or other rev­
enues which may become available to a zone.

(3) Within any zone or participating zones an annual 
levy of not to exceed fifty cents per thousand dollars of 
assessed value when such levy will not take dollar rates 
which other taxing districts may lawfully claim and

improvement. Such voluntary assessment shall be im­
posed only after each owner of property benefited by 
the flood control improvement has agreed to the assess­
ment by written agreement with the board. Such agree­
ment shall be recorded with the county auditor and the 
obligations under the agreement shall be binding upon 
all heirs, and all successors in interest of the property. 

The voluntary assessments need not be uniform or 
directly related to benefits to the property from the 
flood control improvement. 

The levying, collection and enforcement hereby au­
thorized shall be in the manner now and hereafter pro­
vided by law for the levying, collection and 
enforcement of local improvement assessments by cities 
of the first class, insofar as the same shall not be incon­
sistent with the provisions of this chapter. 

The disposition of all proceeds from voluntary as­
sessments shall be in accordance with RCW 86.

Such lien shall be effective and 
shall be enforced and foreclosed in the same manner as 
provided for sewerage liens of cities and towns by RCW

86.18.010 Declaration of purpose. Economic devel­
opment and growth of the state is dependent on the 
control of flood waters. The legislature declares, in the 
exercise of its sovereign and police powers, that the 
purpose of this chapter is to provide for contributions 
of funds for assisting political subdivisions of the state 
in the protection of lands from inundation ;  the protec­
tion of public highways; the control of storm drainage; 
the maintenance of stream channels and water courses ; 
and the protection of life and property. 

It is the intent of the legislature that funds be pro­
vided to political subdivisions of the state to assist in 
the development of those flood control improvements 

and projects, which cannot be reasonably and practica­
bly financed through the normal methods of financing 
available to such political subdivisions. [ 1 967 ex.s. c 1 36

86.18.020 Fund created in state treasury. There is 
hereby established in the state treasury a fund to be 
known as the flood control contribution fund.

(5) The political subdivision desiring a contribution 
has made an application for a contribution to the state 
supervisor of flood control showing the estimated cost 
of the project and the requested contribution. 

(6) Federal funds are available for contribution for 
payment of a portion of the cost of the project. 

The director of the department of water resources is 
authorized to determine when these conditions have 
been met and to request the proper warrant for the 
state's contribution.

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(5) To maintain, repair, construct and reconstruct 
ditches, laterals, pipe lines and other water conduits 
used or to be used in carrying water for irrigation of 
lands located within the boundaries of a city or town 
where the owners of land within such city or town shall 
use such irrigation works to carry water to the bounda­
ries of such city or town for irrigation or other purposes 
within such city or town, and to charge to such city or 
town the pro rata proportion of the cost of such main­
tenance, repair, construction and reconstruction work

be affected by, the operation and maintenance thereof. 

(8) To acquire from a water district wholly within the 
irrigation district's boundaries, by a conveyance without 
cost, the water district's water system and to operate the 
same to provide water for the domestic use of the irri­
gation district residents. As a part of its acceptance of 
the conveyance the irrigation district must agree to re­
lieve the water district of responsibility for maintenance 
and repair of the system. Any such water district is au­

said petition is to be presented, together with a notice 
signed by the clerk of the board of county commission­
ers stating the time of the meeting at which the same 
will be presented. There shall also be published a notice 
of the hearing on said petition in a newspaper published 
at Olympia, Washington, to be designated by the direc­
tor of the department of conservation and development 
from year to year, which said notice shall be published 
for at least two weeks (three issues) prior to the date of 
said meeting and shall contain the name of the county 
or counties and the number of each township and range 
in which the lands embraced within the boundaries of 
the proposed district are situated, also the time, place 
and purpose for said meeting, which said notice shall be 
signed by the petitioner whose name first appears upon 
the said petition. If any portion of the lands within said 
proposed district lie within another county or counties, 
then the said petition and notice shall be published for 
the time above provided in one newspaper printed and 
published in each of said counties. The said notice, to­
gether with a map of the district, shall also be served by 
registered mail at least thirty days before the said hear­
ing upon the state director of the department of conser­
vation and development at Olympia, Washington, who 
shall, at the expense of the district in case it is later or­
ganized, otherwise at the expense of the petitioners' 
bondsmen, make such investigation, through the divi­
sion of hydraulics, of the sufficiency of the source and 
supply of water for the purposes of the proposed dis­
trict, as he may deem necessary, and file a report of his 
findings, together with a statement of his costs, with the 

board of county commissioners at or prior to the time 
set for said hearing. When the petition is presented, the 
board of county commissioners shall hear the same, 
shall receive such evidence as it may deem material, 
and may adjourn such hearing from time to time, not 
exceeding four weeks in all, and on the final hearing 
shall establish and define the boundaries of the district 
along such lines as in the judgment of the board will 
best reclaim the lands involved and enter an order to 
that effect : Provided, That said board shall not modify 
the boundaries so as to except from the operation of the 
district any territory within the boundaries outlined in 
the petition, which is susceptible of irrigation by the 
same system of works applicable to other lands in such 
proposed district and for which a water supply is avail­
able; nor shall any lands which, in the judgment of said 
board, will not be benefited, be included within such 
district; any lands included within any district, which 
have a partial or full water right shall be given equitable 
credit therefor in the apportionment of the assessments 
in this act provided for :  And provided further, That 
any owner, whose lands are susceptible of irrigation 
from the same source, and in the judgment of the board 
it is practicable to irrigate the same by the proposed 
district system, shall, upon application to the board at 
the time of the hearing, be entitled to have such lands 
included in the district.

lands which may be deemed best for such location. Said 
board shall also have the power to acquire, either by

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The board may enter into any obligation or contract 
with the United States or with the state of Washington 
for the supervision of the construction, for the con­
struction, reconstruction, betterment, extension, sale or 
purchase, or operation and maintenance of the neces­
sary works for the delivery and distribution of water 
therefrom under the provisions of the state reclamation 
act, or under the provisions of the federal reclamation 
act, and all amendments or extensions thereof, and the 
rules and regulations established thereunder, or it may 
contract with the United States for a water supply or 
for reclamation purposes in general under any act of 
congress which, for the purposes of this act, shall be 
deemed to include any act of congress for reclamation 
purposes heretofore or hereafter enacted providing for 
and permitting such contract, or for the collection of 
money due or to become due to the United States, or 
for the assumption of the control and management of 
the works; and in case contract has been or may here­
after be made with the United States, as herein provid­
ed, bonds of the district may be deposited with the 
United States as payment or as security for future pay­
ment at not less than ninety percent of their par value, 
the interest on said bonds to be provided for by assess­
ment and levy as in the case of other bonds of the dis­
trict, and regularly paid to the United States to be 
applied as provided in such contract, and if bonds of 
the district are not so deposited, it shall be the duty of 
the board of directors to include as part of any levy or 
assessment provided in RCW 87.03.260 an amount suf­
ficient to meet each year all payments accruing under 
the terms of any such contract.

Bo�ds issued 
under the provisions of this act shall be senal bonds 
payable in legal currency of the Uni�ed States in such 
series and amounts as shall be detenruned and declared 
by the board of directors in the resolution calling the 
election : Provided, That the first series shall mature not 
later than ten years and the last series not later than 
forty years from the date ther�of: Pro_vided f�rther, 
That bonds, authorized by a special election held m the

issued and sold are hereby confirmed and validated. 

Notice of such bond election must be given by publi­
cation of such notice in some newspaper published in 
the county where the office of the board of directors of 
such district is required to be kept, once a week for at 
least two weeks (three times). Such notices must specify 
the time of holding the election, and the amount and 
maturities of bonds proposed to be issued; and said 
election must be held and the results thereof determined 
and declared in all respects as nearly as practicable in 
conformity with the provisions of law governing the 
election of the district officers: Provided, That no infor­
mality in conducting such election shall invalidate the 
same, if the election shall have been otherwise fairly 
conducted. At such election the ballots shall contain the 
words "Bonds Yes" and "Bonds No," or words equiva­
lent thereto. If a majority of the votes cast are cast 
"Bonds Yes," the board of directors shall thereupon 
have authority to cause bonds in said amount and ma­
turities to be issued. If the majority of the votes cast at 
any bond election are "Bonds No," the result of such 
election shall be so declared and entered of record; but 
if contract is made or is to be made with the United 
States as in RCW 87.03 . 1 40 provided, and bonds are 
not to be deposited with the United States in connec­
tion with such contract, the question submitted at such 
special election shall be whether contract shall be en­
tered into with the United States. The notice of election 
shall state under the terms of what act or acts of con­
gress contract is proposed to be made, and the maxi­
mum amount of money payable to the United States 
for construction purposes exclusive of penalties and in­
terest. The ballots for such election shall contain the 
words " Contract with the United States Yes" and 
"Contract with the United States No," or words equiv­
alent thereto. And whenever thereafter said board, in its 
judgment, deems it for the best interest of the district 
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that the question of issuance of bonds for said amount, 
or any amount, or the question of entering into a con­
tract with the United States, shall be submitted to said 
electors, it shall so declare, by resolution recorded in its 
minutes, and may thereupon submit such question to 
said electors in the same manner and with like effect as 
at such previous election. All bonds issued under this 
act shall bear interest at such rate or rates as the board 
of directors may determine, payable semiannually on 
the first day of January and of July of each year. The 
principal and interest shall be payable at the office of 
the county treasurer of the county in which the office of 
the board of directors is situated, or if the board of di­
rectors shall so determine at the fiscal agency of the 
state of Washington in New York City, said place of 
payment to be designated in the bond. Said bonds shall 
be each of the denomination of not less than one hun­
dred nor more than one thousand dollars; shall be ne­
gotiable in form, signed by the president and secretary, 
and the seal of the district shall be affixed thereto. The 
county treasurer shall register said bonds before the is­
suance thereof in a book kept for that purpose, and 
shall certify on each thereof under his seal that it has 
been so registered, and that the signatures thereon are 
the genuine signatures of the president and secretary 
respectively and that the seal attached is the seal of the 
district. Whenever the electors shall vote to authorize 
the issuance of bonds of the district such authorization 
shall nullify and cancel all unsold bonds previously au­
thorized, and if the question is submitted to and carried 
by the electors at the bond election, any bond issue 
may be exchanged in whole or in part, at par, for any 
or all of a valid outstanding bond issue of the district 
when mutually agreeable to the owner or owners there­
of and the district, and the amount of said last bond is­
sue in excess, if any, of that required for exchange 
purposes, may be sold as in the case of an original is­
sue. The bonds of any issue authorized to be exchanged 
in whole or in part for outstanding bonds shall state on 
their face the amount of such issue so exchanged, and 
shall contain a certificate of the treasurer of the district 
as to the amount of the bonds exchanged, and that said 
outstanding bonds have been surrendered and can­
celed: Provided further, That where bonds have been 
authorized and unsold, the board of directors may sub­
mit to the qualified voters of the district the question of 
canceling said previous authorization, which question 
shall be submitted upon the same notice and under the 
same regulations as govern the submission of the origi­
nal question of authorizing a bond issue. At such elec­
tion the ballots shall contain the words "Cancellation 
Yes," and "Cancellation No," or words equivalent 
thereto. If  at such election a majority of the votes shall 
be "Cancellation Yes," the said issue shall be thereby 
canceled and no bonds may be issued thereunder. If the 
majority of said ballots shall be "Cancellation No," said 
original authorization shall continue in force with like 
effect as though said cancellation election had not been 
held : Provided, That bonds deposited with the United 
States in payment or in pledge may call for the payment 
of such interest at such rate or rates, may be of such 
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denominations, and call for the repayment of the prin­
cipal at such times as may be agreed upon between the 
board and the secretary of the interior. 

Each issue shall be numbered consecutively as issued, 
and the bonds of each issue shall be numbered consec­
utively and bear date at the time of their issue. Coupons 
for the interest shall be attached to each bond, signed 
by the president of the board and the secretary. The 
signatures of the president and secretary may, however, 
appear by lithographic facsimile. Said bonds shall ex­
press upon their face that they were issued by authority 
of this act, stating its title and date of approval, and 
shall also state the number of issue of which such bonds 
are a part. The secretary shall keep a record of bonds 
sold, their number, the date of sale, the price received 
and the name of the purchaser. In case the money re­
ceived by the sale of all bonds issued be insufficient for 
the completion of plans of the canals and works adopt­
ed, and additional bonds be not voted, or a contract 
calling for additional payment to the United States be 
not authorized and made, as the case may be, i t  shall be 
the duty of the board of directors to provide for the 
completion of said plans by levy of assessments there­
for. It shall be lawful for any irrigation districts which 
have heretofore issued and sold bonds under the law 
then in force, to issue in place thereof an amount of 
bonds not in excess of such previous issue, and to sell 
the same, or any part thereof, as hereinafter provided, 
or exchange the same, or any part thereof, with the 
holders of such previously issued bonds which may be 
outstanding, upon such terms as may be agreed upon 
between the board of directors of the district and the 
holders of such outstanding bonds: Provided, That the 
question of such reissue of bonds shall have been previ­
ously voted upon favorably by the legally qualified 
electors of such district, in the same manner as required 
for the issue of original bonds, and the said board shall 
not exchange any such bonds for a less amount in par 
value of the bonds received; all of such old issue in 
place of which new bonds are issued shall be destroyed 
whenever lawfully in possession of said board. Bonds 
issued under the provisions of this section may, when so 
authorized by the electors, include a sum sufficient to 
pay the interest thereon for a period not exceeding the 
first four years. Whenever an issue of bonds shall have 
been authorized pursuant to law, and any of the earlier

87.03.215 Payment of bonds and interest, other in­
debtedness-Lien, enforcement of-Scope of sec­
tion. Said bonds and interest thereon and all payments 
due or to become due to the United States or the state 
of Washington under any contract between the district 
and the United States or the state of Washington ac­
companying which bonds of the district have not been 
deposited with the United States or the state of 
Washington, as in RCW 87.03 . 1 40 provided, shall be 
paid by revenue derived from an annual assessment 
upon the real property of the district, and all the real 
property in the district shall be and remain liable to be 
assessed for such payments until fully paid as hereinaf­
ter provided. And in addition to this provision and the

87.03.270 Assessments, when delinquent--No­
tice-Collection--Additional fee for delinquency. 
The assessment roll, before its equalization and adop­
tion, shall be checked and verified as to descriptions 
and ownerships, with the county treasurer's land rolls. 
On or before the fifteenth day of January in each year 
the secretary must deliver the assessment roll or the re­
spective segregation thereof to the county treasurer of 
each respective county in which the lands therein de­
scribed are located, and said assessments shall become 
due and payable on the fifteenth day of February 
following. 

One-half of all assessments on said roll shall become 
delinquent on the first day of June following the filing 
of the roll unless said one-half is paid on or before the 
thirty-first day of May of said year, and the remaining 
one-half shall become delinquent on the first day of 
December following, unless said one-half is paid on or 
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before the thirtieth day of November. All delinquent 
assessments shall bear interest at the rate of ten percent 
per annum from the date of delinquency until paid . 

Within twenty days after the filing of the assessment 
roll as aforesaid the respective county treasurers shall 
each publish a notice in a newspaper published in their 
respective counties in which any portion of the district 
may lie, that said assessments are due and payable at 
the office of the county treasurer of the county in which 
said land is located and will become delinquent unless 
paid as herein provided. Said notice shall state the dates 
of delinquency as fixed in this act1 and the rate of in­
terest charged thereon and shall be published once a 
week for four successive weeks. 

Upon receiving the assessment roll the county trea­
surer shall prepare therefrom an assessment book in 
which shall be written the description of the land as it 
appears in the assessment roll, the name of the owner or 
owners where known, and if assessed to the unknown 
owners, then the word "unknown",  and the total as­
sessment levied against each tract of land. Proper space 
shall be left in said book for the entry therein of all 
subsequent proceedings relating to the payment and 
collection of said assessments. 

Upon payment of any assessment the county treasur­
er must enter the date of said payment in said assess­
ment book opposite the description of the land and the 
name of the person paying and give a receipt to such 
person specifying the amount of the assessment and the 
amount paid with the description of the property as­
sessed. On all assessments levied prior to the time this 
amendatory act2 takes effect the county treasurer shall 
collect the interest and penalty upon delinquent assess­
ments in accordance with the law in effect at the time 
such assessments were levied; and on all assessments 
levied after this amendatory act2 takes effect it shall be 
the duty of the treasurer to collect the interest provided 
by this amendatory act.2 

It shall be the duty of the county treasurer of the 
county in which any land in the district is located to 
furnish upon request of the owner, or any person inter­
ested, a statement showing any and all assessments lev­
ied as shown by the assessment roll in his office upon 
land described in such request, and all statements of 
general taxes covering any land in the district shall be 
accompanied by a statement showing the condition of 
irrigation district assessments against such lands: Pro­
vided, That the failure of the county treasurer to render 
any statement herein required of him shall not render 
invalid any assessments made by any irrigation district 
or proceedings had for the enforcement and collection 
of irrigation district assessments pursuant to this act.3 

It shall be the duty of the county treasurer of any 
county, other than the county in which the office of the 
board of directors is located, to make monthly remit­
tances to the county treasurer of the county in which 
the office of the board of directors is located covering 
all amounts collected by him for the irrigation district 
during the preceding month. 

The provision of this act1 with respect to delinquency 
and inte�est to be charged shall apply to all assessments 
now delinquent as well as to all assessments becoming

levy or delinquency : Provided, That upon redemption 
from any certificate of sale other than certificates of sale 
held by an irrigation district the county treasurer shall 
collect interest at the rate prescribed in such certificate 
of sale.

87.03.272 Secretary may act as collection agent of 
nondelinquent assessments-Official bond--Collec­
tion procedure-Delinquency list. Notwithstanding

and 87.03.445 the board of directors of any district act­
ing as fiscal agent for the United States or the state of 
Washington for the collection of any irrigation charges 
may authorize the secretary of the district to act as the 
exclusive collection agent for the collection of all non­
delinquent irrigation assessments of the district pursu­
ant to such rules and regulations as the board of 
directors may adopt.

Redemption may be made by any party 
in interest at any time before deed is delivered, by pay­
ing the amount of the assessment, interest, and costs 
included in the purchase price and interest on that 
amount thereof, and the amount of any assessments 
which the purchaser may have paid thereon, with like 
interest. If the district is the purchaser, the redemption­
er need pay no assessment levied after the assessment 
for which the land was sold, but all such assessments 
shall remain a lien, and the land shall be subject to sale 
therefor. Redemption shall be made in legal tender, and 
the treasurer shall credit the amount paid to the person 
named in the certificate and pay it to him on demand, 
along with the excess, if any, paid by him on the pur­
chase price at the time of sale.

The owner of any 
certificate of sale for irrigation district assessments, not 
including irrigation districts, shall, at least twenty-one 
days before applying for a deed, serve, in the manner 
provided herein, all parties having an interest in said 
property or a mortgage lien thereon according to the 
records of the county auditor's office in the county in

87.03.445 Construction and operating funds--Tolls 
and assessments. The cost and expense of purchasing 
and acquiring property, and construction, reconstruc­
tion, extension and betterment of the works and im­
provements herein provided for, and the expenses 
incidental thereto, and indebtedness to the United 
States for district lands assumed by the district, and for 
the carrying out of the purposes of this chapter, may be 
paid for by the board of directors out of the funds re­
ceived from bond sales. For the purpose of defraying 
the expenses of the organization of the district, and of 
the care, operation, management, repair and improve­
ment of the district irrigation, domestic water, electrical, 
or telephone system and appliances or of any portion 
thereof, or for the payment of any indebtedness due the 
United States or the state of Washington, the board 
may either fix rates or tolls and charges, and collect the 
same from all persons for whom district service is made 
available for irrigation, domestic water, electric energy, 
and other purposes, or they may provide for the pay­
ment of said costs and expenses by a levy of assessment 
therefor, or by both said tolls and assessment; if by the 
latter method, such levy shall be made on the comple­
tion and equalization of the assessment roll each year, 
and the board shall have the same powers and func­
tions for the purpose of said levy as possessed by it in 
case of levy to pay bonds of the district. The procedure 
for the collection of assessments by such levy shall in all 
respects conform with the provisions of this chapter, re­
lating to the payment of principal and interest of bonds 
herein provided for, and shall be made at the same 
time. If the toll and charge method is adopted in whole 
or in part the secretary shall deliver to the board of di­
rectors, within the time for filing the assessment roll, a 
schedule containing the names of the persons to whom 
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the toll is to be charged or to whom the property is as­
sessed, the description of the various parcels of land 
against which tolls and charges are to be levied and the 
amount to be charged against each parcel for irrigation 
and other public uses. Said schedule of charges shall be 
equalized pursuant to the same notice, in the same 
manner, at the same time and with the same legal effect 
as in the case of assessments. Such schedule of tolls for 
a given year shall be filed with the proper county trea­
surer within the same time as that provided by law for 
the filing of the annual assessment roll, and the county 
treasurer shall collect and receipt for the payment of 
said tolls and credit them to the proper funds of the 
district. The board may designate the time and manner 
of making such collections and shall require the same to 
be paid in advance of delivery of water and other serv­
ice and may accept short term interest bearing notes 
with or without collateral in their discretion for any 
portion of such charges. The board may also base such 
charges upon the quantity of water to be delivered and 
may fix a minimum charge to be paid by each acre of 
land within the district which shall represent the deliv­
ery of a stated quantity of water in acre feet with the 
graduated charge for each additional acre-foot of water 
delivered. The board may in the same year use the as­
sessment method for part of the lands in the district and 
the toll and charges method for the remaining lands in 
the district in such proportion as it may deem advisable 
for the best interest of the district.

87.03.470 Special assessments-Election--Cou­
pon notes. The board of directors may, at any time 
when in their judgment it may be advisable, call a spe­
cial election and submit to the qualified electors of the 
district the question whether or not a special assessment 
shall be levied for the purpose of raising money to be 
applied to any of the purposes provided in this chapter 
including any purpose for which the bonds of the dis­
trict or the proceeds thereof might be lawfully used.

for herein, and when collected shall be paid to the 
county treasurer of the county to the credit of said dis­
trict, for the purposes specified in the notice of such 
special election : Provided, however, That the board of 
directors may at their discretion issue said coupon notes 
in payment for labor or material, or both, used in con­
nection with the purposes for which such indebtedness 
was authorized.

The 
board shall incur no debt or liability in excess of the 
express provisions of this title. I t  may without an elec­
tion and levy therefor pay the necessary costs and ex­
penses of organizing and may make surveys, do 
engineering work, and conduct a general investigation 
to determine the feasibility of the proposed irrigation 
project, and may incur an indebtedness therefor prior to 
levy, which indebtedness on account of surveys, engi­
neering and investigations shall not exceed fifty cents 
an acre, and shall be assessable against the lands within 
the district. In cases of emergency, making it necessary 
to incur indebtedness in order to continue the operation 
of the irrigation system or any part thereof, the board 
by resolution may incur such indebtedness not exceed­
ing the amount actually necessary to meet the require­
ments of the emergency. I t  may incur indebtedness 
necessary to carry on the ordinary administrative affairs 
of the district and if the district acquires an irrigation 
system before making its first regular annual levy, the 
board may incur such indebtedness necessary to pay 
the ordinary expenses of operation and maintenance 
until the regular annual levy is made. 

The board may issue warrants for the payment of any 
indebtedness incurred under this section, which shall 
bear interest not to exceed eight percent per year, and it 
shall include in its next annual levy for the payment of 
the expenses of operation and maintenance, the amount 
of all warrants issued by virtue hereof. 

The board may issue as a general obligation of the 
district coupon warrants in denominations not in excess 
of five hundred dollars, bearing interest evidenced by 
coupons payable semiannually not to exceed eight per­
cent per year. Such warrants shall mature in not more 
than five years and may be used, or the proceeds there­
of, in the purchase of grounds and buildings, machin­
ery, vehicles, tools or o ther equipment for use in 
operation, maintenance, betterment, reconstruction or 
local improvement work, and for creating a revolving 
fund for carrying on such work as in this title provided. 
The proceeds of the warrants shall be paid to the dis­
trict treasurer who shall place them in an appropriate 
fund and pay them out upon warrants of the district. 
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The maximum indebtedness hereby authorized shall not 
exceed one dollar per acre of the total irrigable area 
within the district. No warrant shall be sold for less 
than par. They shall state on their face that they are a 
general obligation of the district, the purposes for which 
they are used, and that they are payable on or before 
maturity. They shall be retired by assessments levied in 
accordance with the provisions of this title at the time 
other assessments are levied. 

The board may accumulate by assessment a fund to 
be designated as the "capital fund" to be used for the 
purposes for which the above warrants may be used. 
The total of such fund shall not exceed one dollar per 
acre of the total irrigable area in the district and shall 
be accumulated in not less than five annual install­
ments. The fund shall not be permanently depleted or 
reduced but shall be replaced from year to year by as­
sessments on any lands of the district benefited by the 
use thereof. The reasonable value of all grounds, build­
ings, machinery, vehicles, tools or other equipment on 
hand, purchased with such fund, and the revolving 
fund, if any, derived from such fund, shall be a part of

Upon 
the filing of the petition the board with the assistance of 
a competent engineer, shall make an investigation of 
the feasibility, cost, and need of the proposed local im­
provement together with the ability of the lands to pay 
the cost, and if it appears feasible, they shall have plans 
and estimate of the cost prepared. If a protest against 
the establishment of the proposed improvement signed 
by a majority of the holders of title in the proposed lo­
cal district is presented at or before the hearing, or if 

the proposed improvement should be found no� feasi­
ble, too expensive, or the lands to be benefited msuffi­
cient security for the costs, they shall dismiss the 
petition at the expense of the petitioners. [ 1 959 c 75 § 9;

In 
the event that the said board shall approve said peti­
tion, the board shall fix a time and place for the hearing 
thereof and shall publish a notice once a week for two 
consecutive weeks preceding the date of such hearing 
and the last publication shall not be more than seven 
days before such date. Such notice must be published in 
a newspaper of general circulation in each county in 
which any portion of the land proposed to be included 
in such local improvement district lies. Such notice shall 
state that the lands within said described boundaries 
are proposed to be organized as a local improvement 
district, stating generally the nature of the proposed 
improvement; that bonds for such local improvement 
district are proposed to be issued as the bonds of the 
irrigation district, or that a contract is proposed to be 
entered into between the district and the United States 
or the state of Washington, or both, that the lands 
within said local improvement district are to be assessed 
for such improvement and stating a time and place of 
hearing thereon. At the time and place of hearing 
named in said notice, all persons interested may appear 
before the board and show cause for or against the for­
mation of the proposed improvement district and the 
issuance of bonds or the entering into of a contract as 
aforesaid. Upon the hearing the board shall determine 
as to the establishment of the proposed local improve­
ment district. Any landowner whose lands can be 
served or will be benefited by the proposed improve­
ment, may make application to the board at the time of 
hearing to include such land and the board of directors 
in such cases shall, at its discretion, include such lands 
within such district. The board of directors may exclude 
any land specified in said notice from said district pro­
vided, that in the judgment of the board, the inclusion 
thereof will not be practicable. 

As an alternative plan and subject to all of the provi­
sions of this chapter, the board of directors may initiate 
the organization of a local improvement district as 
herein provided. To so organize a local improvement 
district the board shall adopt and record in its minutes 
a resolution specifying the lands proposed to be includ­
ed in such local improvement district or by describing 
the exterior boundaries of such proposed district or by 
both. Said resolution shall state generally the plan, 
character and extent of the proposed improvements, 
that the land proposed to be included in such improve­
ment district will be assessed for such improvements; 
that coupon bonds of the irrigation district will be is­
sued or a contract entered into as hereinabove in this 
section provided to meet the cost thereof and that such 
bonds or contract will be a primary obligation of such 
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local improvement district and a general obligation of 
the irrigation district. Said resolution shall fix a time 
and place of hearing thereon and shall state that unless 
a majority of the holders of title or of evidence of title 
to lands within the proposed local improvement district 
file their written protest at or before said hearing, con­
sent to the improvement will be implied. 

A notice containing a copy of said resolution must be 
published once a week for two consecutive weeks pre­
ceding the date of such hearing and the last publication 
shall not be more than seven days before such date and 
the hearing thereon shall not be held in less than twenty 
days from the adoption of such resolution. Such notice 
must be published in one newspaper, of general circu­
lation, in each county in which any portion of the land 
proposed to be included in such local improvement dis­
trict lies.

87.03.490 Local improvement districts-Adoption 
of plan--Bonds-New lands may be included. If de­
cision shall be rendered in favor of the improvement, 
the board shall enter an order establishing the bounda­
ries of the said improvement district and shall adopt 
plans for the proposed improvement and determine the 
number of annual installments not exceeding fifty in 
which the cost of said improvement shall be paid. The 
cost of said improvement shall be provided for by the 
issuance of local improvement district coupon bonds of 
the district from time to time, therefor, either directly 
for the payment of the labor and material or for the se­
curing of funds for such purpose, or by the irrigation 
district entering into a contract with the United States 
or the state of Washington, or both, to repay the cost of 
said improvement. Said bonds shall bear interest at a 
rate not to exceed eight percent per annum, payable 
semiannually, evidenced by coupons, and shall state 
upon their face that they are issued as bonds of the ir­
rigation district; that all lands within said local im­
provement district shall be primarily liable to 
assessment for the principal and interest of said bonds 
and that said bonds are also a general obligation of the 
said district. No bonds shall be issued in denomination 
exceeding one thousand dollars and no bond shall be 
sold for less than par. Any contract entered into for 
said local improvement by the district with the United 
States or the state of Washington, or both although all 
the lands within said local improvement district shall be 
primarily liable to assessment for the principal and in­
terest thereon, shall be a general obligation of the irri­
gation district. 

No election shall be necessary to authorize the issu­
ance of such local improvement bonds or the entering 
into of such a contract. Such bonds, when issued, shall 
be signed by the president and secretary of the irriga­
tion district with the seal of said district affixed and 
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shall be registered by the treasurer of the irrigation dis­
trict with his seal affixed. 

The proceeds from the sale of such bonds shall be 
deposited with the treasurer of the district, who shall 
place them in a special fund designated "Construction 
fund of local improvement district number " 

Whenever such improvement district has been orga­
nized, the boundaries thereof may be enlarged to in­
clude other lands which can be served or will be 
benefited by the proposed improvement upon petition 
of the owners thereof and the consent of the United 
States or the state of Washington, or both, in the event 
the irrigation district has contracted with the United 
States or the state of Washington, or both, to repay the 
cost of the improvement : Provided, That at such time 
the lands so included shall pay their equitable propor­
tion upon the basis of benefits of the improvement 
theretofore made by the said local improvement district 
and shall be liable for the indebtedness of the said local 
improvement district in the same proportion and same 
manner and subject to assessment as if said lands had 
been incorporated in said improvement district at the

The cost of the improvement and of the operation and 
maintenance thereof, if any, shall be especially assessed 
against the lands within such local improvement district 
in proportion to the benefits accruing thereto, and shall 
be levied and collected in the manner provided by law 
for the levy and collection of land assessments or toll 
assessments or both such form of assessments. 

All provisions for the assessment, equalization, levy 
and collection of assessments for irrigation district pur­
poses shall be applicable to assessments for local im­
provements except that no election shall be required to 
authorize said improvement or the expenditures there­
for or the bonds issued to meet the cost thereof or the 
contract authorized in RCW 87.03.485 to repay the cost 
thereof.

Bonds issued under *this chapter shall be eligible for 
disposal to and purchase by the director of the depart­
ment of conservation and development under the pro­
visions of the state reclamation act. 

The cost or any unpaid portion thereof, of any such 
improvement, charged or to be charged or assessed 
against any tract of land may be paid in one payment 
under and pursuant to such rules as the board of direc­
tors may adopt, and all such amounts shall be paid over 
to the county treasurer who shall place the same in the 
appropriate fund. No such payment shall thereby re­
l�ase . such tract from liability to assessment for defi­
ctenctes or delinquencies of the levies in such

rectors of the irrigation district shall cause a complete

electors of that part of the proposed district not includ­
ed in any existing district, but no elector may cast more 
than one vote at such election. Such proposed district 
shall not be declared organized unless two-thirds of all 
votes cast in each existing district shall be Irrigation 
District--Yes, and unless two-thirds of all the votes 
cast in that part of the proposed district not included in 
any existing district shall be Irrigation District--Yes. 
If the organization of such consolidated district is not 
effected the organization of the district proposed to be 
included in such consolidated district shall not be af­
fected. [ 1 9 1 9  c 1 80 § 19 ;  RRS § 7469.

The 
growing population of the state of Washington, coupled 
with increasing amounts of available leisure time have 
greatly expanded the need for and use of the larger 
lakes in the state of Washington, both by Washington 
state residents and guests from other states and coun­
tries. In order to make the use of such larger lakes safer, 
and more beneficial to all concerned, the state of 
Washington to further the health, safety, recreation and 
welfare of its citizens has authorized the conversion of 
certain irrigation districts to irrigation and rehabilita­
tion districts. [ 1 963 c 22 1 § I .] 

Severability--1963 c 221 :  "If any section, sentence, clause, or 
part of this act is for any reason held to be unconstitutional, such de­
cision shall not affect the remaining portions of this act. The legisla­
ture hereby declares that it would have passed this act and each 
section, sentence, clause and part thereof despite the fact that one or 
more sections, clauses or parts thereof be declared unconstitutional."

( 1 )  Control and regulate the use of boats, skiers, skin 
divers, aircraft, ice skating, ice boats, swimmers or any 
other use of said lake, by means of appropriate rules 
and regulations not inconsistent with state fish, game or 
aeronautics laws. 

(2) Expend district funds for the control of mosqui­
toes or other harmful insects which may affect the use 
of any lake located in the district :  Provided, That the 
state department of health gives its approval in writing 
to any district program instituted under the authority of 
this item. District funds may be expended for mosquito 
and insect control or other district projects or activities 
even though it may be necessary to place chemicals or 
carry on activities on areas located outside of an irriga­
tion and rehabilitation district's boundaries. These 
funds may be transferred to the jurisdictional health 
department for the purpose of carrying out the provi­
sions of this item. 

(3) Except for state highways, control, regulate or 
prohibit by means of rules and regulations, the building, 
construction, placing or allowing to be placed from ad­
joining land, sand, gravel, dirt, rock, tires, lumber, logs, 
bottles, cans, garbage and trash, or any loathsome, 
noxious substances or materials of any kind, and any 
piling, causeways, fill, roads, culverts, wharfs, bulk­
heads, buildings, structures, floats, or markers, in, on or 
above the line established by the highest level where 
water has been or shall be stored in said lake, located in 
the district, in order to further the interests of the citi­
zens of the state of Washington, and residents of the 
district. 

(4) Except for state highways, control, regulate and 
require the placing, maintenance and use of culverts 
and boat accesses under and through existing fills con­
structed over and/or across any Jake located within the 
district to facilitate water circulation, navigation and 
the reduction of flood danger. 

(5) Control the taking of carp or other rough fish lo­
cated in the district and including the right to grant or 
sell an exclusive or concurrent franchise for the taking 
of carp or other rough fish, providing the state fisheries 
department give their approval in writing to any district 
project regarding the capture, or sale of fish. 

(6) Control and regulate by means of rules and regu­
lations the direct or indirect introduction into any lake 
within the district of any human, animal or industrial 
waste products, sewage, effluent or byproducts, treated 
or untreated : Provided, That the state pollution control 
commission gives its approval in writing to any district 
program instituted under this section, and nothing 
herein shall be deemed to amend, repeal, supersede, or 
otherwise modify any laws or regulations relating to 
public health or to the pollution control commission.

The owner, master, pilot, captain or engineer 
of such vessel shall answer all reasonable questions, and 
shall give all the information in his or their power, in 
regard to said vessel, her machinery and the manner of 
managing the same. In case of damage by fire or by ex­
plosion or by means of an electrical apparatus, he may 
investigate the cause thereof, and if found by him to 
have been occasioned by a violation of any of the pro­
visions of this chapter, or of the orders, regulations and 
requirements issued by him, he shall so certify to the 
prosecuting attorney of the county where such violation 
occurred, together with the names of the persons guilty

88.04.050 Boiler tests and inspections-Inspection 
of launches. The commissioner shall also test the boilers 
of all steam vessels, before the same shall be used, and 
at least once in every year thereafter. In  subjecting to 
the hydrostatic test, boilers called and usually known 
under the designation of high pressure boilers, the hy­
drostatic pressure applied must be in proportion of one 
hundred and fifty pounds to the square inch to one 
hundred pounds to the square inch of the steam pres­
sure allowed. And in subjecting to the hydrostatic test, 
that class of boilers usually designated and known as 
low pressure boilers, the commissioner shall allow as 
the working power of each new boiler, a pressure of 
only three-fourths the number of pounds to the square 
inch, to which it shall have been subjected by the hy­
drostatic test, and found to be sufficient therefor; but 
should said commissioner be of the opinion that such 
boiler, by reason of its construction or material will not 
safely allow so high a working pressure he may, for 
reasons specifically stated in his certificate, fix the 
working pressure of such boiler at less than three­
fourths of said test pressure; and no boiler or pipe, or 
any of the connections therewith, shall be approved, 
which is made in whole or in part, of bad material, or is 
unsafe in its form, or dangerous from defective work­
manship, age, use or other cause. In  addition to the hy­
drostatic test as herein provided, the commissioner may 
cause a hammer test to be made and an internal exam­
ination of such boiler or boilers so tested, whenever 
deemed necessary. Any boiler having been in use ten 
years or more may be drilled at the bottom of shell or 
boiler, and also at such other points as the inspectors 
may direct to determine the thickness of such material 
at those points, and the general condition of such boiler 
or boilers at the time of inspection and the steam pres­
sure allowed shall be determined by such ascertained 
thickness and general condition of the boiler. He shall 
also see that all connections to the said boiler or en­
gines are of suitable material, size and construction; 
and that the boiler, machinery and appurtenances are 
such as may be employed with safety in the service to 
be performed. He shall also satisfy himself that the 
safety valves are of suitable dimensions and that the 
weights of the same are properly adjusted, so as to al­
low no greater pressure than the maximum amount 
prescribed by him; and that there is a sufficient number 
of gauge cocks, properly attached to the boiler, so as to 
indicate the quantity of water therein; and suitable 
steam gauges to correctly show the amount of steam 
carried; and as to any other matter connected with such 
steam vessel or the machinery thereof, that to said 
commissioner shall seem necessary to the safety of her 
passengers and crew. And he shall make such inspec­
tion, _examination and test of naphtha launches and 
electnc launches and their apparatus and machinery, as 
will enable him to determine whether they can be safely 
used in navigation. [ 1 907 c 200 § 3 ;  RRS § 9845.] 
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88.04.060 Certificate of inspection. The commission­
er, if satisfied that such vessel is in all respects safe and 
conforms to the requirements of this chapter, shall

Whoever acts 
as master, pilot or engineer, without having first re­
ceived such license, or upon a boat or class of boats not 
specified in his license, shall be liable to a penalty of 
fifty dollars for each day that he so acts, except as in 
this chapter otherwise specified, and such license may 
be revoked by the commissioner for intemperance, in­

88.04.090 Rules of navigation. From and after the 
passage of this chapter, the following rules shall be ob­
served in navigating all steam vessels when under 

steam, and all boats propelled by machinery on the wa­
ters within the jurisdiction of the state, excepting the 
waters which are under the jurisdiction of the United 
States: 

( I) When two steamboats are meeting, end on, or 
nearly end on, so as to involve risk of collision, each 
shall alter her course to starboard, so that each may 
pass on the port side of the other. 

(2) When two steam vessels are crossing so as to in­
volve risk of collision, the vessel which has the other on 
her own starboard side shall keep out of the way of the 
other. 

(3) When a steam vessel and a sailing vessel are pro­
ceeding in such directions as to involve risk of collision, 
the steam vessel shall keep out of the way of the sailing 
vessel. 

(4) When, by any of these rules, one of two vessels is 
to keep out of the way, the other shall keep her course 
and speed. 

(5) Every vessel under steam, when approaching an­
other steamboat or small boat or vessel of any kind, so 
as to involve the risk of collision, shall slacken her 
speed, or if necessary, shall stop and reverse her engine, 
and every vessel under steam shall, when in a fog, go at 
a moderate speed. 

(6) Any steam vessel overtaking another steam vessel 
shall keep out of the way of the last mentioned steam 
vessel. 

(7) When two steam vessels are going in the same di­
rection the stern steam vessel wishing to pass the other 
shall signal the forward steam vessel of her intention to 
pass on the port side by two distinct whistles, and to 
pass on her starboard side, by one distinct whistle, 
which shall be answered by the forward steam vessel 
with the same number of whistles, and the forward 
steam vessel shall· keep on her course as though no sig­
nal had been given. 

(8) Steamboats approaching each other shall, at not 
less than three hundred yards distance between each 
other, give a signal with one loud distinct whistle. 

(9) When two steamboats are approaching each oth­
er, and if the course of such steamboats is so far on the 
starboard side of each as not to be considered by the 
pilots as meeting end on, or nearly so, or if the steam­
boats are approaching each other, in such manner that 
passing to the right as in rule one is deemed unsafe by 
the pilot of either steamboat, the pilot so first deciding 
shall give two short and distinct blasts on his steam 
whistle, which the pilot of the other steamboat shall an­
swer promptly by two blasts of his steam whistle, and 
they shall pass to the left (on the starboard) side of each 
other. 

( 1 0) When two steamboats are approaching each 
other and the pilot of either steamboat fails to under­
stand the course or intention of the other, whether from 
the signals being given or answered erroneously or from 
other cause, the pilot so in doubt shall immediately sig­
nify the same by giving several short and rapid blasts of 
the steam whistle, and if the boats shall have approach­
ed within five hundred yards of each other, both shall 
be immediately slowed to a speed barely sufficient for 
steerageway until the proper signals are given, answered 
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and understood, or until the boats have passed each 
other. 

( I I )  When a steamboat is running in a fog or thick 
weather it shall be the duty of the pilot to cause a long 
blast of the steam whistle to be sounded at intervals not 
exceeding one minute. 

( 1 2) Signals of distress shall be four distinct blasts of 
the whistle, and shall be recognized by the master of 
any steamboat hearing the same, and he shall render 
such assistance as is in his power. 

( 1 3) In construing these provisions, due regard must 
be had to all the dangers of navigation, and to any spe­
cial circumstances which may exist, rendering a depar­
ture therefrom necessary in order to avoid immediate 
danger. 

( 14) Every steam vessel which is under sail and not 
under steam is to be considered a sailing vessel, and 
every vessel under steam or otherwise propelled by ma­
chinery, whether under sail or not, is to be considered a 
steam vessel. 

( 1 5) Nothing in this chapter shall be construed to ex­
tend to any boat or lighter not being masted, or if 
masted and not decked, employed in the harbor of any 
town or city. 

( 1 6) All steamboats licensed under the provisions of 
this chapter shall conform to and obey such other rules 
and regulations as the commissioner may prescribe, not 
inconsistent herewith. 

( 1 7) The commissioner and the inspectors provided 
for in this chapter are authorized to make further rules 
and regulations applying generally to all steamboats, or 
especially to one or more of them; and on framing rules 
for the government of managers and employees of 
boats, the commissioner shall, as far as practicable, be 
governed by the general rules and regulations pre­
scribed by the United States board of supervising in­
spectors of steam vessels. 

( 1 8) Every steam vessel or other vessel propelled by 
machinery, carrying passengers for hire on the waters 
within the jurisdiction of this state, shall have two cop­
ies of this section framed, one to be placed in the pilot 
house for the government of the pilot, and the other

. 
to 

be hung in a conspicuous place on the boat, for the m­
spection of the passengers. [ 1 907 c 200 § 8 ;  RRS § 
9850.] 

88.04.100 Lights. The master of every steamboat or 
vessel propelled by machinery when navigating between 
sunset and sunrise, shall cause the same to carry the 
following lights: 

( I )  At the foremast head, a bright white light of such 
a character as to be visible on a dark night, with a clear 
atmosphere at a distance of at least two miles; and be 
so constructed as to show a uniform and unbroken light 
over an arc of the horizon of twenty points of the com­
pass, and to be so fixed as to throw the light ten points 
on each side of the vessel from right ahead to two 
points abaft the beam on either side. 

(2) On the starboard side a green light of such a 
character as to be visible on a dark night, with a clear 
atmosphere, at a distance of at least two miles; and be 
so constructed as to show a uniform and unbroken light 
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over an arc of the horizon of ten points of the compass, 
and so fixed as to throw the light from right ahead to 
two points abaft the beam on the starboard side. 

(3) On the port side a red light of such a character as 
to be visible on a dark night, with a clear atmosphere, 
at a distance of at least two miles and so constructed as 
to show a uniform and unbroken light over an arc of 
the horizon of ten points of the compass, and so fixed 
as to throw the light from right ahead to two points 
abaft the beam on the port side. The green and red 
lights shall be fitted with inboard screens, projecting at 
least three feet forward from the lights, so far as to pre­
vent them from being seen across the bow. 

(4) The master of every vessel other than a steamboat 
anchored in the nighttime shall cause her peak to be 
lowered and a good and sufficient light to be thrown 
from her taffrail in some part of her rigging and at least 
twenty feet above her deck. In  the case of small vessels, 
the commissioner may make specific rules for lights dif­
ferent from the foregoing. [ 1 907 c 200 § 9; RRS § 985 1 . ]  

88.04.1 10 Limit of passengers-Penalty. No great­
er number of passengers shall be transported upon any 
licensed steam vessel or other vessel included within the 
provisions of this chapter, than the number allowed in 
the certificate of such vessel, under a penalty of ten 
dollars, to be paid by the master for each passenger in 
excess of the allowed number, unless special permission 
is first obtained from the commissioner under such pre­
cautions as he deems expedient. [ 1 907 c 200 § 5 ;  RRS § 
9847.)

88.04.120 Precautions against fire. All steamboats 
and other vessels to which this chapter is applicable, 
shall hereafter be so constructed that the woodwork 
about the boilers, chimneys, fireboxes, cookhouses, 
stove and steam pipes, or any machinery or apparatus 
involving danger of fire, where such woodwork is ex­
posed to ignition, shall be so shielded by some incom­
bustible material, that the air may circulate freely 
between such material and woodwork or other ignitible 
substances, and before granting a certificate of inspec­
tion, the commissioner shall require that all other nec­
essary provisions be made throughout such vessel, as he 
may judge expedient to guard against loss or damage

88.04. 140 Fire fighting equipment required. Every 
steam vessel permitted by her certificate to carry one 
hundred passengers or upwards, shall be provided with 
a good double acting steam fire pump or other equiva­
lent apparatus for throwing water, the same to be at all 
times during the navigation of such vessel, kept ready 
for immediate use, having at least one hundred feet of 
hose of suitable size and of sufficient strength to stand a 
pressure of at least seventy-five pounds to the square 
inch. [ 1 907 c 200 § 10; RRS § 9852.] 

88.04.150 Meddling with safety valves, etc.--Pen­
alty. Whoever intentionally loads or obstructs, or causes 
to be loaded or obstructed, in any way, the safety valve 
of the boiler, or employs any other means or device 
whereby the boiler may be subjected to a greater pres­
sure than the amount allowed by the commissioner's 
certificate, or intentionally deranges or hinders the op­
eration of any machinery or device employed to denote 
the stage of the water or steam in any boiler, or to give 
warning of any approaching danger, or intentionally 
permits the water to fall below the prescribed low water 
limit of the boiler, shall forfeit to the state of 
Washington the sum of five hundred dollars for each

88.04.160 Combustibles, regulations on carrying. No 
loose hay, loose cotton or loose hemp, camphene, ni­
troglycerine, naphtha, benzine, benzol, coal oil, crude 
petroleum or other like explosive burning fluids or dan­
gerous articles, shall be carried as freight or used in 
stoves on any steamer or vessel licensed to carry pas­
sengers under this chapter; except that refined petrole­
um which will not ignite at a temperature of less than 
one hundred and twenty degrees Fahrenheit may be 
carried on the main deck of any vessel, provided the 
barrels or cases containing such oil are fully provided 
with a tarpaulin.

shall be properly protected by a covering of wood or 
other substance which would equally protect from acci­
dent, and be approved by said commissioner, and to be

Every fer­
ry boat propelled by steam or electricity shall be pro­
vided with at least one substantial boat, fifteen feet or 
more in length, and properly supplied with oars, and 
kept tight and in good condition at all times, and so at­
tached to such ferry boat that it may in case of need be 
launched into the water for immediate use. Every 
steamboat or vessel propelled by machinery and carry­
ing passengers shall be provided, if of the measurement 
of two hundred and fifty and less than five hundred 
tons burden, with at least two substantial row boats, 
with life lines attached and properly supplied with oars, 
and kept tight and in good condition at all times, and 
so attached as to be capable of being launched into the 
water for immediate use in case of need; and if of the 
measurement of five hundred tons or more, with at least 
one first class life boat and one row boat twenty-five 
feet long by seven feet wide, capable of carrying or 
supporting fifty persons each, and at least one row boat 
of the usual size and construction, all to be properly 
supplied with oars, and kept tight and in good condi­
tion at all times, and so attached as to be capable of 
being launched into the water for immediate use in case 
of need. Every such vessel may also be required to carry 
such other boats as the commissioner, on account of the 
route, or the number of passengers, shall deem requi­
site, and the master of such vessel shall exercise and 
discipline his crew in the launching, use and manage­
ment of the boat until they become skillful boatmen. 
[ 1 907 c 200 § 1 1 ; RRS § 9853.] 

88.04.200 Landing passengers in small boats. Small 
boats containing passengers may be landed from or 
drawn to a steamboat by means of a line hauled in by 
hand, but in no case shall the line be attached to or 
hauled in by the machinery of any vessel. No passenger 
shall be put or suffered to go into any such small boat 
for the purpose of being landed until such small boat 
shall be completely afloat and wholly disengaged from 
the vessel, except held by a painter.

At least 
one-half thereof shall be life preservers of the sort pre­
scribed by the supervising inspector appointed under 
this chapter, and the other half or part thereof may be

�e board may, despite anything in this chapter con­
tamed, fix extra compensation for extra services to ves­
sels in distress and compensation for awaiting vessels or 
b�ing carried to sea on vessels against the will of the 
p1lot.

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89.08.005 Title 89: Reclamation, Soil Conservation and Land Settlement 

89.08.005 Short title. This chapter shall be known 
and cited as the conservation districts law. [ 1 973 1 st 
ex.s. c 1 84 § 1 ; 196 1  c 240 § 1 ;  1939 c 1 87 § 1 ;  RRS § 
10726- 1 . ] 

89.08.010 Preamble. I t  is hereby declared, as a mat­
ter of legislative determination: 

( 1 )  That the lands of the state of Washington are 
among the basic assets of the state and that the preser­
vation of these lands is necessary to protect and pro­
mote the health, safety, and general welfare of its 
people ; that improper land-use practices have caused 
and have contributed to, and are now causing and con­
tributing to, a progressively more serious erosion of the 
lands of this state by wind and water; that the breaking 
of natural grass, plant and forest cover have interfered 
with the natural factors of soil stabilization, causing 
loosening of soil and exhaustion of humus, and devel­
oping a soil condition that favors erosion; that the top­
soil is being blown and washed off of lands; that there 
has been an accelerated washing of sloping lands; that 
these processes of erosion by wind and water speed up 
with removal of absorptive topsoil, causing exposure of 
less absorptive and less protective but more erosive 
subsoil ; that failure by any land occupier to conserve 
the soil and control erosion upon his lands may cause a 
washing and blowing of soil from his lands onto other 
lands and makes the conservation of soil and control of 
erosion on such other lands difficult or impossible, and 
that extensive denuding of land for development creates 
critical erosion areas that are difficult to effectively re­
generate and the resulting sediment causes extensive 
pollution of streams, ponds, lakes and other waters. 

(2) That the consequences of such soil erosion in the 
form of soil blowing and soil washing are the silting and 
sedimentation of stream channels, reservoirs, dams, 
ditches, and harbors, and loading the air with soil par­
ticles; the loss of fertile soil material in dust storms;  the 
piling up of soil on lower slopes and its deposit over al­
luvial plains; the reduction in productivity or outright 
ruin of rich bottom lands by overwash of poor subsoil 
material, sand, and gravel swept out of the hills; deteri­
oration of soil and its fertility, deterioration of crops 
grown thereon, and declining acre yields despite devel­
opment of scientific processes for increasing such 
yields; loss of soil and water which causes destruction 
of food and cover for wildlife ;  a blowing and washing 
of soil into streams which silts over spawning beds, and 
destroys water plants, diminishing the food supply of 
fish ; a diminishing of the underground water reserve, 
which causes water shortages, intensifies periods of 
drought, and causes crop failures ; an increase in the 
speed and volume of rainfall run-off, causing severe 
and increasing floods, which bring suffering, disease, 
and death; impoverishment of families attempting to 
farm eroding and eroded lands; damage to roads, high­
ways, railways, buildings, and other property from 
floods and from dust storms;  and losses in navigation, 
hydroelectric power, municipal water supply, irrigation 
developments, farming and grazing. 
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(3) That to conserve soil resources and control and 
prevent soil erosion and prevent flood water and sedi­
ment damages, and further agricultural and nonagricul­
tural phases of the conservation, development, 
utilization, and disposal of water, it is necessary that 
land-use practices contributing to soil wastage and soil 
erosion be discouraged and discontinued, and appro­
priate soil-conserving land-use practices, and works of 
improvement for flood prevention of agricultural and 
nonagricultural phases of the conservation, develop­
ment, utilization, and disposal of water be adopted and 
carried out ; that among the procedures necessary for 
widespread adoption, are the carrying on of engineering 
operations such as the construction of terraces, terrace 
outlets, check-dams, desilting basins, flood water re­
tarding structures, channel floodways, dikes, ponds, 
ditches, and the like; the utilization of strip cropping, 
contour cultivating, and contour furrowing; land irriga­
tion ; seeding and planting of waste, sloping, aban­
doned, or eroded lands to water-conserving and 
erosion-preventing plants, trees, and grasses; foresta­
tion and reforestation; rotation of crops; soil stabiliza­
tions with trees, grasses, legumes, and other thick­
growing, soil-holding crops, retardation of run-off by 
increasing absorption of rainfall ; and retirement from 
cultivation of steep, highly erosive areas and areas now 
badly gullied or otherwise eroded. 

(4) Whereas, there is a pressing need for the conser­
vation of renewable resources in all areas of the state, 
whether urban, suburban, or rural, and that the benefits 
of resource practices, programs, and projects, as carried 
out by the state conservation commission and by the 
conservation districts, should be available to all such 
areas; therefore, it is hereby declared to be the policy of 
the legislature to provide for the conservation of the re­
newable resources of this state, and for the control and 
prevention of soil erosion, and for the prevention of 
flood water and sediment damages, and for furthering 
agricultural and nonagricultural phases of conservation, 
development, utilization, and disposal of water, and 
thereby to preserve natural resources, control floods, 
prevent impairment of dams and reservoirs, assist in 
maintaining the navigability of rivers and harbors, pre­
serve wildlife, protect the tax base, protect public lands, 
and protect and promote the health, safety, and general 
welfare of the people of this state. To this end all in­
corporated cities and towns heretofore excluded from 
the boundaries of a conservation district established 
pursuant to the provisions of the state conservation dis­
trict law, as amended, may be approved by the conser­
vation commission as being included in and deemed a 
part of the district upon receiving a petition for annex­
ation signed by the governing authority of the city or 
town and the conservation district within the exterior 
boundaries of which it lies in whole or in part or to

89.08.020 Definitions. Unless the context clearly in­
dicates otherwise, as used in this chapter: 

"Commission" and "state conservation commission" 
means the agency created hereunder. All former refer­
ences to "state soil and water conservation committee", 
"state committee" or "committee' '  shall be deemed to 
be references to the "state conservation commission" ;  

"District", or "conservation district" means a gov­
ernmental subdivision of this state and a public body 
corporate and politic, organized in accordance with the 
provisions of *this 1973 amendatory act, for the pur­
poses, with the powers, and subject to the restrictions 
set forth in this chapter. All districts created under *this 
1973 amendatory act shall be known as conservation 
districts and shall have all the powers and duties set out 
in *this 1973 amendatory act. All references in *this 
1973 amendatory act to "districts", or "soil and water 
conservation districts" shall be deemed to be reference 
to "conservation districts" ;  

"Board" and "supervisors" mean the board of super­
visors of a conservation district; 

"Land occupier" or "occupier of land" includes any 
person, firm, political subdivision, government agency, 
municipality, public or private corporation, copartner­
ship, association, or any other entity whatsoever which 
holds title to, or is in possession of, any lands lying 
within a district organized under the provisions of *this 
1973 amendatory act, whether as owner, lessee, renter, 
tenant, or otherwise ; 

"District elector" means a qualified county elector 
occupying land within the district boundary; 

"Due notice' '  means a notice published at least twice, 
with at least six days between publications, in a publi­
cation of general circulation within the affected area, or 
if there is no such publication, by posting at a reason­
able number of public places within the area, where it is 
customary to post notices concerning county and mu­
nicipal affairs. Any hearing held pursuant to due notice 
may be postponed from time to time without a new 
notice; 

"Renewable natural resources ' ' ,  "natural resources" 
or "resources" includes land, air, water, vegetation, fish, 
wildlife, wild rivers, wilderness, natural beauty, scenery 
and open space; 

"Conservation" includes conservation, development, 
improvement, maintenance, preservation, protection 
and use, and alleviation of floodwater and sediment 
damages, and the disposal of excess surface waters. 

"Farm and agricultural land" means either (a) land 
in any contiguous ownership of twenty or more acres 
devoted primarily to agricultural uses; (b) any parcel of 
land five acres or more but less than twenty acres de­
voted primarily to agricultural uses, which has pro­
duced a gross income from agricultural uses equivalent 
to one hundred dollars or more per acre per year for 
three of the five calendar years preceding the date of 
application for classification under this chapter; or (c) 
any parcel of land of less than five acres devoted pri­
marily to agricultural uses which has produced a gross 
income of one thousand dollars or more per year for 
three of the five calendar years preceding the date of 

application for classification under this chapter. Agri­
cultural lands shall also include farm woodlots of less 
than twenty and more than five acres and the land on 
which appurtenances necessary to production, prepara­
tion or sale of the agricultural products exist in con­
junction with the lands producing such products. 
Agricultural lands shall also include any parcel of land 
of one to five acres, which is not contiguous, but which 
otherwise constitutes an integral part of farming opera­
tions being conducted on land qualifying under this 
section as "farm and agricultural lands". [ 1 973 1st ex.s.

89.08.030 Conservation commission. There is  hereby 
established to serve as an agency of the state and to 
perform the functions conferred upon it in *this I 973 
amendatory act, the state conservation commission, 
which shall succeed to all powers, duties and property 
of the state soil and water conservation committee. 

The commission shall consist of seven members, two 
of whom are ex officio. Two members shall be appoint­
ed by the governor, one of whom shall be a landowner 
or operator of a farm. At least two of the three elected 
members shall be landowners or operators of a farm 
and shall be elected as herein provided. The appointed 
members shall serve for a term of four years. 

The three elected members shall be elected for three­
year terms, one shall be elected each year by the district 
supervisors at their annual state-wide meeting. One of 
the members shall reside in eastern Washington, one in 
central Washington and one in western Washington, the 
specific boundaries to be determined by district super­
visors. At the first such election, the term of the mem­
ber from western Washington shall be one year, central 
Washington two years and eastern Washington three 
years, and successors shall be elected for three years. 

Unexpired term vacancies in the office of appointed 
commission members shall be filled by appointment by 
the governor in the same manner as full-term appoint­
ments. Unexpired terms of elected commission mem­
bers shall be filled by the regional vice president of the 
Washington association of conservation districts who is 
serving that part of the state where the vacancy occurs, 
such term to continue only until district supervisors can 
fill the unexpired term by electing the commission 
member. 

The director of the department of ecology and the 
dean of the college of agriculture at Washington State 
University shall be ex officio members of the commis­
sion. An ex officio member of the commission shall 
hold office so long as he retains the office by virtue of 
which he is a member of the commission. Ex officio 
members may delegate their authority. 

The commission may invite appropriate officers of 
cooperating organizations, state and federal agencies to

(2) To conduct educational and demonstrational pro­
jects on any lands within the district upon obtaining the 
consent of the occupier of such lands and such neces­
sary rights or interests in such lands as may be required 
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in order to demonstrate by example the means, meth­
ods, measures, and works of improvement by which the 
conservation of renewable natural resources may be 
carried out; 

(3) To carry out preventative and control measures 
and works of improvement for the conservation of re­
newable natural resources, within the district including, 
but not limited to, engineering operations, methods of 
cultivation, the growing of vegetation, changes in use of 
lands, and the measures listed in RCW 89.08.0 10, on 
any lands within the district upon obtaining the co�sent 
of the occupier of such lands and such 11:ecessary nghts 
or interests in such lands as may be reqmred; 

(4) To cooperate or enter into agreements with, and 
within the limits of appropriations duly made available 
to it by law, to furnish financial or other aid to any 
agency, governmental or otherwise, or any occupier of 
lands within the district in the carrying on of preventive 
and control measures and works of improvement for 
the conservation of renewable natural resources within 
the district, subject to such conditions as the supervisors 
may deem necessary to advance the purposes of *this 
1 973 amendatory act; 

(5) To obtain options upon and to acquire in any 
manner, except by condemnation, by purchase, ex­
change, lease, gift, bequest, devise, or otherwise, any 
property, real or personal, or rights or interests therei_n ;  
to maintain, administer, and improve any properties 
acquired, to receive income from such properties and to 
expend such income in carrying out the purposes and 
provisions of *this 1 973 amendatory act; and to sell, 
lease, or otherwise dispose of any of its property or in­
terests therein in furtherance of the purposes and the 
provisions of * this act; 

(6) To make available, on such terms, as it shall pre­
scribe, to land occupiers within the district, agricultural 
and engineering machinery and equipment, fertilizer, 
seeds, seedlings, and such other equipment and material 
as will assist them to carry on operations upon their 
lands for the conservation of renewable natural 
resources; 

(7) To prepare and keep current a comprehensive 
long-range program recommending the conservation of 
all the renewable natural resources of the district. Such 
programs shall be directed toward the best use of re­
newable natural resources and in a manner that will 
best meet the needs of the district and the state, taking 
into consideration, where appropriate, such uses as 
farming, grazing, timber supply, forest, parks, outdoor 
recreation, potable water supplies for urban and rural 
areas, water for agriculture, minimal flow, and industri­
al uses, watershed stabilization, control of soil erosion, 
retardation of water run-off, flood prevention and con­
trol, reservoirs and other water storage, restriction of 
developments of flood plains, protection of open space 
and scenery, preservation of natural beauty, protection 
of fish and wildlife, preservation of wilderness areas and 
wild rivers, the prevention or reduction of sedimenta, 
tion and other pollution in rivers and other waters, and 
such Io�ation of highways, schools, housing develop­
ments, mdustries, airports and other facilities and 
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structures as will fit the needs of the state and be con­
sistent with the best uses of the renewable natural re­
�ources of the state. The program shall include an 
mventory of all renewable natural resources in the dis­
trict, a compilation of current resource needs, projec­
tions of future resource requirements, priorities for 
various resource activities, projected timetables, de­
scriptions of available alternatives, and provisions for 
coordination with other resource programs. 

The district shall also prepare an annual work plan, 
which shall describe the action programs, services, fa­
cilities, materials, working arrangements and estimated 
funds needed to carry out the parts of the long-range 
programs that are of the highest priorities. 

The districts shall hold public hearings at appropriate 
times in connection with the preparation of programs 
and plans, shall give careful consideration to the views 
expressed and problems revealed in hearings, and shall 
keep the public informed concerning their programs, 
plans, and activities. Occupiers of land shall be invited 
to submit proposals for consideration to such hearings. 
The districts may supplement such hearings with meet­
ings, referenda and other suitable means to determine 
the wishes of interested parties and the general public in 
regard to current and proposed plans and programs of 
a district. They shall confer with public and private 
agencies, individually and in groups, to give and obtain 
information and understanding of the impact of district 
operations upon agriculture, forestry, water supply and 
quality, flood control, particular industries, commercial 
concerns and other public and private interests, both 
rural and urban. 

Each district shall submit to the commission its pro­
posed long-range program and annual work plans for 
review and comment. 

The long-range renewable natural resource program, 
together with the supplemental annual work plans, de­
veloped by each district under the foregoing procedures 
shall have official status as the authorized program of 
the district, and it shall be published by the districts as 
its "renewable resources program". Copies shall be 
made available by the districts to the appropriate coun­
ties, municipalities, special purpose districts and state 
agencies, and shall be made available in convenient 
places for examination by public land occupier or pri­
vate interest concerned. Summaries of the program and 
selected material therefrom shall be distributed as 
widely as feasible for public information; 

(8) To administer any project or program concerned 
with the conservation of renewable natural resources 
located within its boundaries undertaken by any feder­
al, state, or other public agency by entering into a con­
tract or other appropriate administrative arrangement 
with any agency administering such project or program; 

(9) Cooperate with other districts organized under 
* this 1 973 amendatory act in the exercise of any of its 
powers; 

( 1 0) To accept donations, gifts, and contributions in 
money, services, materials, or otherwise, from the Unit­
ed States or any of its agencies, from this state or any of 
its agencies, or from any other source, and to use or 

expend such moneys, services, materials, or any contri­
butions in carrying out the purposes of *this act; 

( I I )  To sue and be sued in the name of the district; 
to have a seal which shall be judicially noticed; have 
perpetual succession unless terminated as hereinafter 
provided ; to make and execute contracts and other in­
struments, necessary or convenient to the exercise of its 
powers; to borrow money and to pledge, mortgage and 
assign the income of the district and its real or personal 
property therefor; and to make, amend rules and regu­
lations not inconsistent with * this 1 973 amendatory act 
and to carry into effect its purposes; 

( 1 2) Any two or more districts may engage in joint 
activities by agreement between or among them in 
planning, financing, constructing, operating, maintain­
ing, and administering any program or project con­
cerned with the conservation of renewable natural 
resources. The districts concerned may make available 
for purposes of the agreement any funds, property, per­
sonnel, equipment, or services available to them under 
*this 1 973 amendatory act ; 

Any district may enter into such agreements with a 
district or districts in adjoining states to carry out such 
purposes if the law in such other states permits the dis­
tricts in such states to enter into such agreements. 

The commission shall have authority to propose, 
guide, and facilitate the establishment and carrying out 
of any such agreement; 

( 1 3) Every district shall, through public hearings, an­
nual meetings, publications, or other means, keep the 
general public, agencies and occupiers of land within 
the district, informed of the works and activities 
planned and administered by the district, of the pur­
poses these will serve, of the income and expenditures 
of the district, of the funds borrowed by the district and 
the purposes for which such funds are expended, and of 
the results achieved annually by the district; and 

( 1 4) The supervisors of conservation districts may 
designate an area, state, and national association of 
conservation districts as a coordinating agency in the 
execution of the duties imposed by this chapter, and to 
make gifts in the form of dues, quotas, or otherwise to 
such associations for costs of services rendered, and 
may support and attend such meetings as may be re­
quired to promote and perfect the organization and to

appropriated from the reclamation account in the pur­
chase of such bonds, notes or warrants or in carrying 
out such contracts: Provided, That interest not to ex­
ceed the annual rate provided for in the bonds, notes or 
warrants agreed to be purchased, shall be charged and 
received for all moneys advanced to the district prior to 
the delivery of the bonds, notes or warrants and the 
amount of such interest shall be included in the pur­
chase price of such bonds, notes or warrants : Provided 
further, That no district, the bonds, notes or warrants of 
which have been purchased by the state under the pro­
visions of the state reclamation act, shall thereafter 
during the life of said bonds, notes or warrants make 
expenditures of any kind from the bond or coupon 
warrant funds of the district or incur obligations 
chargeable against such funds or issue any additional 
coupon notes without previous written approval of the 
director of ecology of the state of Washington, and any 
obligations incurred without such approval shall be 
void ; 

To sell and dispose of any reclamation district bonds 
acquired by the director, at public or private sale, and 
to pay the proceeds of such sale into the reclamation 
account :  Provided, That such bonds shall not be sold 
for less than the purchase price plus accrued interest, 
except in case of a sale to an agency supplied with 
money by the United States of America, or to the 
United States of America in furtherance of refunding 
operations of any irrigation district, diking or drainage 
district, or diking or drainage improvement district, 
now pending or hereafter carried on by such district, in 
which case the director shall have authority to sell any 
bonds of such district owned by the state of 
Washington under the provisions of the state reclama­
tion act, to the United States of America, or other fed­
eral agency on such terms as said United States of 
America, or other federal agency shall prescribe for 
bonds of the same issue of such district as that held by 
the state of Washington in connection with such re­
funding operations; 

To borrow money upon the security of any bonds, 
including refunding bonds, of any reclamation district, 
acquired by the director, on such terms and rate of in­
terest and over such period of time as the director may 
see fit, and to hypothecate and pledge reclamation dis­
trict bonds or refunding bonds acquired by the director 
as security for such loan. Such loans shall have, as their 
sole security, the bonds so pledged and the revenues 

therefrom, and the director shall not have authority to 
pledge the general credit of the state of Washington: 
Provided, That in reloaning any money so borrowed, or 
obtained from a sale of bonds it shall be the duty of the 
director to fix such rates of interest as will prevent im­
pairment of the reclamation revolving account; 

To purchase delinquent general tax or delinquent 
special assessment certificates chargeable against lands 
included within any reclamation district obligated to 
the state under the provisions of the state reclamation 
act, and to purchase lands included in such districts 
and placed on sale on account of delinquent taxes or 
delinquent assessments with the same rights, privileges 
and powers with respect thereto as a private holder and 
owner of said certificates, or as a private purchaser of 
said lands: Provided, That the director shall be entitled 
to a delinquent tax certificate upon application to the 
proper county treasurer therefor without the necessity 
of a resolution of the board of county commissioners 
authorizing the issuance of certificates of delinquency 
required by law in the case of the sale of such certifi­
cates to private purchasers; 

To sell said delinquent certificates or the lands ac­
quired at sale on account of delinquent taxes or delin­
quent assessments at public or private sale, and on such 
conditions as the director shall determine ; 

To, whenever the director shall deem it advisable, re­
quire any district with which he may contract, to pro­
vide such safeguards as he may deem necessary to 
assure bona fide settlement and development of the 
lands within such district, by securing from the owners 
of lands therein agreements to limit the amount of their 
holdings to such acreage as they can properly farm and 
to sell their excess land holdings at reasonable prices ; 

To employ all necessary experts, assistants and em­
ployees and fix their compensation and to enter into 
any and all contracts and agreements necessary to carry 
out the purposes of this chapter; 

To have the assistance, cooperation and services of, 
and the use of the records and files in, all the depart­
ments and institutions of the state, particularly the 
office of the commissioner of public lands, the state de­
partment of agriculture, Washington State University, 
and the University of Washington; and all state officers 
and the governing authorities of all state institutions are 
hereby authorized and directed to cooperate with the 
director in furthering the purpose of this chapter; 

To cooperate with the United States in any plan of 
land reclamation, land settlement or agricultural devel­
opment which the congress of the United States may 
provide and which may effect the development of agri­
cultural resources within the state of Washington, and 
the director shall have full power to carry out the pro­
visions of any cooperative land settlement act that may 
be enacted by the United States.

The attorney general shall be the legal adviser of the 
supervisor and shall represent him in all proceedings 
whene�er so requested.

For undeveloped projects, the fee shall be at one-half 
the rates specified for projects in operation; for projects 
partly developed a�d in operation the fees paid on that 
portion of anY: project that shall have been ?eveloped 
and in operation shall be the full annual hcense fee 
above specified for projects in operation, and for the 
remainder of the power claimed under such project the 
fees shall be the same as for undeveloped projects. Pro­
vided, That upon the filing of statement, as hereinafter 

required, by the United States or the state claiming the 
right to the use of water to any extent for the genera­
tion of power, or any other claimant to the use of water 
for the generation of fifty horsepower, or less, shall be 
exempted from the payment of all fees hereinafter re­
quired; and Provided further, That any irrigation dis­
trict or other municipal subdivision of the state, 
developing power chiefly for use in pumping of water 
for irrigation, may upon the filing of a statement, show­
ing the amount of power used for irrigation pumping, 
be exempted to the extent of the power so used from 
the payment of the annual license fee herein provided

rate of ten percent per annum from the date of delin­
quency, upon the property of claimant used or neces­
sary for use in the development of the right or claim, 
together with any improvements erected thereon for 
such development, and upon request from the director 
of conservation the attorney general shall proceed to 
foreclose the lien, and collect the amount due, as herein 
provided, in the same manner as other liens for general 
state and county taxes on real property are foreclosed.

90.28.010 Right to back and hold waters over roads, 
streets and alleys--Procedure. The state highway 
committee shall have power to, and in its sole discretion 
may, grant to any person or corporation the right, priv­
ilege and authority to perpetually back and hold the 
waters of any lake, river, stream, slough or other body 
of water, upon or over any state, county or permanent 
highway or road, or any street or alley within the limits 
of any town or city of the fourth class, or any part 
thereof, and overflow and inundate the same whenever 
the supervisor of water resources shall deem it neces­
sary for the purpose of erecting, constructing, maintain­
ing or operating any water power plant, reservoir or 
works for impounding water for power purposes, irriga­
tion, mining or other public use and shall so certify to 
the state highway committee.

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in such notice appears to be feasible and that the inves­
tigation will be made in detail, the waters specified in 
such notice shall not be subject to appropriation under 
any law of this state for the further period of three years 
following the date of receipt of such certificate, and 
such further time as the commissioner of public lands 
may grant, upon application of the United States or 
some one of its authorized officers and notice thereof 
first published once in each week for four consecutive 
weeks in a newspaper published in the county where the 
works for the utilization of such waters are to be con­

the land s�rface; (6) for each nonflowing well, the depth 
to the stattc ground water level as measured in feet be­
low the land surface immediately before the well-ca­
pacity test herein provided, also the draw-down of the 
water level, in fe�t, at the end of said well-capacity test; 
�7) for each flowmg well, the shut-in pressure measured 
�n feet above the land surface or in pounds per square 
mch at the land surface ; and (8) such additional factual 
info�mation as re�sonably may be required by the su­
pervtsor to estabhsh compliance with the terms of the 
permit and with the provisions of this chapter. 

The well driller or other constructor of works for the 
withdr�wal of public ground waters shall be obligated 
to furmsh the permittee a certified record of the factual

Each such 
area or zone shall, as nearly as known facts permit, be 
so designated as to enclose a single and distinct body of 
public ground water. Each such sub-area may be so 
designated as to enclose all or any part of a distinct 
body of public ground water, as the supervisor deems 
wiU most effectively accomplish the purposes of this 
chapter. 

Designation of, or modification of the boundaries of 
such a ground water area, sub-area, or zone may be 
proposed by the supervisor on his own motion or by 
petition to the supervisor signed by at least fifty or one­
fourth, whichever is the lesser number, of the users of 
ground water in a proposed ground water area, sub­
area, or zone. Before any proposed ground water area, 
sub-area, or zone shall be designated, or before the 
boundaries or any existing ground water area, sub-area, 
or zone shall be modified the supervisor shall publish a 
notice setting forth: ( I )  In  terms of the appropriate legal 
subdivisions a description of all lands enclosed within 
the proposed area, sub-area, or zone, or within the 
area, sub-area, or zone whose boundaries are proposed 
to be modified; (2) the object of the proposed designa­
tion or modification of boundaries; and (3) the day and 
hour, and the place where written objections may be 
submitted and heard. Such notice shall be published in 
three consecutive weekly issues of a newspaper of gen­
eral circulation in the county or counties containing all 
or the greater portion of the lands involved, and the 
newspaper of publication shall be selected by the su­
pervisor. Publication as just prescribed shall be con­
strued as sufficient notice to the landowners and water 
users concerned. 

Objections having been heard as herein provided, the 
supervisor shall make and file in his office written find­
ings of fact with respect to the proposed designation or 
modification and, if the findings are in the affirmative, 
shall also enter a written order designating the ground 
water area, or sub-area, or zone or modifying the 
boundaries of the existing area, sub-area, or zone. Such 
findings and order shall also be published substantially 
in the manner herein prescribed for notice of hearing, 
and when so published shall be final and conclusive 
unless an appeal therefrom is taken within the period 
and in the manner prescribed by RCW 90.44.2 1 5 .  Pub­
lication of such findings and order shall give force and 
effect to the remaining provisions of this section and to 
the provisions of RCW 90.44.

Program elements authorized herein may 
include, but are not limited to: (a) Effluent treatment 
and limitation requirements together with timing re­
quirements related thereto; (b) applicable receiving wa­
ter quality standards requirements; (c) requirements of 
standards of performance for new sources;  (d) pretreat­
ment requirements; (e) termination and modification of 
permits for cause; (f) requirements for public notices 
and opportunities for public hearings; (g) appropriate 
relationships with the secretary of the army in the ad­
ministration of his responsibilities which relate to an­
chorage and navigation, with the administrator of the 
environmental protection agency in the performance of 
his duties, and with other governmental officials under 
the Federal Water Pollution Control Act; (h) require­
ments for inspection, monitoring, entry, and reporting; 
(i) enforcement of the program through penalties, 
emergency powers, and criminal sanctions; fj) a contin­
uing planning process; and (k) user charges. 

(2) The power to establish and administer state pro­
grams in a manner which will insure the procurement of 
moneys, whether in the form of grants, loans, or other­
wise; to assist in the construction, operation, and main­
tenance of various water pollution control facilities and 
works; and the administering of various state water 
pollution control management, regulatory, and enforce­
ment programs.

nation permit system. The council and the department 
shall each adopt, by rules, procedures which will pro­
vide maximum coordination and avoid duplication be­
tween the two agencies with respect to permits in 
carrying out the requirements of *this act including, but 
not limited to, monitoring and enforcement of certifica­
tion agreements, and in qualifying for full participation 
in any such national system. [ 1 973 c 1 55 § 5.]

The commission 
shall have authority to delineate and establish sewage 
drainage basins in the state for the purpose of develop­
ing and/or adopting comprehensive plans for the con­
trol and abatement of water pollution within such 
basins. Basins may include, but are not limited to, rivers 
and their tributaries, streams, coastal waters, sounds, 
bays, lakes, and portions or combinations thereof, as 
well as the lands drained thereby. [ 1 967 c 1 3 § 26.] 

90.48.280 Sewage drainage basins--Comprehen­
sive plans for sewage drainage basins. The commission is 
authorized to prepare and/or adopt a comprehensive 
water pollution control and abatement plan and to 
make subsequent amendments thereto, for each basin 
established pursuant to RCW 90.48.270.

Pollution facilities construction revolving account. The 
commission is authorized to enter into contracts with 
any municipal or public corporation or political subdi­
vision within the state for the purpose of assisting such 
agencies to finance the construction of water pollution 
control projects necessary to prevent the discharge of 
untreated or inadequately treated sewage or other waste 
into the waters of the state, including but not limited to, 
systems for the control of storm or surface waters which 
will provide for the removal of waste or polluting mate­
rials in a manner conforming to the comprehensive plan 
of water pollution control and abatement proposed by 
the agencies and approved by the commission. Any 
such contract may provide for :  

( 1 )  The payment by the commission to a municipal or 
public corporation or political subdivision on a month­
ly, quarterly, or annual basis of varying amounts of 
moneys as advances which shall be repayable by said 
municipal or public corporation, or political subdivision 
under conditions determined by the commission. 

Con tracts made by the commission shall be subject to 
the following limitations : 

( 1 )  No contract shall be made unless the commission 
shall find that the project cannot be financed at reason­
able cost or within statutory limitations by the borrower 
without the making of such contract. 

(2) No contract shall be made with any public or 
municipal corporation or political subdivision to assist 
in the financing of any project located within a sewage 
drainage basin for which the commission shall have 
previously adopted a comprehensive water pollution 
control and abatement plan unless the project is found 
by the commission to conform with the basin compre­
hensive plan. 

(3) The commission shall determine the interest rate, 
not to exceed ten percent per annum, which such ad­
vances shall bear. 

( 4) The commission shall provide such reasonable 
terms and conditions of repayment of advances as it 
may determine. 

(5) A pollution facilities construction revolving ac­
count in the general fund is created; the moneys therein 
to be used solely to fulfill commitments arising from 
contracts authorized under this section. The total out­
standing amount which the commission may at any 
time be obligated to pay under all outstanding contracts 
made pursuant to this section shall not exceed the 
moneys available for such payment from said account. 
Moneys of said account may be invested in direct obli­
gations of the United States pending application to such 
payment. Earnings from such investment shall be paid 
into said account and applied as other moneys of said 
account. 

(6) Repayments of advances made pursuant to such

Grants so made by the commission shall be subject 
to the following limitations: 

( I )  No grant shall be made in an amount which ex­
ceeds the recipient's contribution to the estimated cost 
of the project: Provided, That the following shall be 
considered a part of the recipient's contribution : 

(a) Any grant received by the recipient from the fed­
eral government pursuant to section 8(f) of the Federal 
Water Pollution Control Act (33 U.S.C. 466) for the 
project; 

(b) Any expenditure which is made by any municipal 
or public corporation, or political subdivision within the 
state as a part of a joint effort with the recipient to car­
ry out the project and which has not been used as a 
matching contribution for another grant made pursuant 
to this chapter, and 

(c) Any expenditure for the project made by the re­
cipient out of moneys advanced by the commission 
from a revolving fund and repayable to said fund. 

(2) No grant shall be made for any project which 
does not qualify for and receive a grant of federal funds 
under the provisions of the Federal Water Pollution 
Control Act as now or hereafter amended: Provided, 
That this restriction shall not apply to state grants made 
in any biennium over and above the amount of such 
grants required to match all federal funds allocated to 
the state for such biennium. 

(3) No grant shall be made to any municipal or pub­
lic corporation, or political subdivision for any project 
located within a drainage basin unless the commission 
shall have previously adopted a comprehensive water 

pollution control and abatement plan and unless the 
project is found by the commission to conform with 
such basin comprehensive plan : Provided, That the re­
quirement for a project to conform to a comprehensive 
water pollution control and abatement plan may be 
waived by the commission or director for any grant ap­
plication filed with the commission prior to July I ,  
1 974, in those situations where the commission or di­
rector finds the public interest would be served better 
by approval of any grant application made prior to 
adoption of such plan than by its denial. 

(4) Recipients of grants shall meet such qualifications 
and follow such procedures in applying for grants as 
shall be established by the commission. 

(5) Grants may be made to reimburse recipients for 
expenditures made after July I ,  1 967 for projects which 
meet the requirements of *this 1969 amendatory act 
and were commenced after the recipient had filed a

fund from moneys transmitted to the state treasurer by

The legislature 
further finds that the availability of waters of the state is 
being evaluated by interests who desire to remove por­
tions thereof from the state in a manner inconsistent 
with the public interest of people of the state.

90.54.020 General declaration of fundamentals for 
utilization and management of waters of the state. Utili­
zation and management of the waters of the state shall 
be guided by the following general declaration of 
fundamentals: 

( 1 )  Uses of water for domestic, stock watering, indus­
trial, commercial, agricultural, irrigation, hydroelectric 
power production, mining, fish and wildlife mainte­
nance and enhancement, recreational, and thermal 
power production purposes, and preservation of envi­
ronmental and aesthetic values, and all other uses com­
patible with the enjoyment of the public waters of the 
state, are declared to be beneficial. 

(2) Allocation of waters among potential uses and 
users shall be based generally on the securing of the 
maximum net benefits for the people of the state. Max­
imum net benefits shall constitute total benefits less 
costs including opportunities lost. 
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(3) The quality of the natural environment shall be 
protected and, where possible, enhanced as follows: 

(a) Perennial rivers and streams of the state shall be 
retained with base flows necessary to provide for pres­
ervation of wildlife, fish, scenic, aesthetic and other en­
vironmental values, and navigational values. Lakes and 
ponds shall be retained substantially in their natural 
condition. Withdrawals of water which would conflict 
therewith shall be authorized only in those situations 
where it is clear that overriding considerations of the 
public interest will be served. 

(b) Waters of the state shall be of high quality. Re­
gardless of the quality of the waters of the state, all 
wastes and other materials and substances proposed for 
entry into said waters shall be provided with all known, 
available, and reasonable methods of treatment prior to 
entry. Notwithstanding that standards of quality estab­
lished for the waters of the state would not be violated, 
wastes and other materials and substances shall not be 
allowed to enter such waters which will reduce the ex­
isting quality thereof, except in those situations where it 
is clear that overriding considerations of the public in­
terest will be served. 

(4) Adequate and safe supplies of water shall be pre­
served and protected in potable condition to satisfy 
human domestic needs. 

(5) Multiple-purpose impoundment structures are to 
be preferred over single-purpose structures. Due regard 
shall be given to means and methods for protection of 
fishery resources in the planning for and construction of 
water impoundment structures and other artificial 
obstructions. 

(6) Federal, state, and local governments, individuals, 
corporations, groups and other entities shall be encour­
aged to carry out practices of conservation as they re­
late to the use of the waters of the state. 

(7) Development of water supply systems, whether 
publicly or privately owned, which provide water to the 
public generally in regional areas within the state shall 
be encouraged. Development of water supply systems 
for multiple domestic use which will not serve the pub­
lic generally shall be discouraged where water supplies 
are available from water systems serving the public. 

(8) Full recognition shall be given in the administra­
tion of water allocation and use programs to the natural 
interrelationships of surface and ground waters. 

(9) Expressions of the public interest will be sought at 
all stages of water planning and allocation discussions. 

( 1 0) Water management programs, including but not 
limited to, water quality, flood control, drainage, ero­
sion control and storm runoff are deemed to be in the 
public interest. [ I 97 I ex.s. c 225 § 2.] 

90.54.030 Department to be informed as to all phases 
of water and related resources-Duties in so accom­
plishing--Water resources archive. For the purpose of 
insuring that the department is fully advised in relation 
to the performance of the water resources program pro­
vided in RCW 90.54.040, the department is directed to 
become informed with regard to all phases of water and 
related resources of the state. To accomplish this objec­
tive the department shall : 

( I )  Collect, organize and catalog existing information 
and studies available to it from all sources, both public 
and private, pertaining to water and related resources of 
the state ;

90.54.040 Department to develop, implement, state 
water resources program--Modifying existing and 
adopting new regulations and statutes. ( I )  The depart­
ment, through the adoption of appropriate rules, is di­
rected, as a matter of high priority to insure that the 
waters of the state are utilized for the best interests of 
the people, to develop and implement in accordance 
with the policies of this chapter a comprehensive state 
water resources program which will provide a process 
for making decisions on future water resource alloca­
tion and use.

90.58.020 Legislative findings--State policy enun­
ciated-Use preference. The legislature finds that the 
shorelines of the state are among the most valuable and 
fragile of its natural resources and that there is great 
concern throughout the state relating to their utiliza­
tion, protection, restoration, and preservation. In addi­
tion it finds that ever increasing pressures of additional 
uses are being placed on the shorelines necessitating in­
creased coordinatio� in the management and develop­
ment of the shorelines of the state. The legislature 
further finds that much of the shorelines of the state 
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and the uplands adjacent thereto are in private owner­
ship; that unrestricted construction on the privately 
owned or publicly owned shorelines of the state is not 
in the best public interest; and therefore, coordinated 
planning is necessary in order to protect the public in­
terest associated with the shorelines of the state while, 
at the same time, recognizing and protecting private 
property rights consistent with the public interest. There 
is, therefor, a clear and urgent demand for a planned, 
rational, and concerted effort, jointly performed by fed­
eral, state, and local governments, to prevent the inher­
ent harm in an uncoordinated and piecemeal 
development of the state's shorelines. 

It is the policy of the state to provide for the man­
agement of the shorelines of the state by planning for 
and fostering all reasonable and appropriate uses. This 
policy is designed to insure the development of these 
shorelines in a manner which, while allowing for limited 
reduction of rights of the public in the navigable waters, 
will promote and enhance the public interest. This poli­
cy contemplates protecting against adverse effects to the 
public health, the land and its vegetation and wildlife, 
and the waters of the state and their aquatic life, while 
protecting generally public rights of navigation and 
corollary rights incidental thereto. 

The legislature declares that the interest of all of the 
people shall be paramount in the management of 
shorelines of state-wide significance. The department, 
in adopting guidelines for shorelines of state-wide sig­
nificance, and local government, in developing master 
programs for shorelines of state-wide significance, shall 
give preference to uses in the following order of prefer­
ence which: 

( 1 )  Recognize and protect the state-wide interest over 
local interest; 

(2) Preserve the natural character of the shoreline; 
(3) Result in long term over short term benefit; 
(4) Protect the resources and ecology of the shoreline; 
(5) Increase public access to publicly owned areas of 

the shorelines; 
(6) Increase recreational opportunities for the public 

in the shoreline; 
(7) Provide for any other element as defined in RCW 

90.58. 100 deemed appropriate or necessary. 
In the implementation of this policy the public's op­

portunity to enjoy the physical and aesthetic qualities of 
natural shorelines of the state shall be preserved to the 
greatest extent feasible consistent with the overall best 
interest of the state and the people generally. To this 
end uses shall be preferred which are consistent with 
control of pollution and prevention of damage to the 
natural environment, or are unique to or dependent 
upon use of the state's shoreline. Alterations of the nat­
ural condition of the shorelines of the state, in those 
limited instances when authorized, shall be given prior­
ity for single family residences, ports, shoreline recrea­
tional uses including but not limited to parks, marinas, 
piers, and other improvements facilitating public access 
to shorelines of the state, industrial and commercial de­
velopments which are particularly dependent on their 
location on or use of the shorelines of the state and 
other development that will provide an opportunity for 
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substantial numbers of the people to enjoy the shore­
lines of the state. 

Permitted uses in the shorelines of the state shall be 
designed and conducted in a manner to minimize, inso­
far as practical, any resultant damage to the ecology 
and environment of the shoreline area and any interfer­
ence with the public's use of the water. [ 1 97 1  ex.s. c 286 
§ 2.] 

Reviser's note: In subsection (7), a literal translation of the session 
law's reference " . . .  section I I  of this 197 1  act. . .  " would read "RCW 
90.58. 1 10". The above reference to "RCW 90.58. 100" which codifies

90.58.030 Definitions and concepts. As used in this 
chapter, unless the context otherwise requires, the fol­
lowing definitions and concepts apply:

(e) " Hearing board" means the shoreline hearings 
board established by this chapter. 

(2) Geographical : 
(a) "Extreme low tide" means the lowest line on the 

land reached by a receding tide; 
(b) "Ordinary high water mark" on all lakes, streams, 

and tidal water is that mark that will be found by ex­
amining the bed and banks and ascertaining where the 
presence and action of waters are so common and usu­
al, and so long continued in all ordinary years, as to 
mark upon the soil a character distinct from that of the 
abutting upland, in respect to vegetation as that condi­
tion exists on June 1 ,  1 97 1  or as it may naturally 
change thereafter: Provided, That in any area where the 
ordinary high water mark cannot be found, the ordi­
nary high water mark adjoining salt water shall be the 
line of mean higher high tide and the ordinary high 
water mark adjoining fresh water shall be the line of 
mean high water; 

(c) " Shorelines of the state" are the total of all 
"shorelines" and "shorelines of state-wide significance" 
within the state; 

(d) "Shorelines" means all of the water areas of the 
state, including reservoirs, and their associated wet­
lands, together with the lands underlying them; except 
(i) shorelines of state-wide significance; (ii) shorelines 
on segments of streams upstream of a point where the 
mean annual flow is twenty cubic feet per second or less 
and the wetlands associated with such upstream seg­
ments; and (iii) shorelines on lakes less than t'!Venty 
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acres in size and wetlands associated with such small 
lakes ;  

(e) "Shorelines o f  state-wide significance" means the 
following shorelines of the state: 

(i) The area between the ordinary high water mark 
and the western boundary of the state from Cape Dis­
appointment on the south to Cape Flattery on the 
north, including harbors, bays, estuaries, and inlets; 

(ii) Those areas of Puget Sound and adjacent salt 
waters and the Strait of Juan de Fuca between the or­
dinary high water mark and the line of extreme low tide 
as follows: 

(A) Nisqually Delta--from DeWolf Bight to 
Tatsolo Point, 

(B) Birch Bay--from Point Whitehorn to Birch 
Point, 

(C) Hood Canal--from Tala Point to Foulweather 
Bluff, 

(D) Skagit Bay and adjacent area--from Brown 
Point to Yokeko Point, and 

(E) Padilla Bay--from March Point to William 
Point; 

(iii) Those areas of Puget Sound and the Strait of 
Juan de Fuca and adjacent salt waters north to the 
Canadian line and lying seaward from the line of ex­
treme low tide; 

(iv) Those lakes, whether natural, artificial or a com­
bination thereof, with a surface acreage of one thou­
sand acres or more measured at the ordinary high water 
mark; 

(v) Those natural rivers or segments thereof as 
follows: 

(A) Any west of the crest of the Cascade range 
downstream of a point where the mean annual flow is 
measured at one thousand cubic feet per second or 
more, 

(B) Any east of the crest of the Cascade range down­
stream of a point where the annual flow is measured at 
two hundred cubic feet per second or more, or those 
portions of rivers east of the crest of the Cascade range 
downstream from the first three hundred square miles 
of drainage area, whichever is longer; 

(vi) Those wetlands associated with (i), (ii), (iv), and 
(v) of this subsection (2)(e); 

(f) "Wetlands" or "wetland areas" means those lands 
extending landward for two hundred feet in all direc­
tions as measured on a horizontal plane from the ordi­
nary high water mark; and all mars�es, bogs� swamps, 
floodways, river deltas, and flood plams associated with 
the streams, lakes and tidal waters which are subject to 
the provisions of this chapter; the same to be designat­
ed as to location by the department of ecology. 

(3) Procedural terms : 
(a) "Guidelines" means those standards adopted to 

implement the policy of this chapter for regulation of 
use of the shorelines of the state prior to adoption of 
master programs. Such standards shall also provide cri­
teria to local governments and the department in devel­
oping master programs;

(i) Normal maintenance or repair of existing struc­
tures or developments, including damage by accident, 
fire or elements ;

90.62.060 Public hearing--Procedure--Final de­
cisions. ( 1 )  Except as provided in RCW 90.62.050(2), 
prior to any final decision on any permit applications 
relating to a project subject to the procedures of this 
chapter, a public hearing shall be held in the county in 
which all or a major part of the proposed project is to 
be constructed or operated, such hearing to be held 
pursuant to notice made under RCW 90.62.050( 1 ). At 
any such hearing the applicant may submit any relevant 
information and material in support of his applications, 
and members of the public may present relevant views 
and supporting materials in relation to any or all of the 
applications being considered. 

(2) Each state agency having an application for a 
permit before it as described in the notice in RCW 
90.62.050( 1 )  shall be represented at the public hearing 
by its chief administrative officer or his designee. The 
director of the department, or a hearing officer duly ap­
pointed by him, shall chair the hearing; however, the 
representative of any state agency (other than the de­
partment) within whose jurisdiction a specific applica­
tion lies shall conduct the portion of the hearing 
pertaining to submission of information, views, and 
supporting materials which are relevant to that applica­
tion. The chairman may, when appropriate, continue a 
hearing from time to time and place to place. The 
hearing shall be recorded in any manner suitable for 
transcription as determined by the department. 

(3) No provisions of chapter 34.04 RCW shall apply 
to the hearing provided for by this section. Said hearing 
shall be conducted for the purpose of obtaining infor­
mation for the assistance of state agencies but shall not 
be considered a trial or adversary proceeding. 
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(4) Upon completion of  the public hearing the chair­
ma

n, after consultation with the state agency represen­

tatives, shall establish the date by which all state 
a_gencies shall forward their final decisions on applica­
ti<�ns before them to the department: Provided, That

(5) In situations where a notice is provided pursuant 
to RCW 90.62.050(2) and no public hearing is conduct­
ed, the department shall, after thirty days after the last 
notice publication in the newspaper, submit a copy of 
all views and supporting material received by it to each 
agency having an application for a permit before it as 
described in the notice. Concurrently therewith, the de­
partment shall notify each state agency, in writing, of 
the date by which final decisions on applications shall 
be forwarded to the department: Provided, That this 
date may be extended by the department for reasonable 
cause. Each such final decision shall consist of the same 
contents as provided for final decisions in RCW 
90.62.060( 4). 

(6) As soon as all final decisions are received by the 
department from the various participating state agen­
cies, as provided in RCW 90.62.060(4) and (5), the de­
partment shall incorporate them, without modification, 
into one document and transmit the same to the appli­
cant either personally or by registered mail. 

(7) Each state agency having jurisdiction to approve 
or deny an application for a permit shall have continu­
ing power as vested in it prior to enactment of this 
chapter to make such determinations.

Notwithstanding 
any other statutes relating to the processing of applica­
tion for permits, the procedures, including timing re­
quirements and approval requirements related thereto, 
set forth in this chapter shall be exclusive in relation to 
applications for permits filed pursuant to RCW 90.62-

No 
canal commissioner shall be removed from office by the 
governor before the expiration of his term unless based 
upon inc�pacity, incompetence, neglect of duty, or mal­
feasance m of?ce.

nor shall furntsh the commtsswner with a letter setting 
forth the reason for the removal. Any commissioner 
whose rei?oval is sought may request a hearing before 
the supenor court of the state of Washington in and for 
Thurston county, by requesting the same within twenty 
days from the date of receipt of the letter of removal. 
Sue� tribunal shall fix the time of hearing, allow all 
parties full opportunities to be heard, and determine 
whether t?e causes for removal were properly based.

(6) May acquire by gift, purchase, or condemnation 
from any person, municipal, public or private corpora­
tion, or the state of Washington, or lease from the 
United States of America, any lands, rights of way, 
easements, or property rights in, over or across lands or 
waters necessary for the construction, operation or 
maintenance of any navigation canal, or navigation 
canal system. The acquisition of such rights is for a 
public use. The exercise of the right of eminent domain 
shall be in the manner provided by chapter 8.04 RCW, 
and all actions initiated thereunder shall be brought in 
the name of the canal commission. 

(7) May hold public hearings. Prior to a determina­
tion of feasibility for any proposed project, the com­
mission shall hold a public hearing so that members of 
the public may present their views thereon. 

(8) May accept and expend moneys appropriated by 
the legislature or received from any public or private 
source, including the federal government, in carrying 
out the purposes of this chapter. 

(9) May negotiate and cooperate with the United 
States of America for the purpose of inducing the Unit­
ed States to undertake the construction, operation or 
maintenance of any navigation canal, or navigation 
canal system provided for in this chapter. 

( I  0) Is authorized as a local sponsor to cooperate, 
contract, and otherwise fully participate on behalf of 
the state of Washington with the United States of 
America, in any study relating to a determination of 
feasibility of a navigation canal or navigation canal 
system, and in any project relating to the construction, 
operation, or maintenance of a navigation canal, or 
navigation canal system to be undertaken by the United 
States of America. 

The authority granted herein includes, but is not lim­
ited to, contributing such moneys to the United States 
of America as may be required and appropriated for 
that purpose by the legislature and furnishing without

cost to the United States of America all lands, ease­
ments, rights of way and perform all necessary altera­
tions to utilities arising from any project, and holding 
the United States of America free from any claims for 
damages arising out of the construction of any project.
