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park, boulevard, parkway, aviation landings and
playground purposes, and the extension and main-
tenance thereof, not exceeding three-twentieths
(3/20ths) of one per cent of the taxable property in
such metropolitan park district to be ascertained by
the last assessment for state and county purposes
previous to the incurring of such indebtedness.

CHAPTER 39.

[H. B. 25.]

RELIEF OF VETERANS.

AN Acrt relating to the relief of soldiers, sailors and marines of
the disabled American veterans and their families; and
making appropriation therefor.

Be it enacted by the Legislature of the State of
Washington:

SectioNn 1. There is hereby appropriated from
the general fund of the State of Washington the sum
of Five Thousand Dollars ($5,000) to be turned over
to the Disabled American Veterans of the World
War organization for the maintenance of the re-
habilitation service to assist war veterans in the
prosecution of their equitable claims for compensa-
tion on the basis of disabilities of service origin.

Sec. 2. That no elective or appointed officer of
said veterans’ organization or department officer
shall receive any compensation and that no financial
aid shall be allowed for the operation of their depart-
ment office. All funds herein appropriated must be
expended for rehabilitation work only.
