Never did | imagine the state could so easily take away the Plan 1 COLA that was guaranteed to us
through negotiations and contracts. Yet Plans 2 and 3 have automatic COLA's guaranteed to them

security recipients their largest COLA in recent years. And yet, the Plan 1 retirees have to fight and
worry about getting a very modest COLA. This, at a time when we should be enjoying retirement
after a long work life, only to be concerned about rising prices, including medical and pharmacy prices
and wondering how on earth we are going to pay for it all.
