Recent articles in MYNorthwest indicated Washington State’s revenue is up
$330 million due to our new Capitol Gains Tax, and the last carbon auction
(tax) netted another $500 million. A Center Square story indicates state
revenue is forecasted to increase by more than 20% at the end of the
current biennium compared to 2019-21.

While it is doubtful such growth is sustainable, that increase is coming
from taxpayers/consumers since the Carbon Tax is being passed directly to
consumers.
